March 15, 2006

Present:  Chair Bill Bliss, Supervisors Patrick Butler, Ralph Schmidt, Deputy Treasurer Alicia Burgers and Clerk Barbara Anderson

Call to order – Chair Bliss called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance – The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Approval of Minutes - The Supervisors had received a copy of the written minutes prior to the meeting.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the minutes of the February 14th meeting as written.

Treasurer’s Report - Deputy Treasurer Burgers gave the Cash Control Statement report and the Investment Report for the month of February 2006.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Accept the Treasurer’s report of the Cash Control Statement with a balance of $68,503.91 and the Current Investment report with a balance of $41,647.72 as of February 28, 2006.  

The Board discussed transferring some money from Road & Bridge to General temporarily to help make the ambulance payments.  In June when the tax settlement monies come in then the money will be transferred back.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed; Transfer $30,000 from road & bridge to general fund for ambulance payments.  
Burgers noticed the balance of $7.28 in the Debt Service Fund.  She explained that the State Revolving Fund monies cannot be commingled with the township funds.  She will talk to Carole Houghton when she returns.  Burgers explained that the Certificate of Deposit was set up in such a way that monies can be added and removed easily.  

Resident’s concerns – none

ROAD & BRIDGE – Schmidt 

1. Road Inspection Meetings – The road inspection meetings are set for April 11th, 9:00 a.m. with Felton and 1:00 p.m. with Herheim.
2. Driveways and access standards information -   The Board discussed driveway and access standards at great length.  It was decided that Schmidt would work with Craig Anderson, chair of the Planning Commission, and Bridget Chard, a consultant.  The goal is to put a plan in place that all townships and Cass County can work with.  Perhaps driveway permits will be issued at the time of a new plat or when a building permit is applied for. 
3. Gravel Crush this year - Proposed $10,000 gravel crushed, for 2006.  The board will determine where the crushed gravel should be used this year at the meeting next month.

4. Paint our storage building - Schmidt reported that it will be done as soon as the weather permits.

· Laurie Johnson request hearing – Bliss explained that at the annual meeting a motion was passed allowing Laurie Johnson to proceed with for the township to vacate the old right-of-way of Stoney Creek Road by her property.  The motion at the annual meeting was in lieu of having a petition signed by eight neighbors.  MOTION:  Butler/passed: Set a public hearing at the site on Saturday, April 29, 2006, at 10:00 a.m.
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· Road quotes - The clerk verified that it is time to publish the road quotes for April 16, 2006 to April 15, 2007.  The quotes will be opened at the April meeting.

OLD BUSINES

Ambulance update – Bliss reported that things are moving forward.  The City of Longville will not provide ambulance service as of July 1st.  The Ambulance Service Joint Powers Board is talking with Crosby and getting all the final details worked out.  The next step is for Crosby to write a contract that will be acceptable to both the Ambulance Service  Joint Points Board and Crosby Board of Director.  
Water Softener – Bliss said Echo Water will test the water from the Town Hall and then make a recommendation.

NEW BUSNIESS

Approve the claims - The claims list for approval totaled $5,849.32.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the payment of the claims totaling $5,849.32 and the payroll as presented.

Review work from annual meeting

· Get information about the terms if the township election is moved to November  - The clerk will  get this information

· Check on the county’s culvert rules & standards – Schmidt is working on this

· Write a letter to Howes, Moe, Ruud and the chairs of the committees regarding the funding of the ambulance service – Bliss and Anderson are working on this.

· Newspaper – check prices and select the paper with the lowest price – Anderson contacted both the Pine Cone Press and the Northland Press.  Pine Cone Pres is $6.75 per column inch and Northland Press is $6.50 per column inch.  MOTION:  Butler/passed: Based on the direction from the residents at the annual meeting to select the newspaper with the lowest price, move we appoint Northland Press as our legal newspaper for the year 2006.

· Moved to allow the Johnson petition to go forward – the Board has set April 29th at 10:00 a.m. for the public hearing.

· The annual meeting was continued until August 1, 2006.

Certify Elections – Anderson reported that the Election Judges at the Township Election presented the results as follows:  Supervisor – Ralph Schmidt – 30 votes, write-in Doug Mayer 1 vote; Clerk Barbara Anderson 29 votes, write-in Laura Mayer 1 vote.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Accept the election results as presented.
 Local Government Alliance – Bliss discussed a letter from the LGA about annexation. This did not require any action.

Short Courses – Bliss reminded the board of the short courses put on by the Minnesota Associations of Townships at the end of the end of the month and the first part of April.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Authorize payment of all expenses, per diem, and mileage for the whole board to attend the short courses.
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Anderson Brothers – Schmidt discussed a seminar that Anderson Brothers is hosting on March 20th.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Authorize payment of all expenses, per diem, and mileage for Schmidt and Butler to attend the Anderson Brothers seminar on March 20, 2006.  

Adjournment – MOTION: Butler/passed:  Adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 8:00 p.m.
