Call to Order: The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM.

Approve or Amend Minutes: MOTION: Davis/Sausman/Passed: The minutes of June 3, 2004 were approved as written.

Old Business
Review Township Visits: The Commission reviewed each of the Townships visited which were Blind Lake and Kego. C. Anderson will call the Chair of Kego Township and get a copy of their road standards. A list of interview answers with each Township is attached to the original minutes. Chard stated that under State Statute 462 that Townships must meet with neighboring jurisdictions in regards to Comprehensive Plans. Other Townships to be visited are Woodrow, Inguadona and the City of Longville, with Abrahamson or Sausman and R. Anderson meeting with the Woodrow Planning Commission on Tuesday July 13, 2004 at 7:00PM, Abrahamson and Davis to meet with Inguadona no date was set as of this meeting and C. Anderson and Chard meeting with the City of Longville also no date was set. 
Bear Tracks South: This subdivision on Hwy 54 was not platted because it was sold as separate parcels with one-two parcels sold per year. This is identified as by metes and bounds description.
Expiration of Terms: Two Commissioners terms will expire this year they are Abrahamson and Gehrman. The Commissioners must send a letter to the Board of Supervisors reapplying for their positions. These positions will also be open for the public to apply for. A notice will be posted in the local paper.

New Business
McCallister Variance: This variance was applied for after the fact. The property owners started construction without a variance with the structure too close to the lake. Abrahamson and R. Anderson will meet with the Cass County Planning Commissioners at the site on Tuesday July 6, 2004 at 11:00AM. They will do Findings of Fact and get this information to Gehrman and Davis who will go to Cass County Board of Adjustments hearing on Monday July 12, 2004.
The Commission reviewed the Cass County Land Use Ordinances that are being updated this year. The Commission along with Chard found many items that should be reviewed with John Sumption of the Cass County Environmental Services. They are as follows:

Pg. 18-19: Home Business and Home Occupation- make these more clear
Pg. 26- Sign, Commercial- no definition

Pg. 34- Item C. should be the choice of the applicant to be present. This should maybe be a policy not an ordinance.
Pg. 63- Item M. find the most current book

Pg. 62- 1108.1- Loose wording?

Pg. 67- Lake classification- buildable area make contiguous

Pg. 75- Construction on non conforming lots of record should be discussed

Pg. 77- PUD’s- If you can subdivide into conforming lots do that and don’t allow PUD’s

Pg. 101- Boardwalks and walkways new

Pg. 109- Amendments to change lake classifications
Pg.131- Cass County road specifications- Township roads should follow own specs not County specs. Frontage roads should be 66’.

Pg. 132- Bituminous driving surface where do you find this information?

Pg. 48- Accessory structure for commercial? Impervious building cover?

Pg. 84- Abatement of public nuisance can be handled through a process with the Township.

C. Anderson will contact Sumption for copies of the Land Use Ordinance updates and when this will go to a hearing.

Comprehensive Plan Update: Chard handed out goals and objectives that each Commissioner will work on to come up with objectives for each goal. C. Anderson will work on PUD’s, Davis will be working on nuisances, Gehrman water quality and waste water, Abrahamson with residential/housing, Sausman with Governmental relations and R. Anderson with transportation. 

Parcel Maps: The Commission reviewed the new parcel maps and will discuss second and third tier lot sizes.

Plats: The Commission reviewed the Plat Directory.

Chard gave a slide presentation on Subordinate Service Districts.
