Call to order: The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by Chairman Anderson.

Pledge of Allegiance: The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Approve or amend minutes: M/S/P: Stokesbary/Abrahamson: The minutes of 4-3-08 were approved as written.

New Business
Monsrud variance: R. Anderson and Davis went on this site visit on Woman Lake which was asking for a 20x30’ addition to be built closer than the 30’ setback from the toe of a bluff. The variance is asking to be 20’ away. The variance is also asking to for a garage to be built 5’ from the road right of way. The Planning Commission found this all to be acceptable. (See finding of facts) M/S/P: Abrahamson/R. Anderson: The variance is accepted as written with the condition that the homeowner try to place the garage in a different location or not hold the township liable for any damage that may occur during road maintenance.
Rogers variance: R. Anderson and Davis met with the county on this variance on Mule Lake asking to add on more than 50% of the existing structure. The structure will follow the existing building, which had a porch attached. The Planning Commission (PC) accepted this variance with conditions. (See finding of facts) M/S/P: Stokesbary/Abrahamson/abstaining: R. Anderson: Accept this variance with shoreline restoration and environmental protection.
Shoreline restoration: This is a seminar that will be held at Deep Portage on shoreline restoration with the county and a plant specialist. M/S/P: C Anderson/Gehrman: Davis to attend this seminar and be paid for her time.

Old Business
Comprehensive Plan goals: The Planning Commissioners went through their completed goals for the year at their meeting in June, which are with the June minutes.

Wetland maps: Stokesbary brought wetland maps and a protective water buffer map of Wabedo, Little Boy and Cooper Lakes that will be placed in the master copy of the Comprehensive Plan.

RPEL (Road parcels ending in lakes): The PC discussed the four RPEL’s in Wabedo Township but decided not to make any decisions until a pending lawsuit in Duluth is settled.
