Wabedo Township Board of Supervisors
Monthly Meeting

October 10, 2006

Present:  Chair Bill Bliss, Supervisors Patrick Butler, Ralph Schmidt, Treasurer Carole Houghton, and Clerk Barbara Anderson

Guests:  Consultant Bridget Chard  - The sign-in sheet is attached to the original minutes of this meeting.  

CALL TO ORDER – Bliss called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  The agenda was changed to allow that the Boulder Ridge Plat would be discussed after the treasurer’s report.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
 - The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES – The supervisors had received a copy of the minutes prior to the meeting for review.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Approve the minutes of the September 13, 2006 meeting as written.
TREASURER’S REPORT – Houghton reviewed the Cash Control Statement dated September 1 through September 30, 2006.  The beginning balance in all accounts was $62,291.46 and the ending balance was $49,413.46.  The ending balance for the investments is $44,722.90.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Accept the Cash Control Statement for the month of September 2006 as presented.  

PLANNING COMMISSION – Craig Anderson
Boulder Ridge Plat – Anderson explained that this is a Preliminary Minor Subdivision Plat.  Originally the developer wanted 5 lake lots, 4 non-riparian lots and the land on the east side of State Highway 84 not platted.  After meeting with the township planning commission and reviewing the township’s comprehensive plan the developer would like 5 lake lots and 2 non-riparian lots which include the property on the east side of State Highway 84.  
Some of the concerns that were discussed were limited space for docks, environment and division of three lots.  It was decided to place deed restrictions on the three lots so they can not be divided. Houghton reported that the Girl Lakes Association was going to ask for an environmental worksheet on this project.  It was determined that the preliminary plat for Boulder Ridge on Girl Lake meets the comprehensive plan.  Anderson reported that the Planning Commission recommends approving the preliminary minor subdivision Boulder Ridge on Girl Lake with the following conditions:

1. A deed restriction placed on the following lots stating these lots are to be considered as one lot and cannot be subdivided:

a. Block 1, lot 1 and Block 2, lot 1 is one lot

b. Block 1, lot 7 and Block 2, lot 2 is one lot

c. The above mentioned lots will not have any interest or shared ownership in a lake access lot, or any easement to the lake. 

2. A deed restriction placed on Block 1, lot 6 that this lot cannot be subdivided.  Our concern is the “tail” on this lot is in a critical habitat area.  

MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the Preliminary Minor subdivision Boulder Ridge on Girl Lake with the following conditions:

3. A deed restriction placed on the following lots stating these lots are to be considered as one lot and cannot be subdivided:

a. Block 1, lot 1 and Block 2, lot 1 is one lot

b. Block 1, lot 7 and Block 2, lot 2 is one lot

c. The above mentioned lots will not have any interest or shared ownership in a lake access lot, or any easement to the lake. 

4. A deed restriction placed on Block 1, lot 6 that this lot cannot be subdivided.  

LAZY BOY TRAIL SSD

Bliss asked the property owners present if they felt they  had been kept current on the proceeding of establishing the Lazy Boy Trail SSD and if they wanted to proceed.  They said yes.  

Chard stated that the Township Board has two quotes, one from MCN for $39,947 and the other from EchoCheck for $49,875.  Chard also reviewed the costs of the project.   The Board discussed the quotes and costs.  MOTION:  Butler/Schmidt/passed unanimously:  Move to award quote and initiate contract with MCN Excavating to construct the Lazy Boy Trail SSD.   Johnson thanked the Board and said he would start work within a week.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed unanimously:  Cap the land owners’ expense for the Lazy Boy Trail SSD project at $12,500 each.  The township will pay any additional charges that may occur over that amount.  
MOTION:  Butler/Schmidt/passed:  The Board of Supervisors of Wabedo Township authorizes Bill Bliss as Chair and Barbara Anderson as Clerk to sign all legal documents relating to the Lazy Boy Trail SSD.  

Chard reported that the road maintenance contract is being reviewed by the lawyers at this time.  When this document has be reviewed and completed MCN Excavating and the Township will need to sign the contract.  

