 Wabedo Township Board of Supervisors
November 9, 2004

Present:  Chair Bill Bliss, Supervisor Ralph Schmidt, Treasurer Carole Houghton, and Clerk Barbara Anderson 

Excused:  Patrick Butler

Guests:   The sign in sheet is attached to the original minutes of this meeting.

CALL TO ORDER – Chair Bliss called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

PLEDGE – The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

THE MINUTES - The Supervisors had received a copy of the written minutes prior to the meeting.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the minutes of the October 12, 2004 meeting as written.  

TREASURER’S REPORT - Houghton gave the Cash Control Statement and Current Investment Report for the period ending October 31, 2004.  The balance on the Cash Control Statement is $31,622.70 and the balance on the Current Investment is $2,715.28. MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Accept the treasurer’s report as given.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed:   Transfer $4,000 from general fund to Planning Commission.  
ROAD & BRIDGE
Supervisors concerns – Bliss reported that he had received a call from Mr. Connor at 357 Glenmar Road about the potholes on Glenmar by his house.  Connor has left for the winter. Felton will be informed about this problem.  

Supervisor’s report – Schmidt’s written report is attached to the original minutes of this meeting.

1. North Bay Drive – Bliss reviewed the meeting he attended at Larson’s home on October 18th regarding North Bay Drive.  The Larson’s had invited Lowell Jaeger from the DNR, neighbors and the township to meet and discuss North Bay Drive.  The DNR cannot spend any money on this project for gravel; however, they can provide the machinery and man power for the project.  They will rough in a road for the township to take over.  It was agreed that the Township will adopt a resolution stating that the township will take over the roughed in road, and that the DNR will rough in the road.  The road will include a turn around at the end by the lake.  
MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Approve a resolution for the DNR to develop North Bay Drive to the DNR rough road status and then Wabedo Township agrees to take over the road.  Bliss and Anderson will write the resolution for the board to review.  
2. There were very high winds on October 30th.  Schmidt went out the next day and cut up downed trees, check and removed brush in view of signs, replaced some signs and checked condition of roads.

3. Herheim is planning to purchase a crusher and he would like to work with Wabedo and Woodrow Townships. 

4. When the work is done on County Road 7 Schmidt will make sure the Township’s signs on Sioux Camp Road are in the correct place.  

5. Schmidt is working on getting core samples in the gravel pit. 
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OLD BUSINESS

Election recap – Anderson reported that 90% of the registered voter in Wabedo Township voted in the general election.  Thirty-five new voters were registered that day.  More people voted in the first 45 minutes than in the entire primary.  There were about 40 people waiting in line when the polls opened at 10:00 a.m.  Anderson asked the board to consider two things for the next presidential election: 1) opening the polls at 7:00 a.m. and 2) adding another election judge for the first few hours to help with registration of new voters.  There was a discussion about the duties of the election judges.  Anderson will meet with the County Auditor to seek answers to the questions raised during the discussion.  Such as do we need one judge to hand out the white ticket and another judge to collect the white ticket and hand out the ballot.  Could the one judge do both of these jobs when it is busy and the other judge register new voters?  The Board decided to bring up election hours at the annual meeting.
 Ridgewood Law suit update – Bliss referred to the 33 page document the board had received from Gordon Hansmeier, the attorney, for the board to review and give comments on.  This is the document that Hansmeier will file on the township’s behalf in this case.  Tabaka/Ridgewood had to have their documents into the courts already.  Now we wait to hear what the next step is.  Bliss said he contacted Hansmeier and made a few suggestions on minor changes.

NEW BUSINESS

Approve payment of the claims. – Houghton and Anderson presented the claims for payment totaling $8,585.26; this includes a payment on the state revolving fund of $3,131.94.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the payment of claims as presented. 
Henrichs letter – Bliss explained that Henrichs is asking what is the procedure for having the township vacate some land next to his property on Stoney Creek Road.  The actual road is in a different place than platted on the maps.  Henrichs is asking the township vacate the parcel of land that is from his land to the actual road.  The Township has vacated land for two of his neighbors with the same situation.  The clerk will send him a letter explaining that he needs to have the land surveyed with stakes, he pays all costs, then let the board know that this is done and township will hold a public hearing for the purpose of vacating the land, the decision will be made final at the next regular board meeting.  He will then have to have the land re-recorded with a new legal description.  

Longville Lakes Area Healthy Community Partnership Team Letter – Bliss reported that he has volunteered to be on this team.  He thinks that because this team will be discussion long range planning a member of the township’s planning commission should also be on the team.  C. Anderson, Chair of the Planning Commission, will bring this information to the commission.  
PLANNING COMMISSION – C. Anderson 

Bennett variance – Bennett’s wanted to build an addition on their house that doesn’t meet the setback requirement for Mule Lake.  The Township planning commission approved this variance.  The Cass County Board of Adjustment approved it with three conditions.  The conditions are:  removal of the present boat house, restoration of shoreline vegetation, septic be checked to make sure it is in compliance for a three bedroom home.  

Comprehensive Plan Update – This is going very well.  The Planning Commission and the Board of Supervisors will be meeting Thursday, December 2, at 7:00 p.m. to review the final draft.  If approved, the Plan will be put on the web site in January, and a public hearing will be held in the spring. 
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Mule Lake Estates - Anderson reported that the County has approved the final revised plat of Mule Lake Estates with the conditions that the covenants are in place and that the covenants have been approved by Wabedo Township’s Planning Commission. 
CORRESPONDENCE 
The Board reviewed the correspondence listed on the agenda.
