Wabedo Township Board of Supervisors
December 14, 2005

Present:  Vice Chair Patrick Butler, Supervisor Ralph Schmidt, Treasurer Carole Houghton, Clerk Barbara Anderson, and Chair Bill Bliss arrived late.

Guests:  Sign-in sheet attached to the original minutes of the meeting.  

Call to Order – Vice Chair Butler called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Butler reported that Bliss is making a presentation to the City of Longville Council and he will be joining us late.  Because Bliss will be coming later the agenda was rearranged.

Treasurer’s report – Houghton gave the Cash Control Statement and the Current Investment Report for the month of November 2005.  The balance in the Cash Control Statement as of November 30, 2005, is $31,763.79 and the balance in the Current Investment Report for the same date is $40,903.22.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Accept the Cash Control Statement and the Current Investment Report for November 2005 as presented.

Residents Concerns – There was none.
ROAD & BRIDGE

Supervisor’s report – Schmidt

1.  He will do the night inspection and inventory of the road signs.

2. He has a question about snow depth on the roads. The snow can be 4” in one part of the township and not another part.   MOTION: Butler/passed:  The Supervisors who handles road and bridges is to determine if the roads need snow plowing and will contact the snow plowing companies.
 Storage shed – Schmidt reported that he had researched storage sheds for the township.

Schmidt reported looking at ads in the local paper also.  Fish houses were selling for less than $500.00; however, a fish house will not work for what we want.   He will continue to look for the best buy.    The Board asked Schmidt to check on delivery charges.
PLANNING COMMISSION- Craig Anderson

Putnam Paradise - Anderson reminded the Board that last month the board tabled any decision on the plat for Putnam Paradise.  He reminded the Board that Putnam Paradise is 66 acres divided into 20 lots, with a 66 foot right of way for the roads.  Cul-de-sacs are big enough for emergency vehicles to turn around.   The Board reviewed the maps of this new proposed plat.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Approve the preliminary plat of Putnam Paradise, part of the Southeast Quarter of the Northwest Quarter and Part of the Northeast Quarter of the Southwest Quarter, all in the Section 19, Township 140 North, Rage 28 West, Cass County Minnesota, as presented.  The drawings were prepared by Landecker & Associates Inc. and Landecker filed book 233, page 1, file number 052256, dated 11/30/05. The clerk was asked to send a letter to Paul Fairbanks of Cass County as soon as possible regarding this matter.  
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Planning Commission report continued.

Krueger Variance – Anderson reported that the Cass County Board of Adjustment has approved this variance.  
Bliss joined the meeting.

Approval of minutes November 8th and special meeting September 7th – The Board had received a written copy of the minutes prior to the meeting for review.  Bliss noted in the minutes of November 8th there are two corrections – on one page two under Lazy Boy Trail SSD, delete the word the “...had called the to say...” and on page three under Other Business-change the word State to Citizen. “...sitting on the Citizen State Planning...”  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Approve the minutes of November 8, 2005, as corrected.
MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the minutes of the September 7, 2005, special meeting as written.
OLD BUSINESS

Ambulance Update – Bliss explained that since Wabedo Township Board meeting in November several things have happened.  A Longville Ambulance Joint Powers Board has been established and Wabedo Township has joined it. Seven townships and one city have joined.  Woodrow Township has chosen not to join the Joint Powers Board. Because of Woodrow’s decision an agreement could not be signed with Cuyuna Ambulance Service. Bliss explained that he had just made a presentation to the Longville City Council about the Longville Ambulance Service.  He asked the City to consider entering into an agreement with the Longville Ambulance Joint Powers Board for six months.  In this agreement the City would manage the ambulance service and the Joint Powers Board would pay the city $1,000 per month for this service.  After January 1, 2006, the Joint Powers Board would collect the income and pay the bills.  The City would continue to bill the insurance companies for each run.  Bliss reported that the Longville City Council has decided to continue their meeting until December 15th after the Joint Powers Board meeting.  Bliss also explained that he has informally discussed this plan with the Joint Powers Board, however, the Joint Powers Board has not officially approved it.    (A copy of the proposed agreement is attached to the original minutes of this meeting.)   Bliss explained that the expected expenses for the ambulance serviced under this agreement will be about $15,000 per month. This would mean that if all townships and cities accept the agreement Wabedo Township’s share would be about $5,400 per month.  However, it is not expected that all townships and cities will join.  
The Supervisors and guests appreciated the work Bliss has done on this proposed agreement and support it.

Bliss reported that Wabedo Township had asked Kundrat Law Firm to review the proposed Joint Powers Agreement.  Kundrat has a few small changes.

The clerk presented the Joint Powers Resolution dated 11-8-2005 for signing.  The Board passed this resolution last month.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Sign the Joint Powers Resolution dated 11-8-2005 as presented.   (A copy of the resolution is attached to the original minutes of this meeting.)
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 Parking Lot Lights – Butler has contacted Leech Lake Electric for this work.  The estimate for the work is $275.00.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Approve the estimate from Leech Lake Electric to 
install a triple flood light on the building for a cost not to exceed $275.00.    Butler will call to set up the installation date.
NEW BUSINESS

Approval of Claims – Houghton and Anderson presented the monthly claims for approval totaling $5,730.95 plus payroll.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Approve the payment of the monthly claims and payroll.
Becker Resolution – Anderson presented a resolution for the Board approval to place a special assessment of the tax rolls for Becker.  This special assessment is for the Little Boy SSD.  This has to be done annually.  MOTION:   Schmidt/passed:  Approve Resolution 12-2005-1 placing $442.49 on the tax rolls for Gilbert and Kim Becker, tax identification number 46-022-2113.   Anderson will notify Cass County.  

Elections – Anderson reported that the filing period for the March election opens January 3, 2006.  There is one supervisor’s position open (Schmidt) and the clerk.

Water softener – Butler would like permission to research a water softener for the town hall.  He will present his findings next month.
CORRESPONDENCE’

The Board reviewed the correspondence that was received and that was sent this past month.  The correspondence is listed on the agenda of this meeting.
