Monthly Meeting

November 8, 2005

Present:  Chair Bill Bliss, Supervisors Patrick Butler, Ralph Schmidt, Treasurer Carole Houghton and Clerk Barbara Anderson

Guests:  The sign in sheet is attached to the original minutes of this meeting.

CALL TO ORDER – The meeting was called to order by Chair Bliss at 7:00 p.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES – The Board had received a written copy of the minutes prior to the meeting for review.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the minutes of the October 10, 2005 meeting as written.  

TREASURER’S REPORT – Houghton gave the Cash Control Statement and the Investment Reports for the month of October 2005.  The Cash Control Statement as of October 1st had a beginning balance of $54,452.79, total receipts for the month were $107.61, and total disbursements for the month were $15,302.55, leaving an ending balance of $39,257.85.  The Current Investment Report has a grand total of $40,903.22 for the three certificates of deposit.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Accept the treasurer’s report as given.  

PLANNING COMMISSION – Craig Anderson, PC Chair

Putnam Paradise – Anderson explained that Putnam Paradise is a 66 acre area with a proposed 20 lots is a new plat.  Terry Freeman of Landecker & Associates sent the paper work for this proposed plat.  Anderson put this item on the agenda for the planning commission meeting on November 3rd. Anderson contacted Freeman and reminded him about the meeting.  Freeman said he would contact Putnam.  No one came to discuss this plat.  Mr. Putnam was present at the board meeting and explained there was a miscommunication between Freeman and himself.  Anderson explained that the planning commission is not scheduled to meet until February.  The Board of Supervisors asked the planning commission to meet in December to discuss this plat.  Bliss explained that the Board of Supervisors will not hear a new plat unless it has been discussed by the planning commission.  The planning commission will be meeting on its regular day, the first Thursday in December, to discuss this new plat.  Putnam will attend this meeting.  The meeting will be published in the newspaper.  The clerk was asked to notify Cass County Planning Commission about this meeting and ask for an extension on the information they requested from Wabedo Township on this new plat.    This item will be put on the agenda for the Board of Supervisor’s meeting in December.    Putnam thanked the Board for their help in this matter and left the meeting.
Sietsema -    This property is located on the North end of Little Boy Lake.  Anderson explained that the owner wants to build a house.  The lot already has a garage with living quarters.  The lot is not in compliance for multiple dwellings for duplex width and is asking for a variance for that and also the proposed house is very close to the lot line and would not meet the 10’ set back requirement.  The County Board of Adjustment suggested that the owner purchase the needed land from the neighbor or get permission from the neighbor in writing to build there.  The Wabedo Board of Supervisors stated that the owner should purchase the necessary land from the neighbor or reconfigure the house.  The Wabedo Board was not in agreement about the written permission from the neighbor.
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ROAD & BRIDGE

Bliss reported that that he will meet with Rita Freeman of Cass County on November 19th on Old C Road to discuss the garage that is being built on the road right-of-way.
OLD BUSINESS

Special meeting Nov 7th on the ambulance levy - The Board discussed the Township Special meeting held to consider recertifying the ambulance levy for 2006.  At the meeting the residents authorized the ambulance levy be recertified to $79,500.  This levy includes the $4,500 for the ambulance building payment and $75,000 for a new ambulance service.  The residents also told the Board to pursue the Cuyuna Ambulance Service out of Crosby.  They directed the Board to join the Joint Powers as needed to accomplish this goal.  The understanding is that this Joint Powers would be very similar to the Joint Powers Board for the ambulance building where each township and city has a representative on the joint powers board.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed unanimously:  Approve a Joint Powers Board for the ambulance service in the Longville area and authorize the chair of the Wabedo Township Board of Supervisors to enter into said joint powers agreement on behalf of Wabedo Township.   The Board decided to have a lawyer review the joint powers agreement before Bliss signs it.  (Later in the meeting while looking at the incoming mail, the Board decided to have Kundrat review the joint powers agreement. This will be covered later in the minutes.)
Lazy Boy Trail SSD – The clerk reported that Rick Smith of Northland Septic had called, the to say review and design price would be $600 o $1,000.  MOTION:  Accept Rick Smith’s bid for review and design for the Lazy Boy Trail SSD of a price not to exceed $1,000.

Parking lot lights – Butler reported that he is having a hard time contacting Leech Lake Electric for this project.  We will continue to work on this.  It was suggested that he contact Crow Wing Power.  
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Building update – Anderson reported that she is using the Cass County guidelines to determine what, if anything needs to be done to make the Town Hall be in compliance with the Disability Act.   At the present time we are storing some things in the hallway.  That is not acceptable.  Schmidt said he will research a storage shed.  
NEW BUSINESS

Approve the claims for payment – The clerk presented claims in the amount of $4,536.06, plus $2,300 for an ambulance payment to the City of Longville. The claim for the ambulance was done separately in case the City of Longville chooses not to continue ambulance service in December.  
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MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Approve payment of the claims totaling $4,536.04, the payroll, and the claim for $2,300 for the ambulance service.
Moving the township election to November – The Board discussed how to educate the residents about moving the election from March to November.  Moving the elections is a ballot item that needs to be voted on at a township election in March.  Because the annual meeting is held after the election the board decided to put this on the agenda for the annual meeting in 2006 with the vote on the question in 2007.  The new election law states that the township elections will need to follow the same procedures as the state and federal elections in 2008.

OTHER CORRESPONDENCE

The Board reviewed the correspondence listed on the agenda. 
· Letter from Kundrat Law Office – In his letter Mr. Kundrat states that he has a standing offer to all new clients.   “Try my legal services for 30 days or for $300 of billable hours.  If you are not satisfied, you will not be charged for the 30 days or first $300 in billable hours.”  The Board decided to have Mr. Kundrat review the Joint Powers Agreement for the ambulance service.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Ask Mr. Kundrat to review the Joint Powers Agreement for the ambulance.  Bliss will fax the agreement to Kundrat.  
OTHER BUSINESS

Bliss told the board that he is sitting on the State Planning Commission.  He is working with city and county planners.  He will keep the board posted on how this is working out.  

December board meeting date – Anderson reminded the board that December 13th is the date of the election for the ISD 118 bond issue.  The township meeting cannot start until 8:00 p.m.   With this in mind the Board decided to move their meeting date.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Set the next meeting date for the Wabedo Township Board of Supervisors for Wednesday, December 14th at 7:00 p.m. at the Town Hall.

Adjournment – MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Adjourn.   The meeting adjourned at 9:00 p.m.
