Board of Supervisors Meeting

November 14, 2006

Present:  Chair William Bliss, Supervisors Patrick Butler, Ralph Schmidt, Treasurer Carole Houghton and Clerk Barbara Anderson

Guests –4   The sign up sheet is attached to the original minutes of this meeting.  

CALL TO ORDER - Chair Bliss called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
 - The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES – The Board had received a written copy of the minutes prior to the meeting for review.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Approve the minutes as presented for October 10, 2006.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Treasurer Houghton reported that the ending balance in the general account is $20,181.86, and in the Road & Bridge account is $9,759.36.  The total for all accounts is $29,941.22.  The total for the investments are $45,117.81.  Houghton reported that a loan in the amount of $50,000 was taken for the Lazy Boy Trail SSD.  Also a checking account was set up for the Lazy Boy Trail SSD.  

RESIDENTS CONCERNS – Todd Hinrichs purchased the property to the south of the town hall.  He is changing the land next to County Road 54.  He has moved over 200 yards of dirt.  He has applied for a permit after the fact to move this dirt.  He has a shoreland alteration permit pending.  The County has asked Hinrichs to get approval from Wabedo Township because some of the dirt from this project is on the township property close to the lake shore.  The County wants this approval prior to issuing the shoreland alteration permit.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Instruct clerk to notify Bob Wright of Cass County that Wabedo Township has no objection for Todd Hinrichs getting a Shoreland Alteration permit.  
ROAD & BRIDGE

Supervisor’s report – Ralph Schmidt

· Received the bid from Welk Logging and Excavating for Island View Road.  The estimate is for both sides in the amount of $1,680.00.  This would be a vertical cut from road edge.  If we have the work done, we do need to do it in December to avoid all the brush on the roadway.  I looked at this road during the summer with full leaves, now when the leaves are gone I am not sure if we should brush or not.    The Board decided not to do any brushing at this time.

· Received call from Bill Bliss about beaver action on Stoney Creek/Diamond Crest Road.  I checked the road.  The beavers have been working very hard; they have 1 culvert about shut down and the other running very slow.  I met with the trapper Marlowe Kottke and he said he would trap the beaver.  The Board decided to have Kottke trap the beaver for a few weeks and then contact Michelle Putnam to clear out the culvert.
· Received a telephone call from Pat Tabaka about the condition of Glenmar Road.  Schmidt drove the road and found pot holes and then talked to Felton.  Felton doesn’t want to blade the road at this time.  October 2 was the last time road was bladed.  Perhaps we can have Felton put gravel in the holes.  Schmidt will follow up with this.

· The dead tree on South Little Boy Drive has been taken down.
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Road & Bridge continued

Crow Wing Power Letter – The board discussed the letter from Crow Wing Power asking if the Township has any plans to work on the roads in the next 15 years.  There are possible plans for North Bay Road, the quarter mile of Island View and the corner by South Little Boy Drive & Bargen Lane.  The clerk was asked to contact Crow Wing Power with this information and ask the power company to move the pole on Goldfinch Lane.

The Board discussed the possible road work at the corner of South Little Boy Drive and Bargen Lane.  Could the hill on South Little Boy Drive past Bargen be shaved?  The Board will look at this project next year.

OLD BUSINESS

Taylor Timber Plat Changes – Bliss explained that it has come to the attention of the Board that the lots lines on four lots in Taylor Timber plat have been changed.  The Township was not notified of these changes.  Three of the lots do not meet the guidelines from Wabedo’s Comprehensive Plan.  There have been letters and e-mail between the clerk and Kyle Hartnett, attorney, about what can be done.  The Board discussed how they want this matter handled.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Send a letter to Hartnett instructing him to pursue the legality of modifying a recorded plat with out coming to the planning commission or going through district court.  
Lazy Boy Trail SSD Update - Bliss explained that one of the property owners owns two parcels of land.  We have been using the parcel number for the bare lot instead of the lot with the house.  The Board needs to amend and expand the SSD to add Burnell Hendrickson’s property that has his home on it.  MOTION:  Butler/Schmidt/passed:  Pass Resolution 2006-11.14 declaring a “public hearing” to amend and expand the Wabedo Township “Lazy Boy Trail” Environmental Subordinate Service District to add one additional property.

Bliss reviewed the e-mail from Bridget Chard, consultant, about the project.  

Ambulance update - Bliss reported that he had a Joint Powers Meeting for the Ambulance District.  The Joint Powers Board signed a lease agreement with Cass County.  Cass County will sublease the building to the City of Longville and North Ambulance Service for 5 years.  Bliss said there will be a

meeting on December 7th at 6:00 p.m. at the Courthouse in Walker to discuss the budget for the ambulance service.   

NEW BUSINESS

 Approve the claims for payment - The clerk and treasurer presented claims totaling $12,908.46, including payroll for approval.   MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Approve payment of claims as presented.
Election recap – The clerk reported that the breakdown for the general election on November 7th of the 266 votes cast was:  57 mail in ballots, 17 new voters, 36 voters between 7:00-10:00 a.m., there was an 80% turn out.

Liquor License Renewal for Mule Lake Store - Bliss explained that the owners of the Mule Lake Store were asking to renew their liquor license.  There were no objections.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Approve the renewal of license application from Patty Underwood at the Mule Lake Store to sell Off Sale 3.2 beer.  

Crow Wing Power Application for Ronald D. Johnson - Crow Wing Power was asking permission to plow a cable in the ditch and across North Hunter Lake Road.  There were no objections.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Approve the Application or Permission to Install Electrical Facilities within road right of way for Ronald D. Johnson.  

Woodland Bank Signature Cards – The treasurer, Houghton, reported that the Woodland will only check one signature on the checks.  In the past the bank checked all signatures.  
PLANNING COMMISSION – Craig Anderson
Boulder Ridge Plat – Anderson explained that this is considered a minor subdivision.  The County has a site visit scheduled for November 20th.  Houghton said there is an Environmental Worksheet hearing scheduled on November 28th.  Cass County’s planning commissioners meeting is scheduled for November 28th at 7:00 p.m. in Walker. 
Anderson explained that he had an opportunity to speak with Commissioner Dowson about the Meets and Bounds that was used in changing the lots in the Taylor Timber Plat and Minor Subdivisions.  Dowson asked the township to send him a letter discussing both topics.  The Board authorized Bliss as chair of the Board of Supervisors and Anderson as chair of the township’s planning commission to write a letter to Yochum about  these two subjects with a copy to all the  county commissioners.
