 Board of Supervisors Meeting
July 10, 2007

Present:  Chair Bill Bliss, Supervisors Ralph Schmidt, Patrick Butler, Treasurer Carole Houghton, Clerk Barbara Anderson

CALL TO ORDER – Chair Bliss called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

AGENDA – The Board moved Michelle Putnam from the Planning Commission report to after the approval of the minutes.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Approve the adjusted agenda.
APPROVE MINUTES- The Board had received a written copy of the minutes of the June meeting prior to this meeting for review.  Bliss made two corrections to the minutes – Ice Control, Snow Plowing and Road Sign Guidelines (replace the word Position with Guidelines) and under Special report from the County “…does not receive a report on property being divided by Metes & Bounds…”  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed Approve the minutes of the June 12, 2007 meeting as corrected.
MICHELLE PUTNAM – Putnam presented the Hard Shell for Bear Tracts West for final approval from the township.  The Board discussed Bear Tracts West and determined that no changes were made to this plat since the preliminary plat was approved.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the final plat of Bear Tracts West and authorize the chair and the clerk of Wabedo Township to sign the Hard Shell for the plat.  
TREASURER’S REPORT – The treasurer gave the Cash Control Statement for the month of June 2007.  The beginning balance $111,322.86, total receipts $91,663.60, total disbursements $119630.55 leaving an ending balance of $83,355.61.  Total investments $40,782.86.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Accept the treasurer’s report as given.  A copy of the treasurer’s report is attached the original minutes of this meeting.
Houghton handed out a report on Lazy Boy Trail SSD.  The report included the beginning balance for each property owner, the amount paid by each property owner and the balance for each property owner.  After reviewing the report on the Lazy Boy Trail SSD the Board decided to pay the balance on this loan.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Authorize the treasurer to pay the balance on the Lazy Boy Trail SSD Certificate of Indebtedness.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Authorize the treasurer to close the Lazy Boy Trail checking account (number 340158) at Woodland Bank.

RESIDENTS CONCERNS – There were no concerns by the residents attending the meeting.  
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ROAD & BRIDGE 
Report by Schmidt:
1. Schmidt reported he had to purchase $99.00 of diesel fuel for the mower tractor.  The Township has applied for a credit card at the One Stop in Longville; however, the card has not arrived at this time.  He also purchased a grease gun and grease to service the mower tractor.

2. Lott graveled Diamond Crest (Ponderosa) road on 6 June 07 with 540 yards class 5. Lott also graveled Pine Crest Road and Trail on 6 June 07 with 360 yds class 5.

3. Does anyone know Charles Swenson who has a gravel pit near Pine River?  Someone said he hauls gravel for $9.05 per yard.  No one knew of Mr. Swenson.  
4. Guidelines on road ditch cutting.  The Board reviewed the guideline proposal.  The Board members will study them this month and follow up on the proposed guidelines next month.

5. Schmidt discussed the log for mowing and brushing the township roads.  

6. Schmidt review his notes from the road inspections.  Schmidt said there is a mail box on C Road that does not conform to the State requirements.  The Board asked the clerk to send a letter to the property owner explaining the state requirements.  

Also, Felton mentioned a possible drainage problem on Woodduck Lane.  This needs no action at this time.  Felton will be putting in a drainage cutout on Pikie Point Road close to County Road 84.
7. Roads Schmidt recommends to be brushed this year.  The Board authorized this work to be done.

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OLD BUSINESS

Clerk old computer – Butler said the Fire Department does not want the old computer.  The Board told the clerk to dispose of the computer.

Freezing Problem - Bliss reported that he has not received any additional information from MCN to resolve the freezing problem on Little Boy SSD.

NEW BUSINESS

Pay the Claims – Bliss discussed the bill for Couri Law Office in the amount of $1,350.00.  He would like a better explanation of this bill on Taylor Timbers.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Approve the payment of the claims, except claim #7561 to Couri Law Office.  The clerk was asked to send a letter to Mr. Ruppe at the Couri Law Office for an explanation of the bill.  

Update on land – Bliss explained that he had been in contact with the Scotts who own property on County Rd 84 & Sarajac Roads.  The Scotts would be interested in selling their land, 20 acres, for about $15,000 per acre or $300,000.  Bliss told them that the township would not be interested in spending $300,000 for the land.  Bliss also reminded the board that when we meet with Dave Enblom of Cass County Highway Department, we should discuss the possibility of the township purchasing the county road maintenance garage on County Road 54.

Short Courses – MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Authorize mileage, expenses and per Diem for any board member attending a short course.  

PLANNING COMIISSION 

Conservation Design – C. Anderson reported that there will be several public forums regarding the conservation design concept.  There will be a meeting at Salem Lutheran Church in Longville on July 21st.    C, Anderson reported that the Wabedo Planning Commissioners hosted a meeting on this topic in April.  C. Anderson is writing a letter to Sumption on this topic on behalf of four of the townships that attended the meeting.  

Zoning District Maps – The Township received proposed zoning district maps from Cass County.  The County is now asking the township to sign a resolution stating that township is in agreement with the proposed changes.  C. Anderson said the township is not in complete agreement with the proposed changes.  C. Anderson recommended that he, Ron Stokesbary, and Ralph Schmidt write a letter to John Sumption at Cass County explaining the areas that Wabedo Township does not agree with the Counties proposed changes and why.  The board agreed.  

McKeegan Variance – Marilyn Davis and Ron Stokesbary went on the site visit.  Davis reported that the McKeegan property is located on Hunter Lake.  McKeegan’s variance is to put a basement under the cabin.  The cabin is 86’ from the shore line.  The Wabedo Township Planning Commission agreed to the variance and asked that the owner consider removing the porch. By removing the porch the setback to the cabin would be 100’.    The County approved

the variance for the basement, removal of the shed by the lake prior to construction, no lakeshore cutting and erosion control.  

Hennessey Variance – Marilyn Davis and Ron Stokesbary went on the site visit.  Stokesbary reported that this was a variance after the fact.  Hennessey had already constructed a 14’4” x 26’5” deck replacing an old deck.  They also requested permission to utilize camper as temporary quest quarters.  Wabedo Township Planning Commission recommended the removal of the non-conforming portion of the new deck and put it back to the original size; allow temporary (2007 season only) use of the camper as guest quarters provided: the camper be moved to back portion of lot, current license tabs are placed on camper and camper be removed from property by end of 2007.  Also, the planning commission recommends a separate application for permanent guest quarters at the appropriate time.  Cass County approved the deck as is, and recommended shore restoration. Owners agreed to move the camper to the back of the property and “move it every so often”.  The owner paid the variance fee and there were not fines or penalties. 
There was a discussion about the fact that the owners were not fined in any way for getting a variance after the fact.  The Board encouraged the Planning Commission to write a letter to the Cass County Board of Adjustments about their concern.  

Semotuk Variance – Cass County Board of Adjustments tabled until late July meeting.  C. Anderson reported that he did take pictures of this property as the Board had suggested.  The pictures were included with the Findings-Of-Fact sent to Cass County.

Camera – The Board discussed that taking pictures when the planning commissioners go on the site visits could be very helpful.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Approve a purchase of a digital camera for the planning commission not to exceed $200.  

CORRESPONDENCE - The Board reviewed the correspondence listed on the agenda.  The board directed the clerk to fill out the CPV Access Code application.  

ADJOURNMENT – MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 9:25 p.m.
