Treasurer’s report – Houghton read the Cash Control Statement for the month of November 2008.  The Board asked Houghton to review the Lazy Boy Trail Subordinate Service District line item to determine why it is in the red.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Accept the Cash Control Statement for the month of November 2008 with a balance in all funds of $37,605.58.

1. Talked with Dave Enblom about gravel crushing. What the county requires is stumpage to be
paid up front. We are scheduled to crush 6,000 yards @ .65 per yard Total $3,900.00.

2. Received a call form Bob Adelmann about a tree on Stoney Creek /Diamond Crest Road that
could fall in the near future. I called Lott Excavating talked with Bill, he had seen the tree. He
said he would have the loader operator from the pit push the tree over. Thanks Bob.

3. Called Dave Felton about the beaver problem on Stoney Creek/Diamond Crest Road, and
asked him to look at the culverts and if he would make a iron grate for those culverts. He called
back a few days later and said he could not do that due to the way the culverts are constructed.

4. Talked with Marlow Kottke (trapper). He caught 3 beaver each over 60 Ibs so far this season
at our problem culverts..

5. Called and talked with Scott about the following items.
If the tractor is ready for winter, he said he has checked the tractor, and is OK
He needs to pickup the credit card from Barb, he said he will do this at our next township
meeting.
He needs to do more cutting, he said he is planing to go out in the next week.
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Road and Bridge continued:

Note:  Next month we will need a claim payable Cass County  for 1,671 yard of gravel that was crushed at $.65 per yard.
The Board voiced some concerns about all the township roads being graded before the ground freezing.  There are lots of holes in some of the township roads that will be there until spring. 

Driveway Ordinance - The Board reviewed the latest version of the proposed driveway ordinance.  This ordinance will be presented to the residents at the annual meeting in March 2009.  

Moving the stop sign – Bliss reported that he sent an e-mail to Cass County about this and has not heard back at this time.

OLD BUSINESS

County purchasing land – Bliss explained that the township received an e-mail from Dave Enblom of Cass County about the possible purchase of additional land next to the county maintenance garage on County Road 54.  The land owner is not interested in selling any portion of his land.

Special meeting –There was a special meeting on October 6, 2008 asking permission from the electors to move the town hall from its present location.  Because some questions were raised at the wording of the legal notice in the newspaper the board decided to have another meeting.  The legal notice has been in the newspaper twice and the Board decided to place the legal notice about the meeting on December 16th in the newspaper for a third week.  The same of handouts that were used at the November meeting will be used at this meeting also.  Anderson reported she has received the master voting list from Cass County.  Stokesbary presented the board with an idea of a handout stating the pros and cons of each site.  This will be one of the handouts for the meeting.  We will ask election judges to volunteer to sign people in, hand out ballots and count the ballots.

NEW BUSINESS

Approve payment of claims – The Board had received a copy of the claims prior to the meeting.  MOTION:  Adelmann/passed:  Approve payment of the claims 8027 through 8038 totaling $5,478.31, plus payroll.
