May 10, 2005

Present:  Chair Bill Bliss, Supervisors Patrick Butler, Ralph Schmidt, Treasurer Carole Houghton, and Clerk Barbara Anderson 

Guests:  6 - The sign-in sheet is attached to the original minutes of this meeting.

Call to order – Chair Bliss called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Pledge – The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Agenda – There were no additions or subtractions from the agenda as printed

Minutes - The Board had a printed copy of the minutes prior to the meeting.  There was one correction. On page 2 under ACS Agreement...the Township will sign the agreement but chooses not to collect the franchise fee.  This paragraph will have to be reworded to reflect this understanding. MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Approve the minutes of the March meeting with the correction.  Bliss will sign the minutes after the correction has been made.
Treasurer’s report – Treasurer Houghton presented the reports for the month of April.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Accept the treasurer’s report for April, 2005 with the Cash Control Statement with a balance of $60,827.30 and the balance in the Current Investments of $40,409.00.

Resident’s concerns:  

· Stoutenberg – Mr. Stoutenberg reminded the board that last fall there was a meeting with him, William Kuhl, and the board.  Kuhl wanted the township to vacate some land next to his property.  The Board said they would vacate the land if Kuhl had a new legal description of his property written up to include the new piece of property.  This new legal description was then to be filed with Cass County.  Stoutenberg asked if this had been done.  The Clerk indicated to the best of her knowledge this had not been done.  The Board discussed ways to handle this.  It was determined that Bliss would contact the MATS lawyer for advice.  The clerk would check with Cass County to see if this filing had been done.  Perhaps the work can be done by the township and the fees put on Kuhl’s property taxes.  The Board will follow through on this matter.
· Stoutenberg – Stoutenberg also asked about the dead tree on South Little Boy Drive. Herheim said he would take care of it.  
ROAD & BRIDGE - Ralph Schmidt
· The tilt of Pine Crest Trail cul-de-sac was discussed.  It was decided to grade the cul-de-sac every other time.  It doesn’t have a lot of traffic.  

· The Board reviewed the proposed road work for this summer.  The one concern is that the township does not have any gravel.  When the road restrictions end Lott Excavating will try to determine if there is any gravel left in the gravel pit.  The proposed gravel plan for the township roads was approved as presented with the work to be done after gravel is available.   MOTION:  Bliss/passed approve the road work totaling $68,330.00 as follows:

· Hunter Lake :  400 yards of gravel - $1,496, and clearing road side -

· Pine Crest and Wabedo Springs: 620 yards of gravel $1,000, clearing road side $100

·  Stoney Creek/Diamond Crest:  clearing road side $300

· S. Little Boy Drive:  500 yards of gravel  $1,000 and clearing road side $200

DNR/Housladen easement – Bliss explained that our lawyer was supposed to have something for the board tonight, but it has not arrived.

OLD BUSINESS

ACS Agreement – Bliss explained that the township has received the proper paperwork from ACS.  The Franchise Agreement states that Wabedo Township chooses not to collect the franchise payment from the people in the township.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Authorize the chair, Bill Bliss, to sign The Franchise Agreement with ACS in which  Wabedo Township chooses to waive the franchise fee as was adopted by the City of Longville.  
Little Boy SSD add on – The clerk asked what the next step is in the procedure.  She has contacted several companies and only one gave the township a bid.  The clerk was given the name of Dan Switzer of Outing to contact.  Bridget Chard has worked with him in the past.  The clerk will contact Switzer.    Any further action was tabled for one month.

NEW BUSINESS

Pay the claims - The clerk and treasurer presented claims totaling $7,612.22, which include $5,000 of donations approved at the annual meeting, payroll, and the payment to the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency of $3, 131.94 for approval.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Approve the payment of claims and payroll as presented.
