October 7, 2004

Call to order: The meeting was called to order at 7:04PM.

Pledge of Allegiance: The Pledge of Allegiance was recited. 

Introductions: The Planning commissioners introduced themselves and it was made known that the meeting was being taped for dictation purposes only.

Amend or approve the agenda: MOTION: Davis/Sausman/Passed: The agenda was approved as written.

Amend or approve the minutes: MOTION: Sausman/R. Anderson/Passed: The minutes of 9-15-04 and 9-16-04 were approved as written.

Election of officers: MOTION: Abrahamson/Davis/Passed: The motion was unanimous to reappoint Craig Anderson as Chairman. MOTION: Davis/Abrahamson/Passed: The motion was unanimous to reappoint Ken Sausman as Vice Chairman. MOTION: Abrahamson/Davis/Passed: The motion was unanimous to reappoint Sue Gehrman as Secretary.

New Business
Mule Lake Estates: Terry Freeman of Landecker & Assoc. presented the planning commission with a new proposal for the revised final plat for Mule Lake Estates. This plat contains 3 lake lots and 1 back lot replacing the original plat which contained 4 lake lots and 1 back lot. The guests voiced many concerns on this property including a property line dispute with lot #4, making sure that the developer resubmit a new first edition plat if he obtains the property in question, dotted lines on plat (map included with original minutes), no corner markers in place on property and covenants. MOTION:Abrahamson/R. Anderson/Passed: Approval of revised plat as submitted by Landecker & Assoc. for 4 lots-3 lake lots and 1 back lot within the bold lines on the plat and  all covenants on the original plat. The vote was four approvals, one no and one abstain.
Old Business  
Neuman Variance: Abrahamson, C. Anderson and Gehrman met the Cass County Board of Adjustments (BOA) at this property on Little Boy Lake on 10-4-04. The variance was tabled at the previous months BOA hearing, at that time the planning commission found no problem with this variance. After talking with a neighbor it was brought up that the Nueman’s could use his service driveway for access to high ground in back of the property for a possible septic drain field site. The planning commission’s findings of fact are on file. Abrahamson and R. Anderson will go to the BOA hearing on 10-11-04.

Comprehensive Plan: The planning commission reconfirmed the dates for the open house which will be October 29th from 4-7PM and October 30th from 9-12AM. The hearing for approval of the plan will be at the November 4th meeting of the planning commission. 

Chard presented the Todd Township Land Use and Zoning map plus the Well Head Protection Plan of Park Rapids. 

Chard handed out the second half of the comprehensive plan which was the goals and objectives. The planning commission went through this and discussed it. 

Gehrman is to post the meeting date with the Board of Supervisors which will be on 10-12-04 from 5:00-6:45PM, also the open house dates and the hearing date which are stated above.
