Board of Supervisors

December 17, 2003

Present:  Supervisors Patrick Butler, Ralph Schmidt, Treasurer Alicia Burgers and Clerk Barbara Anderson

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Vice Chair Butler.  

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Minutes – Anderson presented the minutes of November 19, 2003 for approval.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the minutes of November 19, 2003 as written.

Treasurer’s Report - Burgers presented the Cash Control Statement and the Current Investment report for the month of November 2004.  MOTION:  Accept the Treasurer’s report for the month of November 2004 with a balance of $24,852.37 in the Cash Control Statement and a balance of $43,015.79 in the Current Investments as presented.   Copies of these reports are attached to the original minutes of this meeting.   The Board discussed the negative balance for the Planning Commission.  MOTION:  Schmidt/approved unanimously:  Authorize the treasurer to transfer $1,000 from the general fund into the planning commission.  

OLD BUSINESS

Ambulance Computer – Steve Lemster of the Longville Ambulance Service presented information on four different computers for the board to consider.  Last spring at the annual meeting the residents authorized the board to spend up to $1,500 for a laptop computer for the Longville Ambulance Service.  The board discussed the information on the four computers.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Authorize the clerk and Lemster to work together to purchase a computer for the Longville Ambulance Service with the price not to exceed $1,500.
Fire District Meeting - Butler asked that this item be put on the agenda for next month. He did not have all the information to present to the Board. 

ROAD & BRIDGE

Supervisors’ report - Schmidt presented a written report.  

· Sioux Camp Road – The bridge repair work was completed by Cass County Crew at the end of November 2003.    Schmidt inspected the bridge on December 1, 2003 and submitted the Town Road Work Contract Completion Certificate to the township clerk.  

· There are some pickup truck parts left at the bridge site from the accident.

· Cass County Highway Engineer Dave Enblom said there is no need for a “yield ahead” sign on Pine Crest Trail if yield sign in clearly visible for at least 500 feet.  The Township will not have to purchase a "yield ahead" sign for Pine Crest Trail.
·  Schmidt and Butler attended the Pre-Disaster/Hazard Mitigation meeting held in Walker.  Township roads and culverts were talked about.  The topic was addressed in the Township Tips News dated December 2003.  
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Road & Bridge continued:

A copy of his report is attached to the original minutes of this meeting
The Board discussed the pickup truck parts left on the side of the road on Sioux Camp Road.  The clerk was asked to send a letter to the owner asking him to remove the parts by the end of January.  

The Board discussed the culverts in the township.  It was suggested that Schmidt start a culvert inventory, perhaps this could be started in the spring. 

The road work on Glenmar has been completed and the residents are very satisfied with the work.

FORESTRY – Norm Moody

Moody had two things to bring to the board’s attention.

· Lake Louise – The Wabedo-Little Boy-Cooper-Rice-Inguadona Lakes Association are working with several other associations to purchase a parcel of land on Lake Louise.  He asked the board to give their support to this project.  Butler explained that financially the Township cannot make a donation until the project has been presented at the annual meeting next March. The Board tabled any other type of support for this project. Moody reported that the valuation of this property PIN # 46-022-3402 is $15,900 with taxes of $106. 

·  Land exchange – Moody asked the Board to sign a Certificate of Approval Classification of Tax Forfeited Lands for Land Exchange.  At the present time there is a parcel of tax forfeited land off of County Road 120 that has restriction on it.  The County is asking the Township sign this form for future use.  If in the future if this piece of land is sold and the Certificate of Approval Classification of Tax Forfeited Lands for Land Exchange is signed and county can then put the restrictions on another piece of property.  The legal description for the land on County Road 120 is as follows:  Part of Gov. Lot 3, Less Plat of Winnie Section 28, Twp 140, Range 28, PIN # 46-028-1401.  The Board discussed this request.
MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Authorize the Board of Supervisors for Wabedo Township to sign the Certificate of Approval for the land with a legal description of Part of Gov. Lot 3, Less Plat of Winnie Section 28, Twp 140, Range 28, PIN# 46-028-1401.  A copy of this certificate is attached to the original minutes of this meeting.

NEW BUSINESS

Authorize payment of the claims - The treasurer and clerk presented the claims for approval totaling $1,844.95 and payroll totaling $1,132.99 for the month of November 2003.  MOTION:  Schmidt/ approved unanimously:  Approve the claims totaling $1,844.95 and payroll of $1,132.99 and authorize their payments. 
PLANNING COMMISSION – Craig Anderson 
· Cass County Planning Commission heard the preliminary plat information for Taylor Timber on South Little Boy Drive and for Mule Lake Estates.  

· The Commission approved the Taylor Timber plat with 6 non-riparian lots located on the east side of South Little Boy Drive.  
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Planning Commission continued

· The Commission tabled the Mule Lake Estate plat at the request of the developer.  The Commission said they will not approve any non-conforming lots in a new plat.  The lots as presented were non-conforming.  The Commission told the developer not to come back until all lots were conforming.
Plat maps – Anderson explained there are 33 recorded plats in Wabedo Township and the Planning Commission would like to have copies of all plat maps in their files. The maps are $9.50 each. 
MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Authorize the Wabedo Planning Commission to purchase all the plat maps that are needed.  

OTHER BUSINESS

C. Anderson suggested the Board write a letter to the Leech Lake Watershed Foundation asking for help with the lake lot on Little Boy.  This lot was originally part of the Taylor Timbers proposed plat as a controlled access lot.   The Foundation may be able to help find someone to purchase the lot for land conservation.  The Board asked the clerk to write this letter.
Adjournment – MOTION Schmidt/passed:  Adjournment.  The meeting adjourned at 8:25 p.m.
