Wabedo Township Board of Supervisors
September 15, 2004

Present:  Chair Bill Bliss, Supervisors Patrick Butler, Ralph Schmidt, Treasurer Carole Houghton, and Clerk Barbara Anderson

Guests: 4 (sign-in sheet attached to original minutes of the meeting)

Bliss called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Approval of Minutes – The board had received the written minutes prior to the meeting.  Bliss indicated that on page 2 under Ambulance Meeting it should read city not cities.  The only city involved is Longville. MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the minutes as corrected. 

Treasurer’s report - Houghton gave the Cash Control Statement and the Current Investment reports. MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Approve the Cash Control Statement for the month of August with a balance of $66,208.93 and the Current Investment Report with a balance of $42,667.93 for the same time period.  Bliss asked Houghton to look into a 54 month CD with an interest rate of 4.5%.  The Board reminded Houghton to divide the tax settlement money and the timberland money 80% to roads and 20% to general. 

Bridget Chard – Chard is the consultant who is working with the Planning Commission to up date the comprehensive plan.  She reported that the work is going well.  She gave each supervisor a copy of the plan to date.  She reported that the planning commission will be scheduling two open houses, one on a late Friday and one on Saturday morning, to get the input of the public.  She has found this to be a very helpful tool in finalizing the comprehensive plan.  The planning commission will also hold a public hearing and then the final plan will be written.  She said this should all be done by the end of this year.  
ROAD & BRIDGE

Supervisor’s report - Schmidt reported the following:

· Sioux Camp Road. Felton called and was quit upset.  Moran had his driveway done with asphalt and did half the township turn around.  Schmidt went and looked at the road and indeed Felton will have a problem when he grades or plows the road.

· Work Contract Completion Certificate update.  Schmidt gave them to the clerk.

· Chloride use for year 2004

· Rate was 18 foot width    Application  .25 spray density        Miles sprayed 7.9

· Total Gals. used 22,713   Gals per mile 2,912                          Cost per Gal  $.6620

· Total Cost $15,036.01
      Cost per mile $1,927.69

Schmidt noted that he thinks 18’ width is good and spray density of .25 is OK.

Schmidt reported that Lott and Felton are not using the work order numbers on their bills and it is difficult to determine what is a work order work and what is regular work.  It was decided that Schmidt will talk to Felton and the clerk will send a letter to Lott Excavating.  

Butler suggested that in 2005 the township consider putting calcium chloride on South Little Boy Drive.  It was also suggested that Island View be considered too.
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Schmidt will also contact Dave Enblom about the gravel pit.  The township would like to know how much material is left in the gravel pit to be crushed.

OLD BUSINESS

Housladen petition – Anderson explained that the petition application has been returned by the DNR for more information.  She has been in contact with Housladen about the information that is needed.  

NEW BUSINESS

Approve the Claims – Anderson presented the claims list for approval totaling $25,988.92 and payroll totaling $1,042.99.  The bills for calcium chloride ($15.036.01) and gravel crushing ($7,014.86) are included in the claims.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed unanimously:  Approve payment of all claims as presented.  
Election judge salary - Anderson asked if it is possible to raise the election judge’s salaries.  Cass County is paying $10.21 per hour and at the present time the township is paying $8.50. Anderson suggested $8.50 for training and $10.00 for Election Day.  The hourly rate for the township at the present time is $9.50.    MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  The election judge salary is $9.50 per hour starting with the general election.  
Election review – Anderson reported that there were 60 voters in the primary election out of 300 registered voters.  Due to the tabulator machine two people had the opportunity to re-do their ballots and have their vote count.

PLANNING COMMISSION – Craig Anderson

Variances - Anderson reported on two variance applications

1. Gugisberg – the township planning commission approved the application.  The County approved the application with stipulations.  An out building needs to be removed.

2. Neumann on Little Boy Lake – This has been tabled for further study.  The present cabin is about 10’ from the lake and behind the cabin are wetlands.  Now days it would be considered an unbuildable lot.  Since there is an existing cabin on the lot the application needs to be looked at a little differently.

CORRESPONDENCE - The board reviewed the correspondence:
· Chesla – requesting that all correspondence be sent to their new lawyer

· Minnesota Administration  - the board decided not to join 

· Cass County Economic Dev. Corp. – they are looking for people to sit on their board.  Butler said he has been appointed by Commissioners Dungan and Dawson to this board. 
· Hansmeier – regarding the Tabaka lawsuit

· Ritchie – regarding information that is available from the DNR.  The clerk will reply to Ritchie and forward the information to the Lakes Association.

OTHER BUSINESS


C. Anderson reported that Terry Freeman of Landecker & Associates called him regarding the Mule Lake Estate project.  Freeman will come to the planning commission representing Chris Fritch with a new plat.  This plat will have two lots (lots 1 & 2 in the original plat) to be approved so Fritch can 
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sell these lots while the boundary dispute is settled on lot 4 of the original plat.  Then when the land dispute is settled he will come with the first addition with either one or two lots on the lake and the back lot.

Freeman also said that he is working with the County to clear up the development on Little Boy and will bring the hard shell to Anderson.

 MAT Annual Convention – Bliss discussed the MAT Annual Convention in St. Cloud on November 18 and 19 at the Civic Center.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Approved the attendance of any or all board members to the MAT Annual Convention in St. Cloud Civic Center and paying all expenses, mileage and per deim associated with the meeting.

Adjournment – MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Adjournment. The meeting adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
