Call to order – Chair Bliss called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance – The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Approval of Agenda – There were a few additions to the agenda.  Under Old Business add Election Update; Under New Business add John Happe and Power Lines, and Moving the October Monthly Meeting and Special Residents Meeting. MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Accept the agenda as amended. 

Approval of Minutes – The Board of Supervisors received a written copy of the minutes for the past month in their board packet.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the minutes of the August 12, 2008 meeting as written.  

Treasurer’s Report – Treasurer Houghton read the Cash Control Statement for the month of August.  MOTION:  Adelmann/passed:  Accept the Treasurer’s report for the month of August 2008 with an ending balance of $69,159.74.

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Driveway Ordinance – The Board reviewed the latest draft of the Driveway Ordinance and made a few changes.

Gas card – The clerk explained the information in the board packet about a gas card from Wright Express is the same company that Cass County is using.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Authorize the clerk to apply for a gas card from Wright Express on behalf of the township.

Meeting with Dave Enblom – Bliss reviewed the meeting with Dave Enblom and Jim Dowson.  At that meeting Enblom said the county would explore acquiring more land if needed.  
Nuts & Bolts - Schmidt reported that Scott Johnson, the mower operator, had to order 3 bolts and nuts for the mower.  The Board discussed the spending limit for Johnson without coming to the board.  The limit is $50, but he should report all purchases to the supervisor in charge of Road & Bridges.

Kego road maintenance bill – Bliss reported that he received a letter from the clerk of Kego asking for help getting the road maintenance bills paid to Kego.  Anderson reminded the Board that she has written several letters about the 2007 bills.  Kego is billing Wabedo for chloride on Glenmar, when in fact Wabedo pays for this bill and in turn bills Kego their half for 1.5 miles of shared road.  Houghton reported that Kego has not sent a bill for any part of 2008.  The Board asked Anderson and Houghton to meet with the treasurer and clerk of Kego and get this worked out.
OLD BUSINESS

Election – Anderson reported that there were 66 voters at the Primary Election.  Everything went very well.
NEW BUSINESS

Pay the Claims – The Clerk and Treasurer presented the claims to the Supervisors.  MOTION:  Adelmann/passed:  Approve payment of claims 7938 through 7959 totaling $4,399.78 plus payroll.  

John Happe – Happe introduced himself as a resident of Wabedo Township and he lives on Little Boy Lake.  He is asking the township to pass a water surface ordinance on Little Boy Lake for a no wake zone and to place buoys in the area.   He explained that he lives on a point of land just off the public access for the lake.  On a holiday weekend about 300 boats pass within 40 feet of his shore.  He is concerned about the safety of the boaters and wants to protect his shoreline.  He is looing shoreline rapidly due in part to all the boats and jet skis going to0 close to his property creating high waves.  He has spoken to Cass County about this concern and the county told him to start with the township because the lake in totally in the township.  Happe indicated that he would help with this in any way he can.  He has legal paper work from the county and will get copies to the clerk.  Bliss told Happe that he was not sure if the township can write an ordinance.  The township may need zoning in order to write the ordinance.  Bliss will check with the Minnesota Association of Townships lawyer to determine if the township can write such an ordinance.  Happe indicated that this process will take until next summer.  He needs a boat count on this area of the lake before he can fill out the paper work for the county.  
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Candidate Project Solicitation Notice from Federal Transportation Enhancement Funding – No action was taken.

Special residents meeting – The Board discussed the process needed to move the town hall and build a new town hall; also, building two bays onto the counties new road equipment maintenance garage. The next step is to have a meeting with the residents.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Hold a special meeting of the residents of Wabedo Township to discuss new town hall site, on Monday, October 6, 2008, at 7:00 p.m. at the town hall.  

Power Lines – The Board discussed the letter received from the office of energy security about a 230 Kilovolt Transmission Line alternative route that would come through a portion of Wabedo Township.  The Board decided to share this information with the public by giving it to the local newspaper.  
Moving the October Board Meeting - Due to complications the October Board meeting will be moved to October 9th.  MOTION: Schmidt/passed:   Move the October Board of Supervisors meeting to October 9th at 7:00 p.m. at the town hall.  
OTHER BUSINESS

Upcoming meetings – MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Authorize payment of expenses, time and mileage for board members to attend the MATS district meeting in Aitkin on September 24th and the CCATS district meeting on October 9th in Hackensack.  

Reviewed the Grant – Anderson explained that this grant was for the USDA class that was taken this spring.  

Johnson – No action was taken this past month on Johnson property at the end of Norway Lane.  This is where the road ends and the road equipment turns around.  
ADJOURNMENT – MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 8:45 p.m.
