Wabedo Township Planning Commission
Monthly Meeting

February 7, 2008

Present: Chairman Craig Anderson, Commissioners Jack Abrahamson, Marilynne Davis, Ron Stokesbary and Susan Gehrman

Excused: Ronald Anderson

Call to order: The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by Chairman Anderson.

Pledge of Allegiance: The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Approve or amend minutes: M/S/P: Davis/Abrahamson: The minutes of 11-8-07 were approved as written.

New Business 

Camp Olson variance: This variance was to add a 16x30’ deck within the 30’ setback of a bluff. C. Anderson and Gehrman met the county at this site on 1-7-08 and felt the hardship standards had been met (see Finding of Facts). The county tabled this at their meeting on 1-14-08 asking the applicant to re-work the proposal and see if there was room for this deck that would not infringe on the bluff. C. Anderson and Gehrman met the county again on 2-4-08. Different options were brought up by the county. C. Anderson and Gehrman decided to have the planning commission come up with any alternatives for this variance. The commissioners came up with adding a rail around the deck for safety. M/S/P: Abrahamson/Davis: Pass the revised application for variance.
Road parcels ending in lakes (RPEL): C. Anderson and Stokesbary presented plats that had roads that ended in the lake (with original minutes). These roads were created for public use and water access. The question is what to do with these, if they should stay in the Township or should they be given to the County or the DNR. The commission will work on a plan and have it ready by summer as to what to do with these parcels.

Old Business

Norbie variance: This variance was approved with the condition the deck be removed and replaced with a 10x15’ patio or platform and no mowing on the north or south sides.
Four lots or less: C. Anderson got information from the County on developments of four lots or less. This information is with the original minutes.

Developer Agreements: These are to get information to developers on what to expect when they are planning to develop in Wabedo Township. C. Anderson will take the approved Developer Agreement to the Board of Supervisors for approval. 

M/S/P: Stokesbary/Abrahamson: Wabedo Township Planning Commission recommends approval of proposed two page subdivision and platting process document along with sample Developer Agreement dated 2-7-08.
