Call to order: The meeting was called to order at 7:03PM.

Pledge of Allegiance: The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The meeting started with introduction by all present. John Sumption then took over the meeting and discussed the update of the Cass County Land Use Ordinances. The topics that were discussed were:

Pg. 18-19: Home Business and Home Occupation- make these more clear

Pg. 26- Sign, Commercial- no definition

g. 63- Item M. find the most current book

Pg. 62- 1108.1- Loose wording?

Pg. 67- Lake classification- build able area make contiguous

Pg. 75- Construction on non conforming lots of record should be discussed

Pg. 77- PUD’s- If you can subdivide into conforming lots do that and don’t allow PUD’s

Pg. 101- Boardwalks and walkways new

Pg. 109- Amendments to change lake classifications

Pg.131- Cass County road specifications- Township roads should follow own specs not County specs. Frontage roads should be 66’.

Pg. 132- Bituminous driving surface where do you find this information?

Pg. 48- Accessory structure for commercial? Impervious building cover?

Pg. 84- Abatement of public nuisance can be handled through a process with the Township.

Sumption told the Planning Commissions that the DNR is updating the shore land rules if we have any suggestions for them let them know.
The County is considering re-classifying sensitive bays on lakes as natural environment lakes within their regular classification. For example Woman Lake is a general development lake but Lantern Bay would be a natural environment lake.
The procedure process for moving ordinance revisions in a timely fashion are as follows:

1. Citizens ESD revisory committee consists of five appointed people with Sumption as the County liaison.

2. Planning Commission

3. Board of Adjustments

4. County department heads

5. County Board schedules public hearing with two readings 

6. 30 days after date of adoption

Sumption gave each Township a map of land suitability, with this being a way to restrict development although it is not extensively used as of yet.

Bill Bliss Chairman of Wabedo Township Board of Supervisors suggested not allowing common access lots if a public access is near the location.
