Call to order – Chair Bliss called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at the town hall.

Pledge of Allegiance – The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Approval of Agenda - The following items were added to the agenda:  under Treasurer’s report add timber sales; under Road & Bridge add credit card; under Election Judges add Anita Zaske and John Weber; and under Other Business add Cass County Association of Townships meeting.
MOTION:  Adelmann/passed:  Approve the agenda for this meeting as amended.

Approval of Minutes – The Board had received a written copy of the minutes for the July 8th meeting prior to the meeting for review.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the minutes of the July 8, 2008 meeting as written.

Treasurer’s Report – Treasurer Houghton read the Cash Control Statement for the month of July.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Accept the Cash Control Statement for July 1 – July 31, 2008 as presented.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Authorize the treasurer to move the monies from the Longville Ambulance line item to the General Fund line item.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Authorize the treasurer to put the monies received from the Timber Sale into Road & Bridge.

ROAD & BRIDGE

Supervisor’s Report – Schmidt
1. Road Chloride

a. Gallons 42,109  Cost per gal with surcharge $.7350    total cost $30,950.12

b. Miles 15.6          Chloride per mile $2,699                   Cost per mile $1,983.98

2. Glenmar divided with Kego – Kego’s portion of the bill

a. $1,488.37            2,025 gallons

3. With cost of Chloride going up, when is it too high?  The board discussed this at great length.  Chloriding the roads cut down on the grading charges.  It is a wash at this time.

4. Schmidt will make a trip around the township roads with Scott Johnson, the man who mows/brushes the roads, to explain the brush cutting plan.  Schmidt will also review the time sheets with Johnson.

5. Brad Johnson letter- The Board reviewed the letter draft that Schmidt had prepared and discussed the past history with Johnson.  The clerk will send out the letter.
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Road & Bridge continued
Credit Card – Bliss asked how the gas cards are working out.  Anderson reported not like planned.  The Board asked the clerk to investigate the township getting a credit card for the road equipment.

Driveway Ordinance - The Board reviewed the Driveway Ordinance and suggested a few changes.  This will be reviewed again next month.

PLANNING COMMISSION – Craig Anderson

Terms up – C. Anderson explained that the terms are up for himself and Bud Anderson. Both men have indicated they would like to serve another three years.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  The Board of Supervisors appoints Ronald (Bud) Anderson and Craig Anderson to the Wabedo Township Planning Commission for three years.  The Board thanked Bud and Craig for the work they have done in the past three years.
Monsrud Variance – Monsrud applied for and received approval for a variance from Cass County to build a garage closer then 20 feet to the road Right-of-Way.   The Township was concerned about road maintenance and snow removal by this garage.  The township tried to put two contingencies on this variance, however, the County did not include them.  The contingencies were:  one – Wabedo Township assumes no liability to damage of garage during road maintenance, and two – no driveway apron since garage is only five feet from the road right-of-way.  The Board asked the clerk to prepare a letter for Board’s approval at the next meeting addressing these concerns.  
Rogers variance – Rogers applied for and did not receive a variance from Cass County to add more then 50% to their cabin on Mule Lake.   It was brought to the Board’s attention that Rogers is adding on to their cabin.  The Board asked C. Anderson of the planning commission to look into this claim.
OLD BUSINESS

Float Plane – B. Anderson reported that the township received information from the Sheriff’s department about float plane usage.  Also, Mr. Fierstien from the DNR called to say there is nothing the DNR can do in this matter.  B. Anderson talked to the owners of the Little Boy Resort as a concerned neighbor.  She told the owners how much the noise from the float plane bothered her.  The owners asked the float plane to land and take off in the large part of Little Boy Lake.  Anderson reported that this is working much better.  
Fire Department – Bliss reported that Adelmann was appointed chair of the Longville Volunteer Fire Department board.  The Fire Department board is working on the budget for next year.  The budget looks like it will probably the same as last year $103,000 to pay off the new truck.  
Short Courses – Schmidt and Anderson reported that it was a waste of time.  Adelmann attended the certification course for holding the Board of Review meetings in the spring. It was suggested that the board look very carefully at the agenda before sending members to the summer short courses.
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NEW BUSINESS 
Approve the claims - The Board had received a copy of the claims list prior to the meeting for review.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve payment of claims #7890 through #7909, totaling $44,600.28, plus payroll, as presented.

Change the September meeting date – Anderson reminded the Board that the Primary Election is held on the second Tuesday in September.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Change the next meeting of the Board of Supervisors to Tuesday, September 16th at 7:00 p.m. at the town hall.

Election Judges – The clerk presented the list of election judges for approval for the primary election on September 9, 2008.  MOTION: Adelmann/passed:  Approve the following people to serve as election judges at the primary election on September 9, 2008:  Craig Anderson, Katie Buss, Joan Abrahamson, Carol Neuenfeldt, Dave Trampe, Sue Motyl, Laura Mayer, Jan Stokesbary, Sue Gehrman, Gladys Berger, Anita Zaske, and John Weber.  Anderson reminded the board the voting hours are from 7:00 a.m. through 8:00 p.m.
OTHER BUSINESS
Cass County Association of Township (CCATS) Board - Bliss reported on the CCATS board meeting.  
· All highway signs need to be replaced by 2012 with new reflections and breakaway signs.

· All 911 signs need to be replaced with bigger more legible signs by 2015

· All street signs need to be replaced with larger signs by 2018.

· Cass County Environmental Services department is funded entirely by fees.  The fees have been down the last few years.  The county discussed charging a fee for septic system tank owners.  It was not enacted there is no inspection or no services for this fee.

· CCAT meeting October 9th at the Bear Pause theater from 9 – 1.

· Article in the Brainerd newspaper that the county is considering transferring ownership and maintenance of all county roads with less then 100 vehicles per day.

· State laws

· Election judges for township elections should sign annual meeting minutes

· Board of Audit meeting minutes are to read at the annual meeting

· Board of Audit is a separate meeting and on a separate day from the month board meeting.

· District 5 is to hold a course on auditing the books.
