Board of Supervisors Monthly Meeting

December 14, 2004

CALL TO ORDER:   Chair Bliss called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

MINTUES - The Supervisors had received a copy of the written minutes prior to the meeting for review.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approved the minutes of the November 9, 2004 meeting as written. 

TREASURER’S REPORT – Deputy Treasurer Burgers gave the treasurer’s report for November 1, 2004 to November 30, 2004.  The balance on the Cash Control Statement for all accounts is $27,234.85 and the balance on the Current Investment Report is $39,882.81.  MOTION Butler/passed:  Accept the treasurer’s reports for the month of November 2004 as presented.  
Deputy Treasurer Burgers presented the new signature card to be signed by the Chair, Vice Chair, Clerk, Deputy Clerk, Treasurer and Deputy Treasurer.  MOTION: Schmidt/passed:  Approve the resolution as prepared by Woodland Bank and authorize the appropriate people sign the bank form.  A copy of this standard bank resolution is attached to the original minutes of this meeting. 

PUBLIC INPUT - Max Stoutenberg discussed his concern about William Kuhl.  Stoutenberg reminded the Board that in 2001 Kuhl had petitioned the Board to vacate a triangle of land on the corner of South Little Boy Drive and Norway Lane  After the public hearing held on April 26, 2001, the Board advised Kuhl to have the portion of land in question surveyed.  The Board would meet with Kuhl after the survey had been completed.  Stoutenberg informed the Board that Kuhl is using the land in question as his own.  He asked the Board if Kuhl had followed through with the survey and is this piece of land now part of Kuhl’s legal property.  The Board told Stoutenberg that the Township would follow up on this matter.  The clerk was asked to send a letter to Kuhl, with a copy to Stoutenberg.  
ROAD & BRIDGE – 
Supervisor’s report - Schmidt reported

· Glenmar Road - the mud hole by 357 Glenmar Road is where the driveway meets the road.  The driveway in unimproved and is very low, causing water to stand making a mud hole.  This will be addressed in the spring as the road equipment has been put away for the winter.
· Sioux Camp Road – Felton is very concerned about the approach for the asphalt driveway in the turn around area.  The Board asked the clerk to send a letter to Felton stating that the Township will stand behind him if anything happens to the asphalt approach that is located in the turn around area.  

· Road Chloride use for 2005.  What should be chlorided?  The Board asked Schmidt to review the gravel history over the past 5 years to determine if chloriding the roads have cut down the amount of graveling needed.  
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Road & Bridge continued. 
Stoutenberg asked that a tree be removed on South Little Boy Drive.  The tree is dead and it may fall down.  Herheim asked that the tree be marked and he will look at it.

Herheim of Lott Excavating presented an invoice dated 4-16-03 for payment.  He explained that he was working on year end business and found that this invoice had never been mailed out.  Bliss explained that the bill cannot be paid until next month.  

Resolution for North Bay Drive - The Board reviewed the prepared resolution on North Bay Drive. MOTION: Butler/passed:  Approve the resolution on proposed future maintenance of North Bay Road.  The clerk was asked to send this resolution to the DNR.  

OLD BUSINESS – There was no old business

NEW BUSINESS 

Approve the claims - The clerk and deputy treasurer presented claims totaling $7,774.42, plus pay roll.  A claims list is attached to the original minutes of this meeting.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Approve payment of claims as presented.

Resolution for Design & Build – Bliss explained how design and build works.  A Design and build company is hired to design and build a building, such as a town hall.  The company will not sell their design for the building to the township.  At the present time Minnesota Law states does not allow townships to hire this type of company because bids are required for work over $50,000.  After some discussion the board decided to draft a resolution and send it to the Cass County Association of Townships (CCAT) for review.  CCAT will then bring it to the Minnesota Association of Townships (MAT).  There are several steps to go through in order to get this law changed.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Approve resolution 12-14-2004-2 Build and Design.  The clerk was asked to send this resolution to Cass County Association of Townships.

Longville Ambulance letter & Proposed resolution - Bliss reviewed the history of the Longville Ambulance Service and read a letter from Wilma Griffin about establishing a special taxing district.  There was some discussion about how many townships and cities are in the district and how many townships and cities financial support the ambulance service.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Approve Resolution 12-14-2004-3 stating that when a majority of local governments, serviced by an ambulance service created a taxing district, all local governments served by the ambulance service will be part of the taxing district.    The clerk was asked to send this to the Cass County Association of Townships.     
Ask for legal advice for advertising in township newsletter.  -  Bliss explained that he has been approached about advertising in the township newsletter.  Bliss also contacted Kent Sulem about this.  Sulem suggested that the township set up guidelines for advertising.  For next month each board member was asked to write up some possible guidelines.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  No action was taken and this item was tabled until January.  
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PLANNING COMMISSION

Taylor Timber Hard Shell - Rusty Lilyquist, representing Landecker & Associates, presented the hard shell for Taylor Timber for the board to sign.  The Board reviewed Taylor Timber located on South Little Boy Drive.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Authorize the Chair and Clerk to sign the hard shell for Taylor Timbers on behalf of Wabedo Township.

Mule Lake Estate Hard Shell - Rusty Lilyquist, representing Landecker & Associates, presented the hard shall for Mule Lake Estate to be signed.  The Board reviewed the Mule Lake Estates and covenants.  The covenants were not listed on the hard shell.  Lilyquist told the board that the covenants were part of the filing for Mule Lake Estates.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Authorize the Chair and the Clerk to sign the hard shell for Mule Lake Estate and that the covenants that the township had agreed upon are part of the filing.  
Sternberg Variance – C. Anderson presented the board with a Findings of Facts on the site visit for the Sternberg variance.   A copy is attached to the original minutes of this meeting.  The Cass County Board of Adjustment approved this variance with two conditions.  One – the proposed deck be limited to a four foot walk way toward the lake or a floating platform and two the septic system needs to be in compliance for this new building.  

Joint meeting - C. Anderson reminded the Board of the joint meeting with the Planning Commission on January 6, 2005, to discuss the comprehensive plan update.
