Board of Supervisors Meeting

June 10, 2008

Present:  Chair Bill Bliss, Supervisors Bob Adelmann, Ralph Schmidt, Treasurer Carole Houghton and Clerk Barbara Anderson

Guest sign-in sheet is attached to the original minutes of this meeting.

CALL TO ORDER – Chair Bliss called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – Chair Bliss lead the pledge of allegiance.

AGENDA – Add gas fuel prices under Road & Bridge. MOTION:  Schmidt/approve the agenda.

MINUTES - The Supervisors had received a written copy of the minutes of the May 13th meeting prior to this meeting.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the minutes of May 13, 2008 as written.  

TREASURER’S REPORT – Treasurer Houghton read the Cash Control Statement for the month of May 2008.  The balance in all accounts as of May 31, 2008 was $70,939.87.  MOTION:  Adelmann/passed:  Accept the treasurer’s report as given.

RESIDENTS CONCERNS – Schmidt reported that Mr. Zaske called regarding the graveling time line.  Zaske was wondering why the roads were being graveled on a Sunday.  The Board discussed this concern.  Because the Township has contracts for the road work the township has no control over when the work is done.  Also, the contractors knew that the Magnesium Chloride was scheduled to be done by the end of June, weather permitting.  
ROAD & BRIDGE

Fuel prices - Bliss asked Bill Herheim of Lott Excavating to explain the fuel sur-charge on his bill. Herheim said that off road and on road fuel are different and have different prices.  He averaged the gas prices for each for the month and then took that total times the hours.

Anderson reminded Lott Excavating to put the time the graveling and plowing was done on their bills to the township. 

Schmidt gave the following report:

1. Checked some of the roads that were graveled this spring.  Roads are in excellent shape.  Extra gravel was put on South Little Boy at the entrance to County Road 54 and at some mail boxes.

2. Work orders 2008-01 thru 2008-10 were written and forwarded to the road contractors.
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3. Sioux Camp Road:  Replaced chevron alignment signs at bridge.

4. Need to review the fuel sur-charge adjustment.

5. Received a call from M & R Sign Company, concerned that we had not ordered any signs for some time.

6. Jay Manders, on Sioux Camp Road, gave the township permission to take down the shrubs/trees on his property near the bridge.

7. Scott Johnson has started mowing the road ditches. 

8. Received a survey from Zeigler.  The board asked Schmidt to fill out the survey.

Driveway policy – The Board reviewed the Township Driveway Approach Policy and the Application Form.  Give the property owner information about the culverts about where they can purchase a culvert – Walker Pipe prices are:  15” by 20’ steel is $11.63, the plastic culvert is $9.10.  There will probably also be a delivery charge, unless the land owner picks the pipe up.  Herheim suggested the culvert should be sized to the property location.  There needs to be a foot of fill over the culvert.  Sometimes the land will require a 12” culvert and sometimes the land will require a 15” culvert.  The wording “size of culvert to be determined by the representative of the Wabedo Township Board of Supervisors should be added to number 4 of the Approach Policy.  
The board discussed the amount of deposit required.  It was decided to check with the State of Minnesota to see what they require as a deposit for road approaches onto state highways.  

Clerk Anderson asked about another gas card for the mower.  With the price of gas $100 will not go very far.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the purchase of a $100 gas card from the One-Stop for gas for the township mower.  Anderson will purchase the gas card.

PLANNING COMMISSION

Craig Anderson, chair of the Planning Commission, reported that the Cass County Board of Commissioners approved the County Land Use Ordinance as reviewed by Wabedo Township.  

The Cass County Commissioners also approved the Zoning Maps as Wabedo Township presented.  

Bliss reminded everyone there is a meeting in Backus on Friday, June 13th at 1:00 p.m. regarding roads that end in lakes.

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NEW BUSINESS

Approve the claims – MOTION:  Adelmann/passed:  Approve payment of claims #7846 through 7856 totaling $12,996.76, plus payroll.
On sale liquor license renewal for Ridgewood Golf Course – Bliss presented the renewal form for on-sale liquor at Ridgewood Golf Course.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Approve the renewal of on-sale liquor license at Ridgewood Golf Course as presented.

USDA Training – Adelmann, B. Anderson, Houghton, C. Anderson, and Jack Abrahamson attended the USDA Training held at Wabedo Township town hall. They all enjoyed the training and during their visioning session thought the township should apply for the $2,500 grant for planning and designing a new town hall. MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Authorize Barbara Anderson as township clerk to write and sign the USDA grant on behalf of Wabedo Township.

MBA benefits – Bliss reviewed the benefits of the Minnesota Benefits Association.  The township has insurance for the board through this company.  After reviewing the benefits and the levels of insurance coverage the board decided to upgrade to the silver plan.  MOTION:  Adelmann/passed:  Upgrade the township’s coverage to the Silver Plan with Minnesota Benefits Association.  The clerk will notify the company of this change.

Short courses – The clerk reminded the board of the short courses coming up at the end of July.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Authorize payment of course fee and expenses for the board to attend the summer short courses.

CORRESPONDENCE – The Board reviewed the correspondence listed on the agenda.

ADJOURNMENT – MOTION:  Adelmann/passed:  Adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 8:45 p.m.
