4 Old Business and Reports

4.1 Ordinances

4.1 Bylaws

4.1 Handouts
Bridget Chard handed out binders to be used by the planning commissioners for their research on the update of the Comprehensive Plan.  One thing needed for the binders is a small map of the township.  The township clerk will be asked to obtain small copies for the Wabedo Township map.  

4.2 Process for Receiving and Reviewing Applications
The in-process version of the Wabedo Township Policy for Accepting and Reviewing Land Use Applications was reviewed in detail.  Several changes were suggested.  Chard will rewrite and bring to the next meeting for approval.  
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4.3 Comprehensive Plan
Several additional items were suggested to be included in the rewrite of the Comprehensive Plan.  These are:  wastewater, parks and trails, roads and driveways, aggregate, critical habitat and land use compatibility.

5.1 Comprehensive Plan update--Research
Chair Anderson reviewed the work he has done on commercial properties. 

Ken Sausman presented the material he has gathered on septic permit information.  

Sausman also presented the material from commissioner Ron Anderson on roads.  

Sausman also presented the material from commissioner Jack Abrahamson on plats.  It was determined that we need copies of the 32 separate plats.  Chair Anderson will pursue this with the County.  

Sausman also presented the material from Secretary Sue Gehrman on population statistics.  Chard is taking this information with her to work on.  She will get population data on Wabedo Township for the last five years from the County.

5.3 Set Dates and Publish for year 2004 

The commission only set the dates for the January and February meetings at this time.  These dates are January 13, 2004 and February 10, 2004.  Both of these meetings will start at 6:00 PM at the town hall.
