APPROVAL OF MINUTES – The Board has received a written copy of the minutes prior to the meeting.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the minutes of the January 10th meeting as written.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Houghton presented the Current Investment Statement and the Cash Control Statement for the month of January 2006.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Accept the treasurer’s report with a balance of $41,345.83 in the Current Investment and the Cash Control with a balance of $59,055.85

The Board discussed the State Revolving Fund (SRF).  What is the balance?  When will the balance be paid off?  The Clerk and Treasurer will review the history of the SRF and report back to the board in April.

AUDIT THE BOOKS – The Board of Supervisors reviewed the books of the treasurer as compared to the books of the clerk.  The books balanced with each other.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed unanimously: The books of the treasurer and clerk have been audited and found to be in balance with each other.

The Board discussed driveway approaches.  It was decided that the subject of culverts should be discussed at the annual meeting.  Do the residents want the township to provide the culverts for new driveway approaches?  Sylvan Township does this.  Schmidt will bring this up at the annual meeting.
OLD BUSINESS

Ambulance Update – Bliss reported that progress has been made over the past month with the Ambulance Joint Powers Board (Joint Powers Board).  The representatives from the Joint Powers Board have been meeting with representatives from Crosby Ambulance.  Woodrow Township still has not joined the Joint Powers Board; however, they are making monthly payments to the Joint Powers Board for ambulance service.  There is a meeting scheduled with the representatives from both the Joint Powers Board and Crosby Ambulance to go into more details.   
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Water Softener – Butler reported that he met with Harold’s Plumbing.  Because of the hardness in the water they would not sell their product, however, they would install someone else’s product in the town hall.  Longville Plumbing said the same thing.  The Board discussed an in line iron filter.  The research continues.

NEW BUSINESS

Claims - The clerk and treasurer presented the Board with claims totaling $8,938.19 plus payroll.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the payment of the claims as presented.

Board of Review – The clerk presented the letter from Steve Kuha, Cass County Assessor regarding the date of the Board of Review.  The County would like to hold the meeting on Monday; May 8th at 10:00 a.m. at the Town Hall. MOTION:  Butler/passed:  The Board of Review is to be held on Monday, May 8, 2006 at 10:00 a.m. at the Town Hall.  The Clerk will publish and post this meeting.  

Budget - The Board reviewed the budget for 2005, the income and expenses for the same time period.  They referred to the letter from the Cass County Auditor-Treasurer dated January 30, 2006 stating that the minimum Road & Bridge Levy must be at least .04835% of the total budget.  Therefore, Wabedo’s levy must be at least $85,494. MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Approve the following budget for 2007:  General $30,000 plus donations approved at the annual meeting, Road & Bridge $85,500, Ambulance $79,500, and Fire about $21,446.25.  
Election Judges – The clerk presented the following election judges names for consideration: Carol Neuenfeldt, Michael Small, and Delores Kurz.  MOTION:  Approve the election judges for the Township Election on March 14, 2006 to be Carol Neuenfeldt, Michael Small and Delores Kurz.  

Sausman Letter – The Board discussed the letter from Ken Sausman requesting to be appointed to the Planning Commission.  Craig Anderson explained that Sausman had served on the Commission before and then resigned.  Anderson said he would be happy to have Sausman appointed to the Planning Commission.  MOTION:  Appoint Ken Sausman to the Planning Commission. 
Newsletter – The Board discussed some topics they would like included in the annual newsletter.  Bliss will write an article about the ambulance, Schmidt will write an article about the roads.  Anderson will ask the Cass County Land Department about the regulations for ATV on state land,  also included will be timber sales – why and what do the do with the money.

Meeting date change – Due to the fact the township election and annual meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, March 14th the board needs to reschedule its meeting.  MOTION Butler/passed:  Move the March meeting of the Wabedo Township Board of Supervisors to Wednesday, March 15th at 7:00 p.m. at the Town Hall.
CORRESPONDENCE – The Board reviewed the correspondence as listed on the agenda.

 The Board asked the clerk to follow up on the letter sent to Cass County regarding Taylor Timbers on Little Boy Lake. 

ADJOURNMENT – MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 8:55 p.m.
