March 13, 2008

Present:  Chair Bill Bliss, Supervisors Ralph Schmidt, Bob Adelmann, Deputy Treasurer Alicia Burgers and Clerk Barbara Anderson

CALL TO ORDER – Chair Bliss called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

APPROVE THE AGENDA – There were two additions to the written agenda.  Under new business add – short courses and initiative foundation information.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Approve the agenda as amended.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES – The Supervisors received a written copy of the minutes prior to the meeting.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the minutes of the February 12, 2008 meeting as written.

ROAD & BRIDGE 

Supervisor’s report - Ralph Schmidt

1. Shared roads with Kego.  What is billed besides chloride?
Kego is billed their portion of road maintenance on Glenmar.  The Clerk is to check on 2007 gravel of $500.00 and 2007 road ditch cutting for $109.00.

2. Workshop on gravel road maintenance and design.  University of Minnesota course held on 1 April 2008 at Crookston, MN, about 150 miles to travel.  Same course also will be held on 8 April 2008 in St. Cloud, MN, about 135 miles to travel.  At this time I would rather travel to Crookston, due to the fact we have a township meeting on 8 April 2008 and I would not want to miss that.  The Board authorized Schmidt to attend the course in Crookston.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Approve Schmidt to attend the University of Minnesota course on 1 April in Crookston with all expenses paid.  

3. Road inspection dates with contractors.  Perhaps the week of April 7-11.  Felton was present at the meeting and the road inspection for Felton Brothers was set for April 8th at 7:30 a.m. starting at the Town Hall.  Schmidt will contact Bill Herheim of Lott Excavating and set up a meeting date.

4. Chloride letter submitted to Cass County for 16.6 miles at .715 per gal.

5. Received a call from Pat Tabaka about a resident plowing snow from his driveway across Glenmar leaving a ridge of hard snow on roadway.  Tabaka drove Schmidt to the spot and it was bad.  Schmidt went back and removed the ice and snow from the road.  Schmidt asked the clerk if she could find who lived at 690 Glenmar.  She gave me this information, the property is in Kego Township.  Loel Skar, Golden Valley, MN.  Felton reported, as the maintenance operator, he has left notes at the house and in the mail box telling the home owner that it is against the law to plow snow across the road.  The board discussed what action to be taken.  The clerk was asked to send a certified letter with 
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Supervisor’s road report continued:

return receipt to Loel Skar referring to the state the statute making it illegal to plow snow across the public road.

6. Received a call from Dave Felton of Felton Brothers about next year’s road contract.  The Board discussed how to work the road contracts for 2008 due to the fluctuation of the gas prices.  Felton will write the price of the gas at the time of the billing on the bill.  The payment will reflect gas prices over $4.00 per gallon.  The bill will reflect 25 cent increments in gas prices.

The Board asked Felton to put gravel on Lazy Boy Trail where the Subordinate Sewer District repair wok was done last fall.  
Road work ad – The clerk was asked to put a road work ad in the official newspaper.  The road work quotes will be opened at the April meeting.    
PAY THE CLAIMS – The Supervisors received a copy of the Claim for Approval list prior to the meeting for review.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approval payment of claims #7763 through #7772 totaling $3,000.93, plus payroll.  

PLANNING COMMISSION – Craig Anderson

Developer’s Agreements - Anderson presented the Developer’s Agreement Resolution.  The Developer’s Agreement was discussed at the annual meeting.  The residents at that meeting made a motion directing the Board to use the Developer’s Agreement.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Approve Resolution 3-13-2008-1 – establishing the use of Developer’s Agreements.  C. Anderson will deliver the Developer’s Agreement to Cass County.  

 Driveway ordinance – Bliss explained that at the annual meeting the residents asked for a driveway ordinance for driveway that enters onto a township road.  The Board asked the planning commission to review the information they have and present a final draft of a driveway ordinance to the board next month.   

OLD BUSINESS
Follow up letter to Kego – The clerk reported there has not been a response to the letter at this time.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Deputy Treasurer Alicia Burgers gave the treasurer’s report for the month of February 2008 as prepared by the treasurer.  The ending balance in all funds is $88,487.17.  MOTION:  Adelmann/passed:  Accept the treasurer’s report for February 2008 as presented.  

NEW BUSINESS:
Review Annual meeting – Bliss said it was a very good meeting.  There was a lot of interest in the Developer’s Agreement, undeveloped roads that end in lakes and the possibility of a new town hall.  The donations that were authorized by the residents will be paid next month, except for the donation to the food shelf which was paid this month and the donation to the community 
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choir.  The choir donation will be made when all the monies have been raised for the choir to go to Vienna.   
Initiative Foundation – Bliss explained that the Initiative Foundation is offering a course for local units of government.  BUILD SMART SUMMIT.   The Initiative Foundation has funding 
available through the USDA to provide $2,500, to ten townships for “capacity building of elected/appointed officials and community staff”.  Townships who would commit 3 to 5 persons to attend Initiative Foundations 3-hour training would be able to receive the $2,500.  The 3-hour training will be in Mid-April and the BUILD SMART SUMMIT is April 30th and May 1st.  The Board determined that Wabedo Township could send 3 to 5 people to the training.  The clerk will send in the application.
Short Courses – Bliss explained that the Minnesota Associations of Townships hold short courses for all township officials.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Pay all fees, mileage and expenses for the board to attend the spring short courses.  

OTHER BUSINESS

CORRESPONDENCE – The Board reviewed all the correspondence listed on the agenda.

ADJOURNMENT – MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
