Wabedo Township Board of Supervisors Meeting
April 11, 2006

Present:  Chair Bill Bliss, Supervisors Patrick Butler & Ralph Schmidt, Treasurer Carole Houghton, and Clerk Barbara Anderson 

Guests:  The Sign-in sheet for this meeting is attached to the original minutes.

Call to Order – Bliss called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance – The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Re-Organize the Board - Bliss explained that at the April Board meeting each year the board selects its officers.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Move Bill Bliss as Chair.

        MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Move Patrick Butler as Vice Chair

        MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Move Ralph Schmidt be the road supervisor.

Approval of the Minutes – The Board had received a copy of the March 15th minutes prior to the meeting.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Approve the minutes of the March 15, 2006 meeting as written.

Treasurer’s report – Houghton gave the Cash Control Statement and the Current Investment Reports.  There was a question as to why the General Fund line has a starting and ending balance as a negative number.  The Board tabled approving the reports until Houghton has a chance to research this question.

Houghton reported that she is researching the State Revolving Fund to determine if all the deposits have been entered correctly.
Resident’s concerns:   Pat Boen voiced her concerns about how the brushing looks on Pikie Point Road.  Is there another way this can be done in the future?
Road & Bridge 
· Supervisor’s report – Schmidt report as follows:  

1. Brushing along the township roads did stir up some discussion.  Some comments received:

a. Looked really bad.  Trees scarred up.  Brush chips were thrown into yards.  Scarred trees are subject to disease.  Brush on roadway.  Wish I knew this work was going to be done. 

b. Some callers were very professional and great to talk with.  I stated that all work projects are discussed during the township meetings prior to the work being done.  I also invited them to come to the township meetings.  We may have to look at other ways to get the job done.

2. Received a call from David Owen, 1860 South Little Boy Drive. Water was being backed up over this driveway and he asked what he should do.  I called Bill Herheim and he was going to take care of it.  Went and checked the culvert, we will have to do some work on that culvert.

3. Talked with Bill Herheim about the gravel crushing.  He said that the equipment can be moved to the pit with the road restrictions on.  He wants to crush as soon as possible.  

4. Discussion of the 5 year gravel plan for township roads.    
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Discussion by Supervisors
· Brushing should be done in the late fall to late winter.  That is when it helps the most.  The topic of brushing should be brought up at the annual meeting to see if the residents want to have the less expensive or the more expensive form of brushing done.
· Gravel crushing – Lott Excavating will do this as soon as possible.  It was decided that 4,000 yards should be at the same mixture as last year and 2,000 yards with less clay would be good.   It was agreed to do this combination.

Road Inspection Report - Schmidt reviewed the road inspections that took place earlier in the day.  The Board discussed the possible work to be done on each road.  

Road quotes – The Board opened the road work quotes from Lott Excavating and Felton Brothers.  They were the only road quotes received.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Accept the road quotes from Lott Excavating and Felton Brothers as written; also divide the road work between the two companies as it has been in the past.

2006 Road Work - The Board agreed to the gravel work on roads A, B, C, & D and the culvert work on D road for Lott.  They also agreed to the gravel on Hunter road for Felton.  The Board decided to table any decision on the 2006 road work until the May meeting.  This will give the Board time to review the suggested work and the pricing for these projects.  

Chloride - Schmidt reported that he has received the form from Cass County for the 2006 Chloride Program through the Cass County Highway Department.  He has included Diamond Crest, Sioux Camp, Glenmar, and Shangri-La roads and South Little Boy Drive.  The question is should we include Island View Drive?  The Board decided to include Island View Drive.  This will give the Township a total of 13.0 miles to be chlorided at 18’ width.  Anderson will sign the form and send it in to the County.

Old Business

Ambulance update – Bliss reported Woodrow Township continues to pay their portion of the monthly fee even though they have not joined the Joint Powers Board.  Work continues between Crosby Ambulance Service and the Joint Powers Board.

Water Softener – Bliss reported that Echo Water ran tests on the town hall water and found one part per million of hardness.  They will sell a rebuilt softener and install it for $400.  MOTION: Purchase a rebuilt water softener from Echo Water and the plumbing for $400 installed, with the condition that if the water softener doesn’t work the softener will be removed and the township will receive a refund.

Lazy Boy Trail SSD - Bliss explained that Rick Smith of Northland Septic had been out to look at the proposed SSD area.  He recommended a stand alone unit for each property.  Bliss explained that stand alone units would not have to be part of a SSD; therefore, the township would be out of this project.  The Board asked the clerk to send Smith a letter stating the township supports this concept and that he should contact the property owners directly.   
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New Business
Pay claims – The clerk presented claims in the amount of $9,428.72 plus pay roll.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:   approve the payment of claims 7122 through 7139 totaling $9,482.72.  

Short Course Update - Butler and Schmidt went to Nisswa and enjoyed the day.  Anderson and Houghton went to Grand Rapids and were disappointed in the presenter.  

Cass County Land Department letter – Bliss reported that Wabedo Township has received a letter from Cass County Land Department about the sale of E1/23E1/2SW1/4SE/14, Section 33, Twp 140N, Range 28W.  Pin # 46-033-4304 for public sale.  The Board discussed this piece of land.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Authorize Bill Bliss as chair of Wabedo Township Board of Supervisors to sign the Certificate of Approval for the above listed property.  

MBA letter - Bliss explained that each year the MBA asks if the township would like to change the type of coverage it has.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Wabedo Township chooses to continue the same level of coverage it has from Minnesota Benefit Association as it had in the past.  

Child, Girl & Woman Lake Property  Owners Association – Anderson explained that the Board had received a letter and resolution supporting the Lake Association effort to have all the septic systems in their area inspected.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Authorize Bliss as chair to sign the Resolution from the Child, Girl & Woman Lake Property Owners Association supporting their effort to have the septic tanks in their area to be inspected.  

Correspondence – The Board reviewed all the written correspondence received this past month. 

Adjournment – MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 8:45 p.m.
