Old Business

Great River Energy: Rick Huering of Great River Energy gave the commission an update on the Hwy 54 power line proposal. He told the planning commission they were reviewing two alternate routes: one route to the west through state land that the county manages, which runs very close to the Mule Lake Preserve. The county is afraid that snowmobiles and ATV’s will compromise the preserve. The second route is to the east through county and state land which Heuring says they find more favorable. The concerns for this route are County Rd 7 and the airport.

Bear Tracts West: This final plat was approved by the Wabedo Township Board of Supervisors (BOS), although the interested parties did not appear before the BOS, with no changes to the preliminary plat. The Cass County Planning Commission also approved the plat.
Shoreline correspondence: This article gave the ten most asked questions for shoreline alterations. The article is with the original minutes.

Review timeline assignments: The commissioners reviewed what was done for the timeline: Abrahamson is working on residential housing, Davis went to the county and got information, R. Anderson gave the secchi disk readings for the township lakes, and Gehrman did an article on sewer system most asked questions. This information is on file at the Town Hall.

Review joint timeline assignments: The commissioners went through the governmental relations goals. This information is on file at the Town Hall.
