Wabedo Township Board of Supervisors
September 13, 2006

Present:  Chair Bill Bliss, Supervisors Patrick Butler, Ralph Schmidt, Treasurer Carole Houghton and Clerk Barbara Anderson 

Guests:  Bridget Chard, Bob Ruppe, PA and Kyle Hartnertt PA.  The sign in sheet is attached to the original minutes of this meeting.  

CALL TO ORDER – Chair Bliss called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at the Town Hall.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE –The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

LAZY BOY TRAIL SSD- Ruppe reviewed what steps have been taken on the lazy Boy Trail SSD to this point.  He also discussed what has to be done to finish the project. He discussed the different types of easement – blanket vs. specific and how each one works.  Perhaps a blanket easement could be used while the project is being installed.  When the project is complete perhaps a specific easement could be used.  The blanket easement will allow workers to go anywhere on the property except the house and the specific easement states where on the property the workers can go.  Ruppe and Chard will make sure the easements are prepared correctly for each property owner to sign.  
Chard updated the board on the project.  We still need to get a second quote on the project because the companies she has contacted were not interested in this small project.  Mr. Loren said he was not interested in selling any of his property to the township.  Chard is going to meet with Mark Johnson to determine what, if anything can be done on the south end of the project. They will also discuss going to the drain field on the north end of the project.  Chard would like permission tocontact Landecker to survey the lots.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Authorize Chard to hire Landecker to survey the lots on the Lazy Boy Trail SSD with a price not to exceed $1,500. Chard reminded the board that in the future we will need a resolution for a Certificate of Indebtedness.

Chard reported that Mr. Rogesr is presently part of the Little Boy SSD and would be interested in becoming part of the Lazy Boy Trail SSD.  At the present time everyone on the Little Boy SSD is seasonal only.  The Lazy Boy Trail SSD is being planned for year around use.  Rogers believes that since he has already paid to be on the other SSD he should not have to pay the full price to be on the new SSD.  He would be interested in knowing how much it will cost him to become part of the new SSD.

It had come to the board’s attention that some of the lots in the Taylor Timber Plat had been changed by using a Certificate of Survey.  The Board asked Ruppe to look into this.  The board’s question was how can a recorded plat be changed without coming back to the township?  Ruppe explained that pursuant to Minnesota Statute § 505.14, the district court is the only entity with the authority to alter or vacate a plat.  Ruppe proposed that he write a letter to Cass County on behalf of the township asking them what statute or authority did the county use for the basis of their decision to change the plat.  The Board agreed to this.  Ruppe will e-mail a draft of the letter to the clerk for review before sending the letter to the county.
Ruppe thanked the board and the guests left the meeting.
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APPROVAL OF MINUTES – The supervisors had received a written copy of the minutes prior to the meeting for review.  MOTION:   Butler/passed:  Approve the minutes of the August 8, 2006 meeting as written.  

TREASURER’S REPORT – Houghton presented the Cash Flow Statement for the month of August. A copy of this is attached to the original minutes of this meeting.  The ending balance in the general fund is $43,237.74; ending balance in road and bridge is $19,053.72.  The ending balance in both accounts is $62,291.46.  The ending balance in the investments is $44,722.90.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Accept the treasurer’s report as given.
ROAD & BRDIGE

Supervisor’s report – Schmidt

[image: image1.png]1. Checked Shangri-La Road after power company completed their work. Talked with one of the
men as they were picking up their gear and equipment. Road was in very good shape, just a few
small rocks had to be picked up. Was told if any problems come up on the road just call Crow
Wing Power.

2. Talked with Dave Felton about work order 2006-11 (clearing trees and stumps along Sioux
Camp road) cost $2,435.00.. He had heard that the new power lines will be going thru that area
and they will be cutting the trees. He wants to haul some clay to the sand area in same road. This
would cost around $1,200.00.

3. Received a complaint that the gravel spread on S. Little Boy Road had to many rocks in the
gravel. He had tires cut by the rocks. One problem, with the lack of rain the gravel stayed loose
and did not work into the road bed.




Schmidt also reported that the tree on South Little Boy Drive has not been taken down at this time.  He will follow up on this with Lott Excavating.  

The Lott bill in question last month was okay.

Schmidt suggested that we watch Island View for a good time to do a vertical cut this winter.  The cut should be straight up from the edge of the road.  Schmidt will get information for the next meeting.

OLD BUSINESS

Board of Review – This item was tabled last month for further review.  The clerk was asked to send this form back to the county stating that Wabedo Township wanted to hold the board of review meetings and that the supervisors have all been certified to hold this meeting.

Ambulance update - Bliss reported that the City of Longville gave the ambulance employees a 33% pay increase.  The Ambulance Joint Powers Board is supposed to approve all expenses over $1,000.  This increase will  cost Wabedo Township about an additional $2,000 per month.  The Ambulance Joint Powers Board has not met to discuss this pay increase.

Election update – The clerk reported that there were 85 voters at the primary election held on September 12th.  There were about 15 voters between 7:00 am and 10:00 am.  This is the first time the 
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Election continued - polling hours have been open from 7:00 am to 8:00 pm.  The residents of the township asked for these additional hours.  Anderson stated that at the general election in November she will divide the head election judge’s hours into two shifts.  At the primary election Anderson worked as the head judge all day and the other election judges worked in shifts.  

NEW BUSINESS

Approve Claims – The clerk and treasurer presented claims in the amount of $ 11, 434.82 plus payroll for approval. MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the payment of claims as presented.  

Legal Seminar – Bliss discussed the MATS legal seminar.  MOTION:  Butler/passed (one abstain):  Approve the payment of one night lodging, fees and per diem for Bliss to attend the Legal Seminar on October 12th – 13th at the St. Cloud Best Western Kelly Inn.  
PLANNING COMMISSION REPORT – Craig Anderson
Liebrenz variance – Liebrenz property in on Little Boy Lake.  They are asking for a variance to build a pole shed building closer to the highway 54 right-of-way than what is required.  The hardship is that County Road 54 has a very wide right-of-way at this point.  The Wabedo Township planning commission approved this variance with the understanding that the property is cleaned up by the lake shore.  The county has also approved this variance with the same restrictions.

REVIEWING THE CORRESPONDENCE – The Board reviewed the correspondence as listed on the agenda.  Bliss reminded the board of the District 11 meeting on September 27th at the Northern Lights Conference Center at 7:00 pm.  He also announced the Cass County Association of Townships meeting on Thursday, October 5th from 8:00 am to noon at the Bear Pause Theater.
