Monthly Meeting

September 15 and September 16, 2004

Call to order: The meeting was called to order at 5:10PM.

Pledge of Allegiance: The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Amend the agenda: The agenda was amended by adding old access lot on Wabedo Lake, set up dates for open house, corrected plat maps and variances and Riggins Rules.

Approval of minutes: MOTION: R. Anderson/Davis/Passed The minutes of 8-5-04 were approved as written. MOTION: Davis/ R. Anderson/Passed The minutes of 8-18-04 were accepted as amended in the original minutes.
Gehrman is to write a letter to John Sumption of the Environmental Services Department in regards to common access lots.

Old Business
Mule Lake Estates: Terry Freeman of Landecker and Associates has requested to be placed on the agenda for the October 7, 2004 meeting with revised plans for Mule Lake Estates.

Old access on Wabedo Lake: The old access lot on Wabedo Lake is owned by the state and was used as an access by the DNR to stock the lake with fish. The parcel ID# is 46-026-3110.
New Business
Gugisberg Variance: The variance, on Woman Lake, is asking for a 12’ lake setback on one corner of the structure which would put it at 63’ rather than 75’. R. Anderson and Abrahamson met the Cass County Board of Adjustments at the site on 9-7-04. They felt there was no problem with this request. Their findings of fact are on file. C. Anderson and Abrahamson went to the variance hearing where the variance was granted with the change 70’ and 75’ on the corners.

Neuman Variance: The variance, on Little Boy Lake, is asking for a closer lake setback for a residential structure. R. Anderson and Abrahamson met the BOA at the site on 9-7-04 where they felt there was no problem with this variance. The findings of fact are on file. C. Anderson and Abrahamson went to the variance hearing where this was tabled until the October meeting.
Variances and Riggin’s Rules: Chard went through these rules with the planning commission and a copy is on file with the original minutes.

Comprehensive Plan: Chard handed out the corrected plat directory and it is on file with the original minutes.
Chard gave the planning commission the first part of the new comprehensive plan which does not include the goals and objectives.

The planning commission discussed what could be changed on the zoning map. Nothing was decided. 

MOTION: Davis/R. Anderson/Passed: A motion for Gehrman to purchase a tape recorder for the planning commission was passed.

The meeting recessed at 6:55PM to reconvene at 7:00PM on Thursday September 16, 2004.

The meeting was reconvened at 6:55pm on September 16, 2004.
The planning commission along with Chard discussed lot sizes for riparian and non-riparian lots. They went through the Cass County Land Use Ordinances and came up with minimum lot sizes for non-riparian lots. These will be included in the updated comprehensive plan. 
Next meeting date: The next meeting of this Planning Commission will be held on October 7, 2004 at 7:00PM at the Town Hall. A working meeting with the Wabedo Township Board of Supervisors is planned for October 12, 2004 at 5:00PM at the Town Hall. Open House dates for the community to review the updated comprehensive plan have been set for October 29th from 4-7PM and October 30th from 9-12AM. A hearing for the adoption of the updated comprehensive plan has been set for November 4, 2004.
