August 8, 2005

Present:  Chair Bill Bliss, Supervisor Ralph Schmidt, Treasurer Carole Houghton and Clerk Barbara Anderson

Call to order – Chair Bliss called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Pledge of allegiance - The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Approval of minutes -The Board had received a written copy of the minutes for the July 12, 2005 meeting prior to this meeting.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the minutes of the July 12, 2005 meeting as written.

Treasurer’s report – The treasurer’s reports were for the period July 1 through July 31, 2005.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Accept the treasurer’s reports as given with the Cash Control balance of $113,540.36 and the Investment Report with a balance of $37,539.01.
RESIDENT CONCERNS

Jennifer Skalski spoke on behalf of her Mother, Pat Gustafson.  Skalski wanted the Board to be aware of the potential problem that may take place between the Doug Hartung Estate, Doug & Laura Mayer, and her mother.  When the Mayers purchased the Hartung property on the west side of County Road 54, the Mayers received a 10’ easement to the lake on the east side of County Road 54.  The Hartung Estate is going to be changing the three lake lots on the east side of County Road 54 into two lots.  Skalski is concerned about the line of trees that abuts the Gustafson property.  These trees were planted to help with an erosion problem on the property line between Gustafson and Hartung.  Skalski wanted the Board to be aware of what is going on.  All parties have lawyers representing them.  Mrs. Gustafson is going to try to purchase the property with the trees from the Hartung Estate. The Board discussed Skalski’s concerns.  There is nothing the Board can do at this time; however, they appreciate Skalski bringing this concern to the Board.

ROAD & BRIDGE

Schmidt reported:
· The question about Staghorn Drive has been addressed.  The residents were not aware that this was not a township road.

· Magnesium chloride came in $2,718.43 under bid.

· Anderson Brothers Construction Company cost to crush for gravel for the Township at $85.00 per hour, portal to portal.
· Lott Excavating now has a crusher and will crush rock for $2.00 per yard and would like to do 2,000 to 4,000 yards.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Authorize Schmidt to meet with Lott Excavating to determine if there are rocks to be crushed in township gravel pit, if gravel is found authorize Lott Excavating to crush up to 4,000 yards at $2.00 per yard.  

· The culvert has been installed on Pikie Point Road.  The land owners were not notified prior to the work being done.  We should contact the land owners next time.

· 2005 Special Session regarding Town roads sign replacement program requirements.  The requirements are listed in Schmidt’s written report. 
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A copy of the full report is attached to the original minutes of the meeting.

Bliss reported that C Road is very rough.  Schmidt will check with Lott Excavating.
OLD BUSINESS
Ambulance service update - Bliss reported that representatives from the Crosby Ambulance Service have come to Longville to inspect the two ambulances and the other equipment.  They have also spoken to the Longville Ambulance Service employees and the North Country First Responder volunteers.  The representatives then needed to talk to their Board of Directors.  Longville is waiting to hear from Crosby at this time.

E-mail from Jim Peters – The Board discussed the e-mail from Peters.  The clerk was asked to respond to this e-mail.  Craig Anderson, chair of the planning commission, reported that the Cass County regulations have changed regarding docks.  The new regulations state in section 1126.11 a) “The landword end of all docks shall meet a 10-foot setback from the nearest property line. b) Docks shall be placed so as not to block access from an adjacent property to open water.”  C. Anderson suggested that the planning commission meet with Cass County Commissioner Jim Dowson.  Dowson represents the Wabedo area.   The Board suggested that this meeting be published. It was suggested that the Board of Supervisors meet with Dennis Fisher of Cass County, prior to the Board of Adjustment, next spring.
Letter from Jim Peters – The letter was discussed and no action was taken.

Letter to Rusty Lilyquist - B. Anderson reported that Lilyquist has not responded to her letter at this time.

NEW BUSINESS

Approve the claims – The clerk and treasurer presented claims totaling $45,439.15, plus payroll for approval.  The claims include $4,500 to the Longville Area Ambulance District building, $17,639 to the Longville Fire Service District and $4,394.86 to Trelipe Township for road maintenance and chloride treatment.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the claims as presented for payment.
Petition for SSD update – Bliss reported that the Public Hearing was held on July 31, 2005 at the town hall.  No petitioners attended the meeting.  The meeting has been continued until August 20th.

Consider changing the local election to November - No action was taken.  This will be discussed at the annual meeting in March 2006.

Review salaries – The Board discussed the salaries that were reported in the survey taken by Woodrow Township.  Wabedo is on the low end.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed Effective immediately the clerk’s monthly salary is raised from $150 to $225 and the treasurer’s monthly salary is raised from $85 to $130.  

C. Anderson asked about reviewing the planning commissioners’ monthly meeting pay.  This will be done next month.
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PLANNING COMMISSION – Craig Anderson 

Broad Acres First Addition – This variance was approved on July 26, 2005 by Cass County with the same condition that the Township asked for, that the lot cannot be subdivided again.

Davidson variance – This is a new variance for a 20 x 30 addition to the west side of the house.  The planning commission approved this variance and notified Cass County.
GLAD update - Greater Longville Area Development (GLAD) is holding a visioning session on September 10th at Salem Lutheran Church starting at 4:00 p.m.  C. Anderson invited all present to attend the visioning session.  It was suggested that an e-mail be sent out to Wabedo Township residents and that the information be posted on the township website. 

OTHER BUSINESS

Bliss read a letter of resignation from Ken Sausman from the Planning Commission.  He had two years left on his term.  This vacancy will be published in the newspaper and placed on the website.  A thank you note will be sent to Sausman.  
CORRESPONDENCE - The board reviewed the correspondence listed on the agenda.

ADJOURNMENT – MOTION:  Schmidt/passed: Adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 8:40 p.m.
