Wabedo Township Board of Supervisors Meeting
July 12, 2005

Present:  Chair Bill Bliss, Supervisors Ralph Schmidt, Patrick Butler, Treasurer Carole Houghton and clerk Barbara Anderson

The guest sign-in sheet is attached to the original minutes of this meeting.

Call to order - Chair Bliss called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
Pledge of Allegiance – The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
Approval of minutes - The Board had received a written copy of the minutes for the June 12th meeting.  MOTION:   Schmidt/passed:  Approve the minutes of the June 12th meeting as written.

Treasurer’s report – Houghton reported the balance on the Cash Control Statement for the month of June is $89,115.06; and the balance of the Investments for the same time period is $37,277.06. MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Accept the Cash Control Statement and the Invest Statement for the month of June 2005 as presented.

RESIDENTS CONCERNS

Bruce Black, president of the Little Boy, Wabedo, Inguadona, Rice, Cooper Lake Association, asked for follow up to last months meeting regarding the “access lake lot” on Little Boy.  Bliss referred to the letter the Township received from Jim Peters of Peters & Peters Law Firm.  A discussion followed about who owns the lot, agreement with the plat stays with the land.  The clerk was asked to send Rusty Lilyquist, the owner of the property, a letter asking about the ownership of the lot and if there are covenants on the lot. Craig Anderson mentioned reading something about the dock site lines.  The Board asked him to research this for next month.  The Clerk was also asked to send a letter to Jim Peters, of Peters & Peters Law Firm for clarification.  When the original owner says that the lake lot, which is not part of the plat, will not be sold as part of the plat, does the new owner have to honor that statement?
Saundra Happe discussed high water levels. She asked about a possible “no wake zone”.  Butler reported that he spoke to the DNR and the Cass County Sheriff Water Patrol about this.  The residents have to purchase the buoys, put them in the lake in the spring and take them out in the fall.  The plain buoys cost about $300 each a few years ago.  It is recommended that the buoys have a light on them, we have at least three buoys will be needed; a heavy weight and chain are also needed for the project.  
ROAD & BRIDGE

Supervisor’s report – Schmidt reported 

· Spoke to Dave Enblom (Cass County Engineer) about the lack of gravel where Sioux Camp Road meeting Highway 7 and that the signs had not been replaced after the road construction.  Enblom said he would follow through on this matter.

· Dennis Yerxa on Shangri-La Road called to say he is concerned about all the vehicles that have run into the ditch over the last year on that road at a certain curve.  Schmidt met with him at the curve and agreed that this area is not well marked. A new arrow sign will be placed in this area.  The cost of the sign will be about $69.95.

· Magnesium chloride was applied to our roads on July 7th.  Total gallons used were 21,290.  Cost per gallon was 49 cents, total cost $10,432.00.   We had estimated 29,568 gallons with a cost of $14,754.00.  
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Bliss reported that the stop sign on Stoney Creek Road and the Frontage Road needs to be brushed.  Bliss also received a thank you for the road work on Glenmar.

OLD BUSINESS

Ambulance service update – Bliss reported that the townships had a meeting with the City of Longville.  The ambulance building service district board has been working on the future of the ambulance service in Longville.  North Ambulance said they were not interested in servicing this area at this time.  Crosby Ambulance is very interested in servicing Longville.  Crosby Ambulance in connected to the Cuyuna Hospital in Crosby.  The Cuyuna Hospital is connected to the Longville Clinic.  Crosby Ambulance will be looking at the equipment and talk to the present staff and volunteers before they make a proposal.  The ambulance building district board will hold a meeting with the townships after this information is available.
Letter fro MAT re: insurance coverage - Bliss reviewed how the clerk had sent a letter to the MAT insurance asking for some reimbursement of Rebecca Anderson’s legal fees in the Tabaka case.  Anderson was the lawyer who worked with the township.  When Tabaka decided to sue the township the insurance company then appoint an attorney to represent us.  The township received a letter from MAT stating they were not going to reimburse the township for legal fees obtained prior to the law suit.  Bliss then wrote a letter asking MAT to consider changing their policy on this matter.  MAT responded with a letter stating this will consider this request in the future.

Letter from Rebecca Anderson – Bliss explained that Anderson was returning the original documents for the Housladen Easement.  Also, the clerk was instructed to record the right-of-way easement with Cass County Recorders Office.  The County would not accept the DNR papers as presented stating that some of the signatures were copies, not originals.  The clerk will follow up on this to make sure everything is done.
NEW BUSINESS

Approve the claims for payment – The treasurer and the clerk presented claims in the amount of             $5,189.18, plus payroll for approval.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Approve the claims and payroll for payment as presented.

 Petition for SSD – Bliss read a petition for a Subordinate Sewer District (SSD) on Lazy Boy Trail.  Bliss explained that there is an existing SSD on Lazy Boy Lane at the present time.  The owners that signed the petition would like to either add to the present SSD or establish their own SSD.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed Accept the petition from owners in Section 22, Township 140, Rage 28, Parcels 46-022-2401, 46-022-2122, 46-022-2403 and 46-022-2402.   A public hearing date was set for Saturday, July 30, 2005 at 10:00 a.m. at the Town Hall.  

Letter from Robert Yochum re:  Cass County 2005 Auction – no action was taken.
Election equipment update - The clerk had attended a meeting about the new laws and new voting equipment needed.  She explained that the federal government will provide each township that asks with a precinct counter and/or a voter assist.  Wabedo Township has a precinct counter.  She asked the boards approval to order a voter assist.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Authorize the clerk to order a Voter Assist Terminal through the Cass County Auditor-Treasurer’s office.  
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At the meeting township elections were also discussed.  The clerk explained that if the township elections are held in November, the county will included this election on the ballot for a small fee.  
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This is because the county is printing ballots at that time.  If the township elections are held in March then the township will need to pay for the printing of the ballots and programming the precinct counter.   Moving the township election from March to November needs to be determined by the residents of Wabedo at the annual meeting next spring.  

PLANNING COMMISSION – Craig Anderson, Cair. Planning Commission 
Broad Acres Plat - Eeg has asked for a first addition to the Broad Acres Plat.  The Planning Commission has approved this plat with the condition that no more subdivisions are allowed.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Approve the Preliminary Plat & Final Plat for Broad Acres Plat First Addition with the condition that the new lot will not be subdivided.  
Fitzhugh Variance - Wabedo Lake - Want to remove two existing buildings and build one home with a 95’ setback.  The Planning Commission approved this variance and notified Cass County.

Davidson Variance – Wabedo Lake - Wanted to make the garage into a guest house.  It was suggested that the garage be moved and attached to the house.  This variance was tabled for one month.

Terms of Planning Commission – Craig Anderson and Ronald Anderson terms expire next month.  Bliss reported that he has received written letter from both Andersons requesting to be reappointed to the planning commission for one more term.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Appoint Craig Anderson and Ronald Anderson to the township planning commission for a 3 year term.

The Board reviewed the correspondence as listed on the agenda.  

ADJOURNMENT – MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 8:45 p.m.
