November 18, 2008

Present:  Chair Bill Bliss, Supervisors Ralph Schmidt, Bob Adelmann, Treasurer Carole Houghton and Clerk Barbara Anderson

Guests:  The sign-in sheet is attached to the original minutes of this meeting. 

Call to order – Chair Bliss called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance – The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Agenda – Under new business add – MATS annual meeting and E-mail request.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the agenda as revised.

Approve the minutes –The Board received a written copy of the minutes prior to the meeting for review.   Adelmann noted that he also attended the District 11 meeting in Aitkin. Adelmann’s name will be added to the October 9th minutes.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Approve the minutes of the October 9th monthly meeting as corrected.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the minutes of the October 6th meeting as written.  

Treasurer’s Report – Houghton read the Cash Control Statement for the month of October.  The beginning balance in all accounts as of October 1, 2008 was $61,560.32 and the ending balance in all accounts as of October 31, 2008 was $63,609.57.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Accept the Cash Control Statement for the month of October 2008 as presented.  

Anderson and Houghton presented Resolution 1-18-08-1 to the board.  There are two property owners in the Little Boy Subordinate Service District that are in arrears as of October 31, 2008.  In the past the Board has stated that any property owner in any of the three Subordinate Service Districts that were in arrears with their monthly maintenance fees as of October 31st, the monies owed the Township would be placed on their property taxes for the following year.   MOTION:  Adelmann/passed:  Approve putting the two property owners who are in arrears with the monthly maintenance fee for the Subordinate Service District be put on the real estate taxes for 2009.

Residents Concerns – There were none.

Road and Bridge Reports

· Supervisors Report  - Schmidt reported:
1. All township road signs were checked on November 12, 2008 after dark for count and visibility.  All signs were in excellent condition.  The following notes are noted for future use.

· Sioux Camp Road:  chevron alignment signs noted poor visibility during 07 check have been replaced.
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Road & Bridge continued:

· Island View Drive:  Could use 2 additional road signs.  Warning of sharp curve ahead.  A side road (right) sign.  Placed where Michele Putnam’s new road enters township road.

· Pine Crest Road:  A side road (right) sign.  Placed where Pine Crest trail enters the township road.  

2. Lott Excavating moved their equipment into the pit on November 18, 2008 to crush 6,000 yards of class 5.  Schmidt is to let Cass County know about the crushing.

C Road- There is logging being done on C road and they are leaving a barrier of trees stand.  The clerk was asked to write to the Cass County Land Department and ask them to cut all the trees and not leave a barrier.  The winds will knock the trees down within a year or so.  

Gravel Pit Lock – Schmidt reported that the lock on the gravel pit gate is missing.  He asked if we need to keep providing locks for the county gravel pit gate.  The Board said the gate needs to be kept closed in some manner, it does not have to be a lock.  Schmidt will take care of this. 

Memo to Johnson - Anderson reminded the Board that Schmidt has spoken to Johnson about his time sheet and using the Township gas credit card not his own money to purchase gas for the mower.  In her memo, Anderson explains to Johnson that he needs to call her to get his gas credit card and that she did not receive his gas receipt that he said he sent in.  Also in the memo it states that he needs to sign and date his payroll sheet.  The Board approved this memo.  It was suggested that before spring Schmidt talk to Mr. Winger from Thunder Lake about doing Wabedo’s mowing.

Move Stop Sign – This was tabled for one month.

Crushing gravel – Schmidt reported that Lott Excavating has moved its equipment into the gravel pit and will start crushing gravel shortly.
OLD BUSINESS

Follow up to special meeting – Bliss reported that he talked to an attorney from MATS about the wording of the legal notice in the newspaper.  The attorney said the notice was okay, however, the Township Board might want to hold another meeting.  The clerk spoke to Sharon Anderson, Auditor/Treasurer of Cass County, about the voters register.  The County can make the voters’ registration available to the township for a fee.  The Board asked Bliss to speak to the attorney again for correct wording for the legal notice and to hold another meeting on the topic of selling the present town hall and moving it to the county land on County road 54.  The wording in the legal notice will be the same wording on the paper ballot at the meeting.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  The Board of Supervisors of Wabedo Township will hold a special meeting on Tuesday, December 16, 2008, at 7:00 p.m. at the Town Hall to act on relocating the town hall site.  
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Election update – Bliss explained that the Board of Supervisors met on November 10th to canvass the votes cast in the General Election.  There were 309 ballots cast.  The Board is questioning now that we hold the Township elections in November and everything is run through the M100 and sent to the county, why does the local Board need to canvass the vote?
NEW BUSINESS

Approve the Claims - Houghton and Anderson presented claims 8003 – 8021, 11140 and the MPCA payment totaling $7,903.18, plus payroll for approval.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the claims as presented. 
MATS Annual Meeting – Bliss will be attending the Minnesota Association of Townships annual meeting.  The Cass County Association of Townships is paying the cost to attend.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed (2 yes 1 abstain) Wabedo Township will pay the per diem for Bill Bliss to attend the MATS annual meeting.  At this meeting Bliss will talk to the attorney about the wording for the legal notice for the special meeting in December. 

E-mail information – Anderson explained she has received an e-mail from the Pilot Newspaper in Walker.  They would like to publish the board members name, e-mail addresses and telephone numbers.  The Board told her to use the township e-mail address for all the board members.
PLANNING COMMISSION

Craig Anderson, Chair, discussed updating the township’s Comp Plan. He explained that this update will not cost as much as last time.  The commissioners would only be updating portions of the plan to include developer’s agreements and conservation design.  The Board told C. Anderson to contact Bridget Chard, consultant, as needed. 

ADJOURNMENT – MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 8:20 p.m.
