May 13, 2008

Present:  Chair Bill Bliss, Supervisors Bob Adelmann, Ralph Schmidt, Treasurer Carole Houghton and Clerk Barbara Anderson

Call to Order – Chair Bliss called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance – The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
Organize the Board – Bliss explained that after the annual meeting the board is re-organized.  MOTION:  Adelmann/passed:  Continue the board as is with Bliss as chair, Schmidt as vice chair and road & bridges and Adelmann as fire department representative.

Approve the Minutes
- The Board had received copies of the minutes prior to the meeting for review.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the minutes for April 8th and April 28th as written.

Treasurer’s Report – The Treasurer gave a report based on the Cash Control Statement for April.  MOTION:  Accept the treasurer’s report as given with a balance in all accounts as of April 30, 2008 of $74,121.25 and investments of $42,044.65.
Houghton reported that she received a letter from Schlagel asking to have the late fees on his SSD maintenance payments waived.  He thought he had set up a payment program with this bank.  The Board unanimously said that they would not waive the late fees because the billing started nine months ago and Mr. Schlagel is now asking for the late fees to be waived.  

Houghton also reported that Mr. Baffa is asking how to pay off the $1,000 repair charge on Little Boy SSD.  The Board asked Houghton to write Baffa a letter explaining the payment options.

Resident Concerns – Roger Remaley said he thought his garage may be on the road right-of-way for a road that ends in the water.  He is interested in how can he determine if this is true.  And, if so, how can he purchase the land.  Bliss informed REmaley of a meeting of Cass County in Backus on June 13th to discuss the roads that end in water.  

ROAD & BRIDGES

Road Quotes   The Board reviewed the road quotes from Felton Brothers and Lott Excavating.  Both Felton Brothers and Lott Excavating stated that the road quotes for this next year are based on gas at $4.00 per gallon.  The Board and the contractors agreed that the price of gas will fluxuate.  If gas goes up 7 cents per gallon the township will pay an additional 50 cents per hour.  Each bill will reflect the additional charges on the bills.  
MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Accept the road quotes from Felton Brothers and Lott Excavating. And divide the road work for 2008-2009 the same as last year. 
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Go through the road inspection sheets.

I talked with Dave Enblom, County Engineer about our bridge and our plan to add a lift of tar
on the decking. He stated that the bridge has weight restrictions and if we were to put

additional tar on the bridge that would change the classification. I called Tony from Anderson
Brothers and gave him this information. He called back and gave us a new quote. Removing
old tar layers, and replacing with a 2 % inch lift cost of $1,720.00.




The Board reviewed the proposed road work for 2008.  They delete the two marked no and approved the rest of the work.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Approve the road work projects as presented with the deletion of trim the trees on Wabedo Springs and the culvert on Glenmar Dr.
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While reviewing the proposed road work Bill Herheim agreed that the price for crushing gravel is a firm price and will crush in August.  
The clerk was asked to contact Crow Wing Power about the hole in the road at the end of Norway Lane.

Schmidt reminded Felton and Herheim that they need to gravel the roads soon before the calcium chloride is done.  

The bridge repair work that needs to be done on Sioux Camp road was discussed.  Schmidt had a quote from Anderson Brothers Construction of $1,720.00.  MOTION:  Adelmann/passed:  Approve the quote from Anderson Brothers Construction to remove the old tar layers, and replace with a 2.5 inch lift at the cost of $1,720.00.  The clerk was asked to send Tony at Anderson Brothers Construction a letter approving the bridge work.

Driveway ordinance – The board was concerned on how to enforce a driveway ordinance.  The board discussed the culverts.  Does the township provide them?  Schmidt will contact Walker Pipe for more information on pipes and get the township pricing in writing for the board.  The Board asked for an updated copy of the driveway ordinance.  They will discuss this in June.  

PLANNING COMMISSION
Conservation Design – C. Anderson reported that Cass County held its first hearing on the Conservation Design.  The second hearing is scheduled for June.  In this plan the developer has a choice of using the conservation design or the old lot and block. There are incentives to use the conservation design when possible.

Zoning Maps– C. Anderson reported that Wabedo Township seems to be getting all the changes that they proposed.  The next step is the zoning map changes go to the county commissioners.  
OLD BUSINESS

Build Smart Summit – The people who attended the Build Smart Summit for the township said it was a good seminar.  There is a lot that was learned at the Summit that can be used in the township.

Meeting with Dave Enblom – Bliss explained that the board met with Dave Enblom of Cass County Highway Department on April 17th.  The purpose of this meeting was to discuss possible site development on County Road 54 for the county highway garage and a town hall for the township.  The next step is Enblom will bring this idea to the county commissioners.   Anderson reported that the county commissioners assigned the project to a committee, but the committee has not met at this time. 
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NEW BUSINESS

Approve the Claims – The treasurer and clerk presented claims for approval.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the payment of claims #7623 - #7836 plus the payment to MPCA totaling $8,972.21 and payroll.  Claim # 7628 was denied for further clarification.  
CORRESPONDENCE – The Board reviewed the correspondence listed on the agenda. 

OTHER BUSINESS

Bliss discussed a meeting he had with a representative from Ziegler about road equipment.  There is a purchasing plan that we will keep on file.  The plan is good for one year.
ADJOURNMENT – MOTION:  Adelmann/passed:  Adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 8:50 p.m.
