Board of Supervisor’s Meeting

June 8, 2004

Present:  Chair Bill Bliss, Supervisors Patrick Butler, Ralph Schmidt, Treasurer Carole Houghton, and Clerk Barbara Anderson

The meeting was called to order  by Chair Bliss at 7:00 p.m.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Approval of minutes - The Clerk apologized for not having a copy of the minutes for signatures. MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Table approving the minutes for the May meeting until next month.
Treasurer’s Report – Houghton presented the Cash Control Statement and the Current Invest reports for the month of May 2004.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Accept the Cash Control Statement with an ending balance of $53,081.87 and the Current Investment Report with an  ending balance of $40,415.66 as presented.  
ROAD & BRIDGE

Supervisor’s report - Schmidt presented his monthly report.  A written copy is attached to the original minutes of this meeting.  He reported that he ordered safety signs from Newman Signs out of Jamestown, ND.  MR Signs price for the roll up sign, stand bang, and cones was $1,072.40 and Newman’s price for the same items was $835.40.  He also reported that Lott is having trouble with their graders, therefore, their portion of the roads have not been graded.   He explained the work orders for Lott and Felton for the road maintenance and special projects.  This is the work order format used in the past.  Beaver Tree Service does not have the equipment to brush along the roads.  He also asked if he could work with the Planning Commission on the portion of the Comprehensive Plan relating to road and driveway standards.  

Schmidt gave the clerk a copy of the calcium chloride plan.  This included road maps with the area to have the calcium chloride marked.  A set of these plans will be given to Lott and Felton. He explained that a representative from Lott and Felton work with the company applying the calcium chloride.  This way there should not be any mix up about the length of road, the width of the chloride path or the depth.  
He also reported that the county has not done any crushing in the gravel pit.

The Board discussed the triangle corner at Bargen Lane and South Little Boy Drive.  The Township has not received anything in writing from the developer dedicating this portion of his land to the Township.  The clerk will send a letter to Terry Freeman of Landecker and Associates about this matter. 

OLD BUSINESS

SSD - Last month an additional LSSD on Little Boy was discussed.  This would be located next to the existing SSD off of Lazy Boy Lane.  The clerk sent out letters to Devries, Ault, Isackson and Hendrickson asking if they are interested in more information about this project.  She reported that all families have responded saying they are interested.  Bliss asked Anderson to contact Corky Smith 
and/or Mark Johnson to get estimates for putting in the system.  After that the Township will contact 
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an engineer to draw up the plans for the new system.  Then we will contact the property owners and schedule a meeting to discuss the plan and costs involved.  

L & R Conference - Bliss reported on the L & R Conference he attended on behalf of the township.  He had an opportunity to talk to the township lawyers on the North Bay Road problem.  They suggested that the DNR hold an easement through the Chesla property to the DNR property.    He also discussed the problem that kept coming up at the Board of Review where the property owners purchased land many years ago that are now considered non-conforming lots.  Someone from the State will be contacting Bliss about this problem.  If the lots are considered unbuildable the assessors should look at the value of the land under a different formula.
He also reported the following:  Chapter 244 passed which allows snowmobiles to drive either direction on either side of the county and state roads but not township roads.    The MPCA now has to recognize biodegradable process and an acceptable treatment for waste waters.  In the future public notices can be published on the website and do not have to be published in the newspaper.    Load Limits exemptions have been made for recycling trucks and for garbage trucks.  Closed meetings can be held if the township is negotiating the price to purchase land.   Bids are now required for projects that will cost $50,000 or more.

Ambulance letter - Bliss read a letter from the Longville Ambulance Service dated May 27, 2004.  A copy of the letter is attached to the original minutes of this meeting.   The letter stated that the City would like to know what the township feels to be an equitable amount for the City to buy our interest in the building and dissolve the Ambulance District.    The Board discussed this and looked at options from forgiving the debt to full reimbursement.  The Township has made 6 payments of $4,500 plus a $2,200 payment for overruns.  The Board asked Bliss to discuss this at the next Ambulance District meeting and report back to the township board. 

PLANNING COMMISSION - Craig Anderson

Anderson updated the Board on the lake lot on Little Boy Lake owned by Taylor Timbers.  He is trying to reach the township’s attorney to determine if someone purchases a non-riparian lot and is givien a part ownership in the lake lot, does the lake lot then become part of the plat.  He reported that he has not heard back from the attorney at this time.  

CORRESPONDENCE

Bliss read a letter from Lauritsen dated May 11, 2004, stating that he has sold the property in NE/4, SW ¼, Sec. 30, 7140, R27 and he no longer is requesting help with a cartpath.

Bliss also noted that Bradley and Donna Johnson have signed the letter requested by the Township regarding filling the low spot in the road with fill from the remodel on their home.  

Bliss also read thank you notes from the Longville Ambulance and the First Responders for the donation the township sent them.

The CCAT meeting is scheduled for October 29, 2004 in Hackensack at 1:00 pm.
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Bliss also read a letter regarding the Healthy Commission Partnership meeting at the Longville City Hall, June 14, at 7:00 pm.  Marilyn Davis will be attending.  Others were encouraged to attend if they could.

MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Adjourn.   The meeting adjourned at 9:03 pm.
