Wabedo Township Board of Supervisors Meeting
August 14, 2007

Present:  Chair Bill Bliss, Supervisors Ralph Schmidt, Patrick Butler, Treasurer Carole Houghton, Clerk Barbara Anderson

CALL TO ORDER:
 Chair Bliss called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

APPROVE THE AGENDA – Under Road & Bridge Bliss added update on credit card.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Approve the agenda for this meeting as amended.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES – The board had received a copy of the minutes prior to the meeting.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the minutes of the monthly board meeting on July 10 and the special meeting with Dave Enblom of Cass County on July 17th, as written.

TREASURER’S REPORT - Houghton reviewed the Cash Control Statement for the month of July 2007, MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Accept the Cash Control Statement for July as presented.  The Board told Houghton to put the monies received from the Hunting Grounds in general fund.

The clerk and treasurer reported that Kego Township has not paid their bills for the past few months and owe Wabedo $2,688.61, which includes the bill for this month.  They asked the board if a letter should be sent to the chair of Kego Township.  Bliss said he will be meeting with the chair of Kego Township in the next few days and will discuss this with him at that time.  
RESIDENT’S CONCERNS- Jack Berg of Cooper Lake had concerns about the beaver dam on the lake.  The lake water is rising.  Bliss explained that the Township has no jurisdiction over beaver dams.  It was suggested that Berg talk to the DNR about the proper way of getting rid of the beavers. In the past Wabedo Township hired a trapper.

ROAD & BRIDGE – Ralph Schmidt
1. Schmidt received a call from Chris Lyytinen, Assistant County Engineer, telling us that the gravel crushers were in the township pit.  After checking the gravel pit Schmidt called Lyytinen and asked if this was township gravel or county gravel.  Lyytinen said the gravel belonged to Wabedo Township.  Schmidt talked with the foreman at the gravel pit and was told they had completed the contract given them by the county.
7,567 tons were crushed.  To figure yards, divide the number of tons by 1.4.  Therefore,7,567 divided by 1.4 equals 5,405 yards.

2. Schmidt talked about the bad spots on the roads we will be taking over from Cass County.  The Board reminded him that at the meeting Dave Enblom of Cass County said all the roads would be in good condition.  It was suggested that he speak to Enblom about the road history of each road.

Mowing
Anderson reported that because the road mowing position is seasonal, Scott Johnson does not qualify for PERA.  

Schmidt said he was concerned that Johnson will not be able to mow all the township roads working on the weekends.  The Board discussed having Schmidt fill in as needed to make sure the mowing and brushing in done in a timely manner.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed ( Schmidt abstained) :  If the law allows and the proper paperwork is done, Wabedo Township allows Supervisor Schmidt to run the Wabedo Township equipment on township roads as needed.

 Guidelines – The Board reviewed the guidelines for Mowing, Ice Control, Snow Plowing, and Road Signs.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the guidelines for Mowing, Ice Control, Snow Plowing and Roads as presented. 

Credit card update – Anderson reported that she has been working with bp credit card division to obtain a gas credit card for the township.  The gas credit card would only be used for road equipment.  The card was applied for on June 19th, the township was approved on August 9th and the cards should be here next week.  The township will receive two cards, one for Ralph Schmidt-road supervisor, and one for Scott Johnson, mower operator.  

OLD BUSINESS
Freezing problem on Little Boy SSD – Bliss reported that a new pipe can be placed on top of the existing pipe.  This new insulated pipe will be placed in a shallow ditch saving the township the expense of removing the old pipe that freezes.  The new pipe will be insulated and is able to withstand the elements.  Mark Johnson will be giving the board an estimate to do the work.  The work can be done this fall.  
Letter from Reno Wells – Bliss explained that in his letter to the township Wells states that current law exists to take care of the resolution presented by Wabedo Township regarding changing plats in townships.  Bliss does not agree.  No further action will be taken at this time.  

