July 11, 2006

Present: Chair Bill Bliss, Supervisor Ralph Schmidt, Treasurer Carole Houghton, Clerk Barbara Anderson, and Supervisor Patrick Butler (joined the meeting late)

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

APPROVAL MINUTES – The Board had received a written copy of the minutes prior to the meeting.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the minutes of the June 13 & 21, 2006 meeting as written.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Houghton gave the Cash Control Statement and the Investment Report for the month ending June 30, 2005.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Accept the treasurer’s report with the balance of $26,415.99 on the Cash Control Statement and a balance of $41,428.84 on the Investment report.  

NORM MOODY – Moody did not attend this meeting.  (He has rescheduled for the August 8th meeting.)

RESIDENTS CONCERNS – There were no concerns voiced.

ROAD & BRIDGES – Schmidt report
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1. Bill Bliss received a call form Andy Anderson reference road ditch mowing. I contacted Andy
he gave some ideas, but could not give any real figures without a road. I have sent a map and
miles he would cut. He called had not received my info I sent to him as yet.

2. We are scheduled to crush 2000 yards of material to use in areas we do not need Class 5.
When Dave Enblom called me checking on the crushing that was being done. He made it quite
clear that we need to request the authority prior to doing the work.

3. The Telephone Company dug in a box on Sioux Camp Road just south of White Pine drive.
The area was very rough and lacked gravel. 1 called Jerry from ACS left message he called back
stated he was scheduling a crew to fix the road.




OLD BUSINESS
Update on Laurie Johnson Petition - Anderson reported that when Johnson went to the county to register the parcel of the land the Township vacated there were some problems.  Anderson asked permission to contact the Township Attorney Rebecca Anderson for help in this matter.  The Board agreed.  Anderson will notify Johnson that there may be additional charges.

Wabedo Township Board of Supervisors Meeting

Water Softener – Bliss reminded that board that this item was tabled until the township received tax money from the county.  The cost estimate we have from Echo is $400 for a reconditioned unit.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the reconditioned water softener from Echo for $400.

Ambulance Update – Bliss reported that the ambulance service is going well.  The County has not received any negative comments about establishing a special taxing district for the ambulance service.  The County’s time line is:  Sept. 1st -guidelines due and new service in operation Jan. 1, 2007.

NEW BUSINESS

Approve payment of claims - The clerk and treasurer presented claims in the amount of $27,882.41 plus payroll.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed Approve the payment of claims as presented.  A claim list is attached to the original minutes of this meeting.  Anderson then presented the Ambulance bill for July.  The bill was received to late too be included in the claims list.  The bill was for $5,049.00.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Approve payment of the July ambulance service bill.

Short Course – The summer short courses will be held the last week of July.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve mileage, course fees, and all expenses for the board to attend a short course.

Site Evaluation and Design – Bliss reported the people in the Lazy Boy Trail SSD wanted a design that would allow for all season use. There are two possible ways to design this project.  Rich Smith of Northland Septic will do a site evaluation and design for $1,200 each.  Bridget Chard, the township’s consultant in this matter, received a quote from Mark Johnson for $500 for the same two designs.  The Board decided to have Johnson do the site evaluation and design for the Lazy Boy Trail SSD.  
PLANNING COMMISSION

Appoint new member – Bliss explained that two excellent candidates had applied for the opening on the planning commission.  The Board interviewed both candidates.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Appoint Ron Stokesbary to the Wabedo Township Planning Commission.

Bear Tracts - Cass County Planning Commission will hold its Final Plat hearing for Bear Tracts West on July 25th.  Bliss explained that before the County Planning Commission can act on this final hearing the Township needs to approve the plat.  The township did approve the preliminary plat.  MOTION:  Schmidt/approved:  Approve the final plat of Bear Tracts West aka Putnam Paradise on property described as NE ¼ SW ¼ & SE ¼ NW ¼ Less W 317.12 Ft. of N 931.6 Ft thereof Section 19-140-28 PID# 46-019-3100 – Wabedo Township.  Total parcel is 66.3 acres, 20 lots.  
Great River Energy – The Planning Commission sent a letter to the Board of Supervisors regarding the high power line on County Road 54 as proposed by Great River Energy.  In this letter the Planning Commission encourages the Board to voice their support for an alternate route if possible.    The letter states that the planning commission understands the need for more power in this area; and it asks Great Energy Power to consider all possible routes for their lines.  Howard Karon reported that he had sent a copy of the petition opposing the high power lines on County Road 54 to the Cass County Commissioners   He said he believes Great River Energy is trying to look at all possible 
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routes.   The Board asked the clerk to send the letter from the planning commission along with a letter from the board to the Great River Energy asking the company to consider all routes for their 
power lines.  She is to also ask the company to discuss the alternative routes with the Wabedo Planning Commission.  
OTHER BUSINESS - 

Fire Department  – Butler reported that he attended the fire department meeting earlier in the evening.  Two or three volunteer firemen will be retiring over the new few months.  They had between 22 – 25 years of service. First National Bank has offered to have a financial banker available to the retirees to help them with their investments, if the retirees want help.    

There are new volunteers to take their place.  Butler reported that at the present time the Longville Volunteer Fireman Fund receives $750 per year per volunteer.  Hackensack and Walker have raised their payment to $1,000 instead of $750.  Longville is considering raising the payment to $1,000 also.  This will be decided at the August meeting when the budget is set for the following year.
