Board Meeting

 May 8, 2007

Present:  Chair Bill Bliss, Supervisors Patrick Butler, Ralph Schmidt, Treasurer Carole Houghton, and Clerk Barbara Anderson

Guests:  Chair of the Planning Commission Craig Anderson, Dave Felton, Bill Herheim

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

AGENDA – The following items were added to the agenda:  Under Road & Bridge – crushing, Under Planning Commission – letter from Kyle Hartnett, attorney, and resolution regarding Taylor Timber.

APPROVE THE MINUTES - The minutes of the April meeting were sent to the Board members for review prior to the meeting.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Approve the minutes of the April 10, 2007 meeting as written.

TREASURER’S REPORT – The Treasurer read the Cash Control Statement for the month of April, 1007.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Accept the Cash Control Statement for April, 1007 with a balance in all accounts of $116,517.81 as presented.  Bliss noted that the Township has received a check for $12,476.07 from the Longville Ambulance Joint Powers Board.  Bliss reported that the Township should receive another refund when the Joint Powers Board closes all the financial accounts for the ambulance.  The amount of the refunds are based on the percentage the township supported the Joint Powers Board for ambulance service.

ROAD & BRIDGE

Supervisor’s report – Schmidt – 

1. Cass County meeting at Backus on April 18, 2007 high points:
a. County chloride program, the cost of chloriding is higher this year over 2006.
The price for 2008 is expected to rise again, perhaps .70 cents.

b. Prior to applying chloride on the roads some things that should be done:

i. If road is scheduled to receive gravel do it prior to doing chloride.  
ii. Pull in outside edge of road and blend with new gravel or into road surface.

iii. Blade prior to applying chloride.

iv. If dry weather apply water to gravel or use Jet Wet 5.  Jet Wet -5 gal truck charge is $12 - $13 per gal.

c. Roadway vacation;

i. The public hearing for Wabedo Township is scheduled for August 2007.  Dave Emblom of Cass County would like to schedule a meeting with the Township Board during the month of June 2007 to look at the roads.     

2. Gravel road workshop at Bemidji on April 19, 2007
a. Most important factors in maintaining good travel:

i. Slow speed when blading, spot gravel, maintain drainage with a good crown and mowing.

ii. This is a very excellent class especially for motor grader operators.
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iii. The use of warning signs when working on the roads.  Wabedo Township purchased this signs for Felton Brothers and Lott Excavating to use when working on the township roads.

Schmidt will write up work orders for the above road work.
The Board authorized Schmidt to try Jet Wet on one township road if needed.  

Schmidt reported that he has talked to Enblom of Cass County about crushing charges.  Schmidt told Enblom the crushed gravel in the gravel pit at this time is going to be re-crushed, and that the township has paid the county the fees for this gravel. 

Schmidt noted that there are trees in the road right-of-way at the end of South Little Boy Drive that need to be removed.  There is also a tree that needs removing on Stoney Creek; however, he will need to contact the property owners before this work can be done.
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Putnam road - Schmidt reported that Michelle Putnam is putting in a new plat called Bear Paws near Island View Road.  Putnam would like to know how to go about making the new road a township road.  Bliss said Putnam needs to present the Board with a petition signed by eight property owners within 3 miles of the land.  
Ice Control, Snow Plowing and Road Sign Policies - Due the time restraints these policies were tabled until next month.

Road mowing quotes – Bliss explained that when using the state bids process no advertising is needed.  The Board discussed at great length for pricing on two Ziegler Cat tractors and one John Deer tractor.  They discussed new versus used equipment.  They discussed the cost of mowing now and what it may cost in the future. MOTION:  Butler/passed unanimously:  Authorize the purchase of a Challenger, MT455B from Ziegler Cat for the price of $42,589.00 as stated in the price quote dated 5-07, and the Diamond Mower DBR050-C0A with a 20 foot boom for the cost of $20,730 as per Diamond quote dated May 2, 2007.  The state contract number for Diamond is 437442.  Bliss will place the order.

The Board discussed paying for the tractor and mower. It was decided that the Township would purchase the equipment outright.   MOTION:  Bliss/passed unanimously:  Authorize the treasurer to transfer $31,328.50 from the ambulance (fund number 700) to road and bridge (fund number 201) to pay for the road equipment.  
OLD BUSINESS

Clerk’s old computer – Last month Butler said he would contact the Fire Department to see if they could use this computer.  Butler did not have an answer at this time.  The item was table until next month.

Response from land owners – Bliss reported that the clerk wrote letters to two families asking if the families would be interested in talking to the Board of Supervisors about selling 3 – 5 acres of their land to the township for a new town hall. One family called to say they were not interested.  There has been no response from the other family.

NEW BUSINESS

Approve payment of claims –MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the payments of the claims totaling $3,865.67, plus payroll.  A payment of $3,131.94 was also made to the Minnesota Pollution Control for the State Revolving Fund loan.  

Storage for clerk – The clerk requested permission to purchase a file storage unit. MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the purchase of a file storage unit for the clerk with the cost not to exceed $100.
On Sale Liquor License – Bliss presented the request from the Ridgewood Golf Course for an On-Sale Liquor License.  The Board discussed the new format for the resolution.  MOTION:  
Bliss/passed:  Approve the request from JAT Enterprises of Longville, DBA Ridgewood Golf Course for an On Sale Liquor License.  
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PLANNING COMMISSION – Chair Craig Anderson

Sweeney – Anderson explained that the Sweeney property is part of the Sioux Camp SSD.  Their request is to take down the present cabin and build a new building in the same footprint.  Anderson explained is the past if you total remove a cabin the new cabin needs to meet the 100’ set back.  Anderson state that two member of the Planning Commission went on the site visit and he did not have their findings at this time.  Anderson will call Fairbanks about this variance.  The Board looked at the map of the lot. There is room to move the cabin back and meet the setback requirement.  The Board rejected this request because the new building would not meet the 100’ set back requirement.
Meeting – Anderson reported on a meeting in Walker he attended about Developer Agreements.  Anderson believes this is something the township should consider.  Sullivan Township will be hosting a meeting about this topic and the Wabedo Township Board of Supervisors and Planning Commissioners will be invited.  
Taylor Timbers – Bliss reported that he received a letter from Kyle Hartnett, attorney, about Taylor Timbers.  After reviewing what has been done and what can be done, the board decided not to purse this matter legally. MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Do not take any action on Taylor Timber at this time.   They will purse this matter through legislation.  The Clerk will write a letter to Hartnett explaining this to him.  

Bliss read a proposed resolution for the board to consider.  The Board discussed this resolution.  MOTION:  Approve the resolution on Changing Plats in Townships and send the resolution to MATS.  A copy of the resolution is attached to these minutes.  

OTHER BUSINESS

Schmidt discussed the proposed change for the entrance of Bargen Lane onto South Little Boy Drive.  The latest bid is $2,896.00.  The Board tabled any action on the information at this time.  They will discuss it when they reconsider other road projects.  
ADJOURNEMENT:  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 9:35 p.m.
