Present: Chairman Craig Anderson, Commissioners Ken Sausman, Ronald Anderson, Jack Abrahamson, Marilynne Davis, Sue Gehrman and Small Communities Coordinator Bridget Chard

Guests: The list of guests is attached to the original minutes.

Call to order: The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM.

Pledge of Allegiance: The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Purpose of meeting: Chairman Anderson explained that the purpose of the public hearing is to get comments from the public on the comprehensive plan.

Enter public notice: The public notice was entered into record.
Affidavit of public notice: The affidavit of public notice will be entered at a later date.

Written comments: Written comments from the public were read by the Chairman, copies are with the original minutes.

Presentation of the Comprehensive Plan: Chard explained to the guests what the comprehensive plan was, outlined the contents and went through the various maps and other materials.

Public comments: The public input voiced concerns on controlled access lots, wording, communication towers, PUD’s, wastewater compliance, impervious coverage, minor subdivisions, and task forces to implement the timeline.
Public portion closed: M/S/P Abrahamson/Davis: The public portion of the meeting was closed at 8:18PM. The meeting reconvened at 8:30PM.
Changes to the plan: The following changes were made to the plan:
1. M/S/P Sausman/Davis: A motion was passed to change pg. 15 line 720 to read-Essential community services such as fire, ambulance, and emergency medical technicians are housed nearby in the City of Longville. There are certified first responders that are in the Township and neighboring areas. Second paragraph change 5th to 7th. Third paragraph delete “grassy”.

2. M/S/P Gehrman/Sausman: A motion was passed to add on pg. 11 structure setbacks from page 106 of Cass County Land Use Ordinance to the table.

3. M/S/P C. Anderson/R. Anderson: A motion was passed to change line 30 of page 11 to does not allow.

4. M/S/P Sausman/R. Anderson: A motion was passed to delete #2 on line 71 of page 19 and insert the original language for controlled access lots. No controlled access lots on lakes less than 1,000 acres, no controlled access lots if development is within six miles of a public access. Discuss the idea of promoting existing public DNR accesses. This prevents the disturbance of marginal land and existing residential land usages.

5. M/S/P C. Anderson/Gehrman: A motion was passed to delete #12 and #13 from page 20.

6. M/S/P Sausman/R. Anderson: A motion was passed to add to line 303 on page 23 under part B-Density calculations will be based on buildable area only with no credit given for marginal areas.

7. M/S/P C. Anderson/Sausman: A motion was passed to change line 340 on page 24 and place it under Residential/Housing as #15.

8. M/S/P R. Anderson/Davis: A motion was passed to delete the word “discourage” and add “not allow” also delete the last sentence for line 410 on page 25.

9. M/S/P C. Anderson/Sausman: A motion was passed for page 26 line 485

A. #1- Provide support, education and financial funding for the studies of wastewater treatment system upgrades throughout the Township.

B. M/S/P Abrahamson/R. Anderson: A motion was passed to add #8 to page 27 line 511 to read: Wabedo Township, along with Cass County to develop a plan for lake studies and system upgrades to be done over a ten year period.

10. M/S/P C. Anderson/R. Anderson: A motion was passed to add the following sentence to page 32 lines 744-750: The Wabedo Township Board and the Planning Commission will establish task forces to develop the proposals identified in the Plan to meet the implementation action plan timelines.

M/S/P Abrahamson/Davis: A motion was passed to recommend approval to the Board of Supervisors with amended proposals.

M/S/P Davis/Abrahamson: A motion was passed to adjourn the hearing portion of the meeting. The meeting adjourned at 9:45PM.
