Monthly Meeting 

July 8, 2008

Present:  Chair Bill Bliss, Supervisors Ralph Schmidt, Bob Adelmann, Treasurer Carole Houghton and Clerk Barbara Anderson

Guest sign-in sheet is attached to the original minutes of the meeting.  

Call to Order - Chair Bliss called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance – The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Approval of Agenda - The agenda was approved as written.

Approval of Minutes – The Supervisors received a written copy of the minutes prior to the meeting for review.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approved the minutes of the June 10, 2008 meeting as written.

Treasurer’s Report – Treasurer Houghton read the Cash Control Statement ending June 30, 2008.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Accept the Treasurer’s report for the month of June 2008 as presented.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Authorize the treasurer to transfer $2,000 from the General Fund into the Planning Commission.  
Residents Concerns – Craig Anderson voiced his concern about the float plane that kept landing and taking off on July 4th.  Anderson found out that through the Little Boy Resort website people can sign up for a float plane ride around the area.  On the 4th of July Little Boy Lake was very busy with boaters, skiers, swimmers, etc.  In order for the float plane to reach the Little Boy Resort it had to come through the narrowest part of the lake.  That is the portion of the lake that is used to and from the public landing, and the channel to Wabedo Lake.  Anderson’s concern was for the safety of the people using the lake, as well as, the aquatic life in the lake.  The clerk was asked to write a letter to the DNR and to the Sheriff’s Department to find out what, if any, jurisdiction the township has in such a matter.  The clerk was also asked to contact the Wabedo-Little Boy-Cooper-Rice Lake Association about this issue.

ROAD & BRIDGE

Supervisor’s Report – Schmidt reported the following:

1. He called Cass County on the road sign (Sioux Camp Rd NE & Sioux Camp Tr NE) and the sign by the township hall.  
2. Brad Johnson called.  He said there is too much gravel by his mail box and shed.  What can we do for the future, and Brad is happy the way the turn around is at the present time.  The Board discussed this.  The Board decided to grade this area.  The Board asked Schmidt to put something in writing for Johnson to sign stating that the turn around is located in a certain area and that the township uses the garage area as a turn around.  Include a plat map.

3. Sioux Camp Road – Bridge has a new deck.

4. We did not get our road ditches cut by the 4th of July.  The Board discussed their concerns about the mowing not getting down in a timely manner.  Schmidt was asked to document the problems and his discussions with Scott Johnson.  The Board asked Schmidt to tell Johnson that the mowing needs to be done by July 19th.

5. Harold Johnson, 1704 Musky Bay Rd Ne called and asked for a culvert.  Schmidt reported that after looking at the area it does not need a culvert.  What it needs is to have the present ditch cleaned out.  Schmidt will talk to Rich of Lott Excavating about doing this work.   

6. Received calls on the condition of Glenmar Road saying road is in bad shape. 

7. Called on Chloride.  Schmidt was told the company just starting doing township roads.  No time frame for Wabedo.

8. The lock is missing on the gravel pit.  Schmidt will get a new lock.  
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Driveway Ordinance – Tabled for one month.

Roads Parcels Ending in Lakes – Bliss, Adelmann, Schmidt, C. Anderson and Ron Stokesbary reported on the meeting they attended with Cass County on this subject.  The Board decided to put this topic on the agenda for the annual meeting next March.  

PLANNING COMMISSION

Variance Requests:

1. Monsrud on Woman Lake off of Island View Road.  C. Anderson reported that Marilyn Davis and Bud Anderson went on this site visit.  This variance request had two parts,  a variance for a house addition closer then 30 feet to a bluff and a variance for a garage close then 20 feet to the road Right-of-way.  The reason for the variance is the location of a very large boulder interferes with the garage location.  The Board asked that two contingencies be put on this variance.  One – Wabedo Township assumes no liability to damage of garage during road maintenance and two – no driveway apron since garage is only five feet from the road right-of-way.
2. Rogers on Mule Lake.  Davis and Bud Anderson also went on this site visit.  The variance is because the land owners want to add more then 50% addition to the present house.  The Wabedo Commissioners asked for a contingency regarding lake shore buffers.

Pay the claims – The supervisors had received a list of claims prior to the meeting. MOTION:  Adelmann/passed:  Approve the payment of claims 7846 – 7787 plus payroll.  

Fire Department Meetings – Bliss and Adelmann will attend the fire department meetings in July. 

Mileage Rate – Bliss reported that the IRS mileage rate is being raised from .505 cents per mile to .585 cents per mile as of July first. 

Election Judge – Clerk Anderson reported that she needs to submit election judge names to the county.  All judges will need training this year.

Short Courses – MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Authorize the clerk to register three people on-line and send in the check for the reservations to the Summer Short Courses.
