Treasurer‘s report - Bliss presented the Treasurer’s report.   The Cash Control Statement for the month of December 2002 has a balance in all accounts of $56,582.15 and the Current Investments Report has a grand total of $45,745.49 as of December 31, 2002.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Accept the Treasurer’s report as presented with a balance of $56,582.15 on the Cash Control Statement and a total of $45,745.49 on the Current Investments Reported as of December 31, 2002.

The Board discussed making some transfers next month.  

ROAD & BRIDGE

Supervisors’ road report -   No problems were reported on our roads.  It has been a very mild winter so far and the roads have not required any plowing.

Budget work for 2003. - Berger reported that the road projects approved for 2002 totaled $32,391 and the road projects completed in the same period totaled $29,893.  Therefore, we were under budget by $2,498 for 2002 road projects.  The chloride bill is still outstanding for road projects for 2002.  Including the chloride bill the road budget for 2002 is $8,324 under budget.  Berger recommended that we escrow this amount for rock crushing in 2003.

 Lauristen /Trelipe cart path. – Anderson reported that she sent a letter to Lauristen with a copy to Trelipe Township regarding Lauristen’s request for a cart path.  His property is in Trelipe Township, therefore, he should petition Trelipe.  

NEW BUSINESS

Pay the bills - Anderson presented the bills for payment.  MOTION:  Berger/passed:  Authorize payment of bills totaling $1,369.61 as presented.  A claims list for approval is attached to the original minutes of the meeting.   

Legal Seminar – Bliss explained that there is a legal seminar on January 23 & 24th in St. Paul sponsored by MATS.  MOTION:  Berger/passed:  Authorize payment to Bliss for attending the Legal Seminar in St. Paul on January 23 & 24; the Township will pay mileage, seminar fees and per diem.  

Letter from Longville Ambulance Service – The Township received a letter from Sherri Richardson, Director of the Longville Ambulance Service regarding a meeting of the townships that they serve.  The meeting date is Wednesday, January 29th, at 7:00 p.m. at Longville City Hall.  The meeting is about the future of the ambulance service, both in the financial and the physical aspects.

Filing for Township elections - Anderson reported that no one has filled for either the supervisor’s position or the treasurer’s position.  

Letter to Tabaka - Anderson reported that a letter was sent to John & Maralyn Tabaka regarding the liquor license for the golf course.
