Call to order: The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM.

Pledge of Allegiance: The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Amend or approve the agenda: MOTION: Sausman/R. Anderson/Passed: The agenda was approved as written.

Amend or approve the minutes of 10-7-04: MOTION: Davis/Sausman/Passed: The minutes of 10-7-04 were approved as written.

Amend or approve the minutes of 10-12-04: MOTION: Abrahamson/R. Anderson/Passed: The minutes of 10-12-04 were approved as written.

Old Business
Neuman Variance: Abrahamson and R. Anderson went to the Cass County Board of Adjustment (BOA) hearing for the Neuman variance on Little Boy Lake. The BOA accepted the Planning Commission’s suggestion that the Neuman’s test the high ground in the back of the property for a possible septic drain field area with an easement from their neighbor for use of his service road. Pete Theilen wrote the county affirming the use of said service road.
New Business
Bennett Variance: C. Anderson and R. Anderson met the BOA at the site on 11-1-04.  The Bennett variance on Mule Lake is asking to construct a residential addition at less than the required setback which is 100’. One corner of the structure is at 50’ and the addition would have one corner at 60’ from the lake. The owners were granted a permit to build the original addition in 2001 and they claim the permit also included this 16’x 22’ addition. See the Findings of Fact for more details. MOTION: R. Anderson/Abrahamson/Passed: Approval to send Findings of Fact to the County and recommend approval of the variance.

Shurson Variance: C. Anderson and R. Anderson met the BOA at this site on 11-1-04. The Shurson variance on Woman Lake is asking to construct a second story addition greater than 50% of existing structure with a lake setback of 50’. Lake setback on Woman Lake is 75’. The owners asked the BOA if they could recommend a better plan since the lot is so deep (60’x 369’). The BOA suggested they move it back to the 75’ setback so they can do this construction with a permit so no variance is needed.

Review Comprehensive Plan: The Planning Commission reviewed changes and additions that Bridget Chard sent and made additional changes which C. Anderson will send to Chard.

 Next meeting date: The Planning Commission will have a joint meeting with the Board of Supervisors on 12-2-04 at 7:00PM at the Town Hall. Gehrman will post this meeting. A suggestion was made to put a notice in the paper to tell people about the Comprehensive Plan on the Township website.
