Bliss called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

The purpose of this meeting was to interview three candidates for a position on the Planning Commission.

The Board interviewed Marilynne Davis, Karen Kaehler, and Al Ritchie for the position on the planning commission representing the seasonal people of Wabedo Township.   Each interview was 40 minutes in length.

The following questions were asked of each candidate.

1. Why do you want to be on the Planning Commission?

2. What’s the most important thing you can add to the Planning Commission?
3. What is your vision for the future of Wabedo Township?

4. A township cannot have guidelines that are less restrictive than what the county has in its ordinances.  But in some cases the township’s comprehensive plan is stricter then the county ordinances.   What are your thoughts about Local Planning versus County Planning?

5. A Planning Commissioner must work with many different people, including county administrators, surveyors, land developers and the public.  Tell us how you think that you get along with people.

6. For the next several months the Planning Commission will be updating the Township Comprehensive Plan.  This will require much research and some writing skills.  Tell us about your researching and writing skills.  

7. It is difficult for many people to speak up in public.  Are you confident about your ability to speak up in public meetings, whether it is at the local level or at the county level?

8. Approximately three years ago the state legislature passed a law requiring community based planning.  Are you familiar with this legislation?  What are your thoughts about it?

9. In our area there is a group called the Sky Blue Waters Joint Powers organization that is looking at surface water management issues.  What are your thoughts about surface water management?  

After all the interviews were completed the Board discussed each candidate. Their strengths and weaknesses; how each one would work with the present planning commission members.  It was a very difficult decision because all the candidates were equally qualified.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed unanimously:  Appoint Marilyn Davis to the planning commission.  

Anderson will contact Davis and write thank you letters to Kaehler and Ritchie. 

MOTION:  Schmidt   Adjournment.    The meeting adjourned at 8:15 p.m.
