Wabedo Township 
Special meeting with Tri City Paving

September 23, 2003

Present:  Ralph Schmidt, Barbara Anderson of Wabedo Township; Scott Baldwin and Tom of Tri City Paving and Bill Herheim of Lott Excavating

Anderson asked for this meeting to determine why the bill for chloriding 7.1 miles of road was so high.  

The invoice from Univar for 40152 gallons of calcium chloride totaled $22,685.88.  We had budgeted about $12,000 for this project.  Why such a big difference?

Tom and Herheim check on Stoney Creek Road (C road) while Baldwin, Schmidt and Anderson check on Glenmar Road and Sioux Camp Road.  Each group was to determine if the road had calcium chloride applied, the number of miles that had calcium chloride, and the width of the application.

Baldwin said he was told to apply the chloride at .30 instead of the standard .25 and to go grass to grass, instead of 18 feet.  It is unsure who told him that if it was Herheim or perhaps Berger last year.  It was agreed that the application was at .30.
Tom & Herheim reported that Stoney Creek Road is 3 miles and it was applied 28 feet wide.  This meant 16,590 gallons were used. 
 The other group reported that Glenmar was all billed to Wabedo instead of 1.5 to Kego Township and 1.4 to Wabedo Township.  The application was 24 feet wide which would equal about 5913 gallons billable to Wabedo.

Sioux Camp Road measures 2.1 miles of application area at 28 feet wide.  This means 9,609 gallons.
 The total number of gallons of calcium chloride applied to townships roads equals 32,112 at .565 cents per gallon.  This equals $18,143.28. 
Below is a comparison of application from .30 to .25 at different width of the road.

The formula is 5280 x miles of road ÷ 9 x spray density equal number of gallons. 

Meeting with Tri City Paving

September 28, 2003

Baldwin said to call next May to set up the formula to use on the roads.  We can either tell them the number of gallons to use or the dollar amount per road.  We agreed that Tri City Paving (Jack or Baldwin) should either talk to the road supervisors for the township or the clerk.  This will help avoid all the confusion we have had the past two years. 
Baldwin also suggested we use .25 for two years and then perhaps .30 for one year.  Also, he does not believe that the calcium chloride needs to be applied grass to grass.  He suggested 20’ in very common.  

There is a lot to take into consideration next time calcium chloride is applied to the roads.
