Wabedo Township Board of Supervisors Monthly Meeting
January 10, 2006

Present:  Chair Bill Bliss, Supervisors Patrick Butler, Ralph Schmidt, Treasurer Carole Houghton and Clerk Barbara Anderson 

Guests:  Sign in sheet attached to the original minutes.

Call to order:  Chair Bliss called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance – The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Approval of minutes – The supervisors had a copy of the written minutes prior to the meeting.  Correction under road & bridge; it should read supervisor not supervisors.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Approve the minutes of December 14, 2005 as corrected.
Treasurer’s report - Houghton presented the Current Investment Report and the Cash Control Statement.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Accept the Current Investment Report with a balance of $41,345.83 as of  January 2, 2006 and the Cash Control Statement with a balance of $80,107.72 as of December 31, 2005 as presented by the treasurer.  

Residents Concerns - There were none. There was a question about buoys on Little Boy Lake.  How do the residents go about getting some place on the area by the public landing?  Butler told them to talk with Tim Bergland of the Cass County Sheriff’s department.  They will also have to work with the DNR. The residents will be responsible fur purchasing the buoys, placing them in the water in the spring and removing them in the fall.  
Road & Bridge – 

Schmidt reported the following items:

1. He did a night inspection and inventory of all Township road signs. The report is on file with the clerk.

2. He had a call from Dave Felton about cutting ice on intersections and sharp curves.  Felton has a special blade to put on his grader that will cut ice. Schmidt told Felton to try it.  It worked very well.

3.  He presented information on two storage sheds United Building Center 10’ x 12’ for $1399 plus delivery charge of $50.00 floor not treated; and Lakes Area Lumber 8’ x 12’ with treated floor for $1,595, no delivery charges.   The shed will need blocks, padlock and hasp. MOTION:  Bliss/passed: Purchase the shed from Lakes Area Lumber.
4. He reviewed the gravel usage.  Schmidt and Anderson will look at the usage to determine how much needs to be billed to Kego.  
5. He noted that Lott Excavating has a fuel surcharge $3.00 per hour of equipment use.  

6. He noted that brushing on Sioux Camp Road should be done.  The Board told him to hire someone to do it.

7. After strong winds Schmidt checks out the condition of the roads.  Schmidt drives the roads to make sure they are passable.  The Board asked him to continue doing that.  
Bliss reported that Laurie Johnson on C Road is hiring Landecker to survey her property to determine if the new garage is on the road easement or not.  
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Old Business

Ambulance update – Bliss reported that Ambulance Joint Powers Board is in charge of the ambulance.  The City of Longville has been hired to manage the ambulance service.  The Joint Powers Board will collect all payments due after January 1, 2006 and pay all the bills.  Woodrow Township has decided to pay their portion of the January ambulance bill. Woodrow Township has not joined the Joint Powers Board.  

Parking Lot Light - Butler reported that the light was installed on January 10th.  The spot lights will have to be adjusted to light up the areas that need it.

Water softener - Butler presented a hand out with pricing for a water softener for the town hall.  The Board asked him to talk to the local plumbers to see about a small tanked softener.  Perhaps purchasing a small water softener would be more economical.  

New Business

Approve claims – The clerk and treasurer submitted the claims for payment.  MOTION:  Butler/passed: approved:  Approve payment of claims as presented and the payroll.
There is a bill from Kundrat.  Kundrat is the lawyer the Board had review the Joint Powers Agreement for the ambulance district.  According to a letter received from him the first $300 of work was free.  He billed for the balance.  

Correspondence – The Board reviewed the correspondence received and sent for the past month.
