Board of Supervisors Meeting

June 12, 2007

Present:  Chair Bill Bliss, Supervisors Ralph Schmidt, Patrick Butler-late, Treasurer Carole Houghton, Clerk Barbara Anderson

Residents:  The sign in sheet is attached to the original minutes of this meeting.

CALL TO ORDER: Chair Bliss called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  

APPROVAL OF MINUTES – The Board had received a copy of the minutes of May 8, 2007 prior to the meeting for review.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the minutes of the May 8, 2007 meeting as written.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Treasurer Houghton read the Cash Control Statement for the month of May.  Starting balance in all funds was $116,517.81, total receipts $3,203.96, total disbursements $8,398.91 leaving an ending balance of $111,322.86.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Accept the Cash Control Statement for the month of May are presented by the treasurer.

Bliss reminded Houghton that the Board asked her to transfer balance of the Ambulance Fund to the General Fund.  The total is $31,328.50.  The Board discussed transferring money into the planning commission.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed transfer $2,500 from general fund to the planning commission.  

The Board requested the treasurer to prepare a report showing the balance that the four families in the Lazy Boy Trail SSD owe the township.  In the report they asked for the following information:  Names, originally what each family owed the township, what each family has paid the township and the balance.  The Board wants this information to help them determine if an additional payment can be made on the Certificate of Indebtedness the township has with Woodland Bank.   Houghton will bring this information to the next board meeting.
RESIDENTS CONCERNS – None

LAZY BOY TRAIL SSD – Bliss reported on the public hearings held on May 26, 2007.  The rates were set and it was determined that the bills will be sent out quarterly by the clerk.  Anderson reported the last step is to record the documents with the county.  Anderson and Bridget Chard, consultant, will follow up on this.

Bliss discussed the freezing problem on the Little Boy SSD.  We have a quote from MCN; however, there is another possible way to correct the problem.  Bliss will talk to Mark Johnson of MCN and get an updated quote for the work.

ROAD AND BRIDGE

Supervisor’s report – Schmidt 

1. Schmidt called John from Dust Coating Inc, to let him know our roads are ready for chloride.  The chloride is schedule for the week of June 12th.  
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2. Schmidt reminded the clerk that the gravel that is used on the divided section of Glenmar ½ of the gravel needs to be billed to Kego.

3. Schmidt reviewed the work orders for 2007.

4. Schmidt reported that the Challenger MT 455B has been delivered.  There will be training on the mower at his home on Thursday, June 14th.  

5. Schmidt reminded the board of the meeting with Dave Enblom of Cass County on July 18th at 9:00 a.m. at the town hall.

6. Schmidt reported the tree on Stone Creek Road that the township was going to have taken down, blew down before the work could be done.

Crushing - Bill Herheim of Lott Excavating reported that the crushing will now be weighed on a scale.  He should be in the Wabedo gravel pit in about two weeks to do the crushing for 2007.

Hiring a mower operator – The Board stated that the mower operator position is a part-time seasonal job.  A job description will need to be written for this position.  Bliss and Anderson will write the job description.  (Note:  the job description is attached to the minutes).  MOTION: Bliss/passed unanimously:  Create the position of a road mower operator for Wabedo Township and set the pay at $18.00 per hour, with PERA benefits.  MOTION:  Bliss/passed:  Hire Scott Johnson for the position.    Schmidt will talk to Johnson.   
Ice Control, Snow Plowing and Road Sign petitions - The Board decided to review these petitions in the fall.

Road project – Schmidt discussed the entrance project at the corner of Bargen Lane and South Little Boy Drive.  Bliss said Region 5 may be able to help us with expertise on this project.  Region 5 now has a road engineer available for projects like this.  
OLD BUSINESS

Clerk’s old computer – Since Butler was not available for a report this topic was tabled for one month.

Newsletter – The Board reviewed the newsletter and suggested some minor changes.

NEW BUSINESS

Pay the claims – The list of claims are attached to the original minutes of this meeting.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve payment of claims as presented by the clerk and treasurer.  

PLANNING COMMISSION

Special reports from the County – Craig Anderson, Chair of the planning commission, explained that at the present time the township does not receive a report on Meets & Bounds in Wabedo Township. Cass County must record Meets & Bounds the same day it is received, this is a state law.   Anderson reported on a meeting he had with Sharon Anderson and Paul Klinger of Cass County about this concern.  S. Anderson and Klinger came up with a report that the township can purchase for $30 per report.    C. Anderson thought once or twice 
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a year would be enough to start with.  C. Anderson gave the board a copy of the report.  The Board told Anderson the planning commission can order this report as needed. 
Resolution 5-8-07 – Bliss reported that he attended the MATS Legal seminar and Wabedo Township’s resolution 5-8-07 Changing Plats in Townships was not heard.
Dodd Variance – Ron Stokesbary, township planning commissioner, reported that the Dodd property is located on Little Boy Lake.  Dodd’s have asked for the variance to put an addition on their existing cabin.  The present cabin setback is 84’ and the addition’s setback will be 90’.  There was no discussion at the site visit by Cass County.  Stokesbary saw no cause not to approve this variance request.  The Wabedo Township planning commission approved it at their meeting on June 7th.
Sematuk Conditional Use Permit request – Marilyn Davis, township planning commissioner, reported on the site visit that took place on June 12th.  She reported that there are several buildings on the site already.  The Wabedo Board of Supervisors discussed this request and the property as it stands today. Davis said she thought the location of the proposed pole barn is okay.  The Board asked that when the Findings of Fact are written it should include Wabedo requests that the following buildings be taken down:  out houses, fish house, and shower house be taken down.  It was suggested that C. Anderson take pictures of the property.  
Little Ponderosa – C. Anderson reported that a developer called him about developing the site of the Little Ponderosa Resort.  Anderson discussed the conservation design concept.  The developer was not at a position to meet with the planning commission at this time.  

Sylvan Meeting – C. Anderson reminded the board of the meeting on July 12th with Sylvan Township and Woodrow Township to discuss developer’s agreements.  Wabedo has been invited to come down early and tour the new Sylvan Town Hall.  
CORRESPONDENCE – The Board reviewed the correspondence as listed on the agenda.  

Schmidt asked about the letter from Ponto Lake Township asking if Wabedo Township would be interested in mowing their roads.  The Board told Schmidt to respond to Ponto Lake Township Chair Jim Ballenthin and say we are not interested in mowing their roads.  

OTHER BUSINESS

The Board discussed road signs for the mower operator to use for safety.  The Board asked Schmidt to purchase a set of road safety signs for the mower operator to use as needed.  

ADJOURNMENT – MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 8:45 p.m.
