Wabedo Township Board of Supervisors
September 13, 2005

Present:  Chair Bill Bliss; Supervisors Patrick Butler, Ralph Schmidt; Treasurer Carole Houghton, and Clerk Barbara Anderson

Guests: The sign in sheet is attached to the original minutes.

Call to order – Chair Bliss called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance – The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
Approval of minutes – The Board had received a written copy of the minutes for the August 8th meeting prior to the meeting.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the minutes of the August 8, 2005 meeting as written.

Treasurer’s report – Houghton read the Cash Control Statement and the Current Investment Report for the month of August.  MOTION:  Accept the Treasurer’s report as given – the Cash Control Statement with a balance of $67,537.83 and the Current Investment Statement with a balance of $40,635.93 as of August 31, 2005.

ROAD & BRDIGE

Residents Concerns – Dave Larson owns the property at 3485 Island View Rd NE.  Larson explained to the Board that he is trying to get a road easement from Robert & Karin Moe of 700’.   Larson has had the land surveyed as Moe requested.  Larson reported that Moe will not sign anything until the Township agrees to take over the road.  Bliss explained that the Township cannot take over the road unless the residents petition the Township and the road is up to township standards.  Bliss suggested that Larson obtain a 66’ legal description, record the easement with the county, bring the road up to township standards, and petition the township to take over the road.  At that time the township can get involved.  There was a lot of discussion with Larson about what steps need to be taken before he comes to the township. 
 Supervisor’s reports - Schmidt made the following report:
· On August 5th he met with Grant (Lott Excavating) at the Township gravel pit.  Dig six test holes looking for useable gravel.  See report below.
· Schmidt went over the results with Bill Herheim of Lott Excavating on Aug 15th.  Both agreed that there was sufficient gravel to warrant moving equipment in, to crush gravel.

· Made up work order 2006-11 for Lott Excavating for 4,000 yards of crushed gravel at $2.00 per yard.  

· Lott Excavating moved into the Township pit on Sept. 1st and set up their operation.  The crusher has been working and has 3,000 cu yards done as of Sept 8th.  Quality of gravel looks good.

· Met with Terry Mikkelson regarding his driveway located at Pikie Point Road and 675 Sunfish Lane.  The driveway has about a 6 to 8 percent grade receiving all the water that comes off Pikie Point Road for about 100 yards.  Met with Dave Felton of Felton Brothers about the problem. on Sept 7th. It was decided that the road bank between the power line and the road will need to be removed to allow water to disburse along the hill.  Felton said if he could do the job while he was working in the area the cost would be about $200.  Doing the job at a separate time the cost would be in the $500 area.
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· Installed the new (big arrow) on Shangri-La Road.  Called Gohper State to locate cable, info number assigned was 50567187.  All the work has been completed.  
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Test hole #1
First 6' was gravel with clay & lots of stones all sizes, went down about 9 * remainder was
sand. Looked good for crushing.

Test hole #2
First 18" to 24" was clay, some gravel and stones. Went down 8' all sand.

Test hole #3
East end close to pit gate. 1 clay rest all 8' was beach sand no rocks.

Testhole #4 .7
West end by trail leaving pit. Some old fill 1’ down, the rest good clay, gravel and stones.
Looked very good all the way down about 9'. Was impressed did not see any sand.

Test hole #5
Very south side by where old pile was placed. First 4' was gravel, clay and some rocks with
sand mixed in.

Testhole #6 . .\ .—
East side by gate and trail along pit. Gravel, clay, some rocks and more sand mixed in.
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Schmidt talked to Fred Smith of Kego Township regarding mowing on Shangri-La.  Kego does not mow; every 2-3 years they take down the brush.  Smith will call Schmidt when this work is scheduled.  It would be a good idea to do Wabedo’s portion of the road at the same time.

Schmidt discussed the culverts proposed for South Little Boy Drive.  There is a new driveway off of South Little Boy Drive in the same area.  This driveway is very steep and there is a lot of run off from the driveway.  The Board decided to watch this area for the time being and not to install the culverts at this time.

