Wabedo Township Board of Supervisors
July 13, 2004

Present:  Chair Bill Bliss, Supervisors Patrick Butler and Ralph Schmidt, Treasurer Carole Houghton, Clerk Barbara Anderson

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chair Bliss.

Pledge of Allegiance

Approval of Minutes - The Clerk presented the June 8, 2004 minutes.  There was a correction under road and bridge.   The sentences should read “MR Signs price for the roll up sign, stand bag ...”, not stand bang.   MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the minutes of the June 8, 2004 meeting as corrected. 

Treasurer’s report - The treasurer presented her report as follows for the month of June 2004.  Cash Control has a balance of $86,919.92 and the Current Investments have a grand total of $40,415.68.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Accept the treasurer’s report as presented.   

The Board asked Houghton to verify the interest rate on Investment ID 100078 as 5.30%.

NEW BUSINESS:

Charles Housladen – cartpath -  Housladen spoke to the Board about an easement that he needs through state land.  The State will not grant an easement to an individual, so he asked the Township to obtain this easement for him.  Bliss explained that there is a $500 fee payable to the Township and that Housladen is responsible for all the expenses.  Housladen explained that he lives in North Trelipe Township, but he needs to come through Wabedo Township with the easement to reach his property.  

The Clerk will file all necessary papers in this matter.  She will also contact Paul Lundgren at the Backus DNR regarding the petition.  

ROAD & BRIDGE

Supervisor’s report - Schmidt reported the following
· Gravel crushing did not go as planned, but it has been completed.

· Calcium chloride was applied to the road.
· Met with Bill Herheim and J.J. Welk about bids for North Bay Drive

· Discussed driveway entrances on township roads.  

· The Board decided to check with other townships, such as Sylvan to see how they handle this.

· The hill on Glenmar washed out during a heavy rain on July 10.  We may want to look at this as a future project to get run off into the woods. 
· Schmidt will talk to the property owner Mr. Alton about some possible solutions.

OLD BUSINESS

Update on SSD in Little Boy - Bliss reported that he and Anderson met with Corky Smith to get an estimate for this work on the South Little Boy SSD.  The estimate was $52,910.00.  This seems high.  
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Anderson will contact Mark Johnson for an estimate.  She will also send a letter to the residents who indicated they were interested in this project. 

Approve the Claims - MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Approve payment of the claims totaling $14,654.34, plus the Longville Fire District payment.  

Pieper – petition for township to vacate roadway on Mule Lake - Bliss presented a letter from James and Janet Pieper petitioning the Board to vacate the property next to their property at 91 Oak Drive NE.  The Board set a site meeting for Monday, August 9, 2004 at 5:00 p.m. at the site.  The clerk will send letters to the property owners in the development.  This meeting will be published and posted.
Washington DC – NATaT Conference - Bliss asked the township to pay half of the cost for him to attend the NATaT conference in Washington DC.  The township’s cost would be about $700.  MOTION:  Butler/ passed:  Approve payment of air fare, 2 nights lodging, conference fees and all other expenses for Bill Bliss to attend the NATaT Conference in Washington DC. in September 2004.  
Summer Short Courses – The MATS summer short courses are coming up. Bliss encouraged all to attend if possible.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Authorize payment for short course fees, per diem, mileage for any and all board members who attend the MATS summer short courses.  
Ridgewood Golf Course law suit - Bliss reported that the township’s E & O Insurance carrier has hired Gordon Hansmeier as the attorney to defend the township in this case.  The clerk will be sending copies of all her files on this matter.  

PLANNING COMMISSION

Two terms expire in fall - Craig Anderson (C. Anderson) explained that two terms will be expiring this fall.  Jack Abrahamson and Sue Gehrman have indicated that they will probably ask to be reappointed.  If the two people ask to be reappointed do we still need to advertise?  Bliss said no, it is not necessary.  
SSD handouts - C. Anderson handed out some information on SSD for the board to read at their leisure.

Comprehensive Plan Update - C. Anderson reported that the update is coming along.  Bridget Chard, the consultant the planning commission is working with, is in the process of writing the plan.

MacAllister variance – Marilyn Davis reported that MacAllister received a building permit for an addition to his house that was less than 50% less than the original house.   The builder found dry rot and it was decided to take down the house and build all new.  After this new project was started Cass County became aware of the new project and issued a cease and desist order.  As soon as the old house was taken down the permit was null and void.  Now MacAllister is asking for a variance after the fact   to continue the building project.  The planning commission wrote up a Findings of Fact and recommended that the variance be denied.  The County did deny this variance.  
Healthy Communities – Davis reported on a meeting she attended with the City of Longville regarding healthy communities.  She recommends that Wabedo Township work with the City on this project.  
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OTHER BUSINESS

Bliss read a letter from the Longville Ambulance Service.  The letter was regarding the possibility of the City buying out the townships involved in the Ambulance Building District.  The City wants to know if the township wants to be bought out and at what cost.  Bliss explained that the Ambulance Building District board will be meeting soon and they will be discussing this letter.  The Wabedo Township Board decided to wait until after that meeting to decide how they want to handle this proposal.  

Butler reported that the Fire District was meeting tonight, but he was unable to attend.

Move for adjournment.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 9:00 p.m.
