MINUTES OF 5-01-03

The meeting of the Wabedo Township Planning Commission was called to order at 7:05 p.m. at Wabedo Town Hall.

Minutes

Sausman made a motion to approve the minutes. Second R. Anderson. Passed: Approve the minutes of 4-03-03 as written.

New Business

 The topic of Mule Lake Estates was discussed. Ten interested Mule Lake property owners were in attendance. A list of those in attendance is attached to the original minutes. The proposal submitted by Landecker & Associates is to put 13 cabins with garages in back on 506’of lakeshore.  The proposal is still very new with not much information as of the meeting date. The property owners voiced their main concerns, which were density, septic, well, docks and access road. Presently there are 5 cabins, an office and a garage on this property, which formerly was a resort. The board feels we need to look into this matter in greater depth. C. Anderson called Landecker & Associates talked to a gentleman named Doug who was not real familiar with the proposal. This proposal does not fit the Comprehensive Plan Housing Goal #2. Cass County Planning Commission has this proposal on its agenda for 5-27-03. C. Anderson recommended the property owners attend this meeting as well as send letters of concern to Cass County. R. Anderson made a motion to oppose a second by Abrahamson. 

A second item reviewed was the proposal of T & T Northern Development on Little Boy Lake. This proposal would provide 6 second tier lots access through wetlands to Little Boy Lake. The board opposes the access since it does not fit the Comprehensive Plan Environmental Protection Policy #7. 

The Rural Cellular tower on hwy. 84 will add a 25’ addition to the top of the tower. 

The Wilson property on Lake Louise is asking for a variance to have 30’X 46’ structure built 100’ instead of 150’ from the lake on a natural environment lake. R. Anderson and Gehrman will do a field visit on Monday May 5.

Old Business

The Shaw property on hwy 84 did not need a variance for their structure it was far enough from the lake. The variance was for the highway side, but the county is changing the right of way from140’width back to a 90’ width. This change eliminates the need for a variance all together. Now they are asking for a permit to move the dirt they dig from the excavation of the basement to feather out the existing bluff down to the bog area. The planning commission is okay with this.

 The Wright property was asking for a variance to widen their building by 2’. This was passed.

Business cards printed by C. Anderson were passed out.

Update of the Comprehensive Plan was discussed. A special meeting with Bridget Chard has been planned for Thursday May 22 at 7:00 p.m.

R. Anderson made a motion with a second by Abrahamson for Sausman to serve as interim Vice Chair. Passed.

Copies of the Comprehensive Plan will be sent to Paul Fairbanks to distribute to the 3 new members of the Board of Adjustment.