Chard reported that there is a Cass County Septic permit of $965.  This amount has to be paid at the time all the permits are applied for and received from Cass County.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed unanimously:  Authorize the payment of $965 to Cass County Treasurer for a Septic Permit for the Lazy Boy Trail SSD.  
Chard reminded the Board and Johnson from MCN Excavating that the Township needs to be listed on the insurance.  Johnson said he would take care of this.

Chard reported that three property owners are going to use a blanket easement and one will do their own easement and send it to Chard.   

Chard discussed Certificate of Indebtedness.  The Board discussed the estimated costs of the project.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed unanimously:  Move to approve final amount of indebtedness  based on $50,000 and that Wabedo Township enter into a Certificate of Indebtedness for the Lazy Boy Trail SSD with the Chair and Clerk signing the necessary paperwork.      Bliss thought the interest rate should be about 5.5%.  
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MOTION:  Butler/Bliss/passed:  Approve Resolution 10.10.06 to secure funding for Lazy Boy Trail SSD in the amount of $50,000.  The Resolution reads:

WHEREAS, the Internal Revenue Service has issued Treas. Reg. § 1.150-2 providing that proceeds of tax-exempt bonds used to reimburse prior expenditures will not be deemed spent unless certain requirements are met; and 

WHEREAS, the Township expects to incur certain expenditures which may be financed temporarily from sources other than bonds, and reimbursed from the proceeds of a bond;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE TOWN BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF WABEDO TOWNSHIP (THE “TOWNSHIP”) AS FOLLOWS:

1. The Township reasonably intends to make expenditures for the project described in Exhibit A (the “Project”), and reasonably intends to reimburse itself for such expenditures from the proceeds of debt to be issued by the Township in the maximum principal amount described in Exhibit A.

2. The Township Clerk is authorized to designate appropriate additions to Exhibit A in circumstances where time is of the essence, and any such designation shall be reported to the Town Board at the earliest practicable date and shall be filed with the official books and records of the Township as provided in Section 3.

3. This resolution is intended to constitute a declaration of official intent for purposes of Treas. Reg. § 1.150-2 and any successor law, regulation, or ruling.

RESIDENT CONCERNS

Saundra Happe asked about the removal of the tree on South Little Boy Drive. Schmidt has asked Lott Excavating to remove this tree several times.  The Board told Schmidt to contact Felton Brothers and have the tree removed.

ROAD & BRIDGE

Supervisor’s report

· Gravel crushing - Schmidt reported that Lott Excavating was hired to crush 2,000 yards of class 5, however, Lott Excavating crushed 3,000 yards.  Schmidt asked for two bills- one for the approved 2,000 yards and one for the additional 1,000 yards.   He recommends paying the bill for the 2,000 yards only.  The Board decided that they will authorize payment of the bill for the 2,000 yards of class 5 and will hold the bill for the additional unauthorized 1,000 yards of class 5 until the tax settlement check comes in December.  The clerk will let Lott know of this decision.   Schmidt reminded the clerk to notify the county about the additional 1,000 yards.

· Mowing - Schmidt reported that the mowing bill was much higher then anticipated.
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OLD BUSINESS

Taylor Timber Plat changes – Bliss reported that Attorney Robert Ruppe has sent a letter to Cass County on behalf of the township regarding the changes made to the Taylor Timber Plat.  The county has not responded at this time.

Ambulance update – Bliss reported that Crosby cannot submit a proposal for ambulance service due to the way the Request For Quote was written. 
Great River Energy Letter – The Board discussed the letter from Great River Energy and the proposed power line.  Anderson reported that there will be an open house in the area sometime in October. 
NEW BUSINESS

Claims – MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Approve the payment of claims as presented by the clerk and treasurer omitting the payment to the Dive Team.

Election judges – Anderson presented the following names as election judges for the November election:  Craig Anderson, Gladys Berger, Laura Mayer, Sue Motyl, Dick Jorgenson, Carole Houghton, Doris Schmidt, Carol Neuenfeldt, and Sue Gehrman.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Approve nine certified elections judges for the November elections.