NEW BUSINESS

Approve the claims – The Board reviewed the claims as presented by the treasurer and clerk.   MOTION: Butler/approved:   Approve the payment of the claims as presented.
County Commissioners Meeting – Bliss reminded the board members that the Cass County Commissioners will be holding a meeting at the Wabedo Town Hall on Tuesday, August 21 at 

6:00 p.m.  The meeting will include a public hearing on turning over portions of Cooper Lake Road, Little Boy Road, Wabedo Frontage Road and a corner of CSAH 47 to the township. MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  all expenses to be paid for the township and board for the Cass County Commissioners meeting.   
Crow Wing Power application to install electrical facilities within road right-of-way - The Board discussed this request from Crow Wing Power.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Approve Crow Wing Power’s request to install electrical facilities within road right-of-way of Island View Road and Island View Drive for Bear Tracts West.  
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PLANNING COMMISSION 

Zoning Map Letter – Craig Anderson, chair of planning commission, reported that last month the board asked that a letter be sent to Cass County regarding the proposed changes in the zoning map for Wabedo Township.  Schmidt, Stokesbary and Anderson had been working on this project and wrote a letter on behalf of the Township Board to the county explaining why Wabedo Township would not sign off all the proposed changes in the zoning map.  There has been no response from the county to this letter.
Developer’s Agreement – C. Anderson reported that the Planning Commissioners recommend that the Board of Supervisors of Wabedo Township adopt a resolution to adopt a model developer’s agreement.  The board discussed the developer’s agreement in great detail.  The board decided to hold a public meeting and invite Bob Ruppe to make a presentation similar to the meeting at Sylvan Township.  If possible the meeting should be held at 6:00 p.m. prior to the Board of Supervisors meeting in September or October.  Representatives of the county and developers, and other townships should be invited to this meeting.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Wabedo Township Board of Supervisors will hold a special meeting on Developer’s Agreement; the date will be determined by Ruppe’s availability.  (NOTE – The meeting date has been set for September 13th at 6:00 p.m.)  
Manders variance – Ron Stokesbary reported that the Manders property is on Woman Lake and the variance is to build a 24’ x 28’ building, and mound system less then 10’ from lot line.  Stokesbary explained that because of the small size of the lot any work being done on the lot would require a variance from almost every code from Cass County.  Wabedo Township planning commission recommended that the variance be denied.  Stokesbary reported that the County received letters from several of the neighbors asking that this request be denied.  The Cass County Planning Commission denied the variance request. 
Studer variance – C. Anderson reported that the Studer property is located on Hunter Lake.  The present house is on stilts.  After reviewing the property the Wabedo Township planning commission recommended the variance be approved without a deck.  Anderson reported that Cass County approved the variance with a deck.
Semotak CUP – Anderson reported that the Cass County Planning Commissioners postponed this for a month. The owner is to return to the county with his long range plans for the property.  
Terms of Jack Abrahamson and Sue Gerhman – C. Anderson reported that the terms for Jack Abrahamson and Sue Gerhman expire this fall; both commissioners have said they would like to be reappointed for another term.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Reappointed Jack Abrahamson and Sue Gerhman to the Wabedo Township Planning Commission for another term.

Letter to John Sumption regarding proposed Cass County Land Use Ordinance – C. Anderson discussed the joint letter that was sent to John Sumption on behalf of Wabedo, Woodrow, Inguadona and Sylvan Townships regarding the proposed Conservation Design land Use Ordinance.  Then, C. Anderson reported he attended a Cass County meeting on July 21st in 
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Planning Commission continued

Longville to review the proposed Cass County Land Use Ordinance. The meeting was very interesting.  The people attending the meeting had a problem with the proposed non-riparian lots having access to the lake and a boat launch.  Cass County representatives said they would bring all comments back to the committee.  
Camera – C. Anderson reported that the planning commission had purchased a digital camera that can be taken on site visits.  The pictures that are taken will be placed in the files along with the Findings of Fact for each site visit.  The pictures will also be shared with Cass County as needed.  
DNR dock seminar – C. Anderson reported that the DNR will be holding seminars on docks.  He requested permission for the planning commissioners to attend this meeting.  The Board approved this request. 

CORRESPONDENCE

The Board reviewed the correspondence as listed on the agenda.  The Board told the clerk to share the Comprehensive Plan with Region 5 as requested. 

ADJOURNMENT – MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Adjourn.   The meeting adjourned at 9:15 p.m.