The Board told Bill Herheim of Lott Excavating to gravel South Little Boy Drive starting at Pine Sisken and going toward Norway Lane.   

Herheim was also asked to grade C Road.

OLD BUSINESS
Ambulance Update – Bliss stated there is a meeting scheduled for Thursday, September 15th at 7:00 p.m. at the Fire Hall.  Crosby Ambulance Service proposed contract calls for a $300,000 a year payment for the next five years.   

SSD Petition Update – Bliss reported that the new SSD on Little Boy has been approved by the township.  There is a 60 day period where the residents have a chance to change their minds and the neighbors have a chance to voice their feelings.  The township approved the SSD on August 20, 2005 and the legal notice was published on August 30, 2005.  The 60 days starts with the publication date.  The 60 days will end on October 29th.
North Bay Road – Anderson read a letter she had received from Mr. Johnson of the DNR.  Attached was a form that Bliss needs to sign.  When Johnson receives the form he will then bring it to the Attorney Generals office for final approval.  The Board told Anderson not to send in the letter until the Attorney General rules on another problem pending on North Bay.
Housladen Update – Anderson reported that she has received the original papers from the DNR.  Last time she went to the County to file the easement from the DNR she was told that the papers she had were copies.  The County needs original only.  She will follow up on getting the easement recorded.

NEW BUSINESS

Approve Claims for payment - The clerk and treasurer presented claims totaling $12,172.50 plus payroll.  The claims include $4,000 for crushing rock in the gravel pit. and the bill from Peters and Peters for a legal option on the access lot.  The clerk was instructed to bill the Peters & Peters bill as follows:  1/3 to Wabedo, Little Boy, Inguadona, Rice and Cooper Lakes Association; 1/3 to the Leech Lake Watershed Foundation and the Township will pay 1/3 of the bill also.  
Cass County Economic Development Corp. Lt. – No action was taken.
District 11 Meeting – The District 11 meeting/election will be held Tuesday, September 27th at Northern Lights Event Center in Walker.  
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Region Five Legislative Forum – There is a Region Five Development Commission 2nd annual Legislative Forum on September 15th at 5:00 p.m. at TMaxwell’s in Staples, MN

Fischer Variance – No action needed. 

Cafferty Variance - Craig Anderson, Planning Commission, explained that Cass County is looking into the Cafferty variance.  It seems that Cafferty’s may be doing more work than the variance allows.  
GLAD Update - Butler reported about the GLAD Vision meeting.  The residents of the Longville 

area were invited to a vision meeting for Longville and surrounding area.  What would the residents 
like to see for Longville for the next 3 – 5 years?  There were 137 people attended the meeting.  The 
area of concerns receiving the most votes were:  a community/teen/recreation center, the ambulance, 
schools, annexation, senior housing and affordable housing.  The GLAD team will now review all the 
areas of concern and make plans for the next steps. 

JobZ – Anderson explained that while she was at the vision meeting she was asked if Wabedo Township is part of the Jobz program.  There is a company in Grand Rapids that would like to bring about 50 jobs to the Longville area.  Since Wabedo Township has a comprehensive plan the owner thought to contact us.  The Board asked Anderson to contact the company for more information.

IRS Gas Rates – Anderson reported that the IRS has raised the gas reimbursement rate from .405 to .485 until December 31, 2005.  

PLANNING COMMISSION – Craig Anderson., Chair 

Keiss/Mueller  Variance – This property is located on Mule Lake.  The Wabedo planning commission denied the application because the land owner was asking for a variance to build the house closer to the lake.  There is plenty of room to build the house in an area that does not need a variance.  Anderson did not know what the County decided.


Applications – The clerk reported that she had not received any application for the vacancy on the planning commission.  

OTHER BUSINESS

The Board asked the treasurer to transfer $569 to ambulance and $2169 to fire from the general fund.

The Board reviewed all the other correspondence listed on the agenda. 

Adjournment – MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Adjournment.  The meeting adjourned at 9:15 p.m.
