Monthly Meeting

October 12, 2004

Present:  Chair Bill Bliss, Supervisors Patrick Butler, Ralph Schmidt, Treasurer Carole Houghton, and Clerk Barbara Anderson

Call to order- The meeting was called to order by Chair Bliss at 7:00 p.m.

 Pledge of Allegiance - The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  

Approval of minutes – The Board had received a written copy to review.  Butler reported that there was a correction to the minutes on page 2 under correspondence deletes the sentence “Butler said he has been appointed by Commissioners Dungan and Dawson to this board”.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the minutes as corrected.  

Treasurer’s report – Houghton presented the following report.  The written copy of this report is attached to the original minutes of this meeting.  Cash Control Statement from the period September 1 through September 30, 2004 has a balance of $39,241.89.  The Current Investment statement for the same time period has a balance of $42,667.93 in all accounts.  MOTION:  Butler/Passed:  Accept the Treasurer’s reports as given.  Houghton reported that the interest rates are 6 months for 1.75%, 5 years for 3.5%, 54 months for 4.2% and 48 months for 3.25%.  She will invest the $7,000 CD in a 54 month certificate of deposit for 4.2%.  The CD’s that are in the Debt Service Fund will roll over.  

PLANNING COMMISSION 

Mule Lake Estates -C. Anderson, chair of the planning commission, discussed the Mule Lake Estates revised plat.  He reported that the planning commission approved the revised plat with three lots on the lake and one back lot with the stipulation that the same covenants are in place as were on the original plat.  Terry Freeman, of Landecker & Associates, also discussed the revised plat.  He agreed that the same covenants will be placed on this plat as on the previous plat.  Freeman discussed the changes in this revised plat over the previous plat.  There is a boundary dispute on the west side of this property.  The revised plat only includes the land that Chris Fritch has clear title to.  If the land dispute is settled in Fritch’s favor then he may be back with a revised plat for lot three.  The board discussed that the original approved plat must be withdrawn before this new revised plat is approved.  Freeman said lot four is about five acres.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Approve the revised plat for Mule Lake Estates, discussed with Terry Freeman at this meeting with lots one, two and three on the lake and lot four as a back lot; the revised preliminary plat dated December 24, 2003, approved at the Wabedo Township Board of Supervisors meeting on January 21, 2004, be rescinded and the same covenants for the original plat be placed on this new revised plat.  The clerk will send a letter to Paul Fairbanks at Cass County stating the township’s decision on this matter.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                    
Taylor Timbers – Bliss asked Freeman about the status of Taylor Timbers.  Freeman reported that Landecker & Associates are working with Cass County to make sure everything is in order.  Freeman said the land at the corner of Bargen Lane and South Little Boy Drive will be dedicated to the township.  The board also discussed the design of the driveways in this development unto South Little Boy Drive.  There is a lot of wash outs on the main road due to the design of the driveways.  Freeman said he would pass this information along to Fritch.

Neumann Variance – Jack Abrahamson of the planning commission addressed this variance.  This lot is on Little Boy Lake.  This is a small lot.  It was approved that they can build a 24’x24’ building 
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including the drip line.  Thielen, a neighbor, said he will grant Neumann an easement along his property for access to a septic system.  The County approved this.  
Comprehensive Plan Update - C. Anderson reported that the Planning Commission will be meeting with the Board of Supervisors on December 2, to review the comprehensive plan.  It was decided to hold the public open house and public hearing next spring.  This is when most of the “snowbirds” return.  It is a good time for the public.

ROAD & BRIDGE

Supervisors concerns- Bliss reported that he had a call for a resident about Glenmar.  Felton will address the problem.  Bliss reported that Felton cut down a tree by the stop sign on Island View Road.  The tree was in the right-of-way and was blocking the stop sign.  Sorrel, the property owner, asked if the township could move the stop sign.  After the tree was removed the wood was left for the property owner.  

Schmidt gave a written report to the board.  A copy of this report is attached to the original minutes of this meeting.  

The Board discussed the gravel pit. The county says there is no more gravel to be crushed there.  Schmidt will follow up on this and have some boring samples taken.  Schmidt reported that the county garage on Highway 54 is not for sale at this time.  
OLD BUSINESS

Housladen petition – The clerk reported that she has received all the paperwork from Housladen and will be resubmitting the petition to the DNR for the easement that is needed for Housladen to cross the DNR land.  

NEW BUSINESS

Approve payment of claims – The clerk presented claims in the amount of $1,011.67 for approval.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Approve payment of claims and payroll as presented.

Appoint election judges – The clerk presented the following names for election judges for the general election on November 2, 2004:  Michael Small, Craig Anderson, Carol Neuenfeldt, Virginia Anderson and Doris Schmidt.  MOTION:  Butler/passed (1 abstain) Approve the election judges as presented by the clerk for the general election on November 2, 2004.

MSI Letter - The board discussed the letter from MSI asking if the Township wanted to purchase the Supplemental Extended Reporting Endorsement. The Board unanimously decided not to take any coverage from MSI.

Marier  Petition -  Bliss reported that the township had received a letter requesting a portion of Shady Lane, now know as Island View Lane, be vacated.  The clerk was directed to send names of people who are eligible to sign the Marier Petition.  
 Liquor License – Bliss reported that the township had received a liquor license renewal for the Mule Lake Store for selling 3.2 beer.  There have been no problems that the board is aware of.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the renewal license of 3.2 beer at the Mule Lake Store.  
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Council on Aging  - Butler reported that Commissioners Demgen and Dowson appointed himto this council.  

North Bay Drive  - Bliss reported that he had received a letter from the DNR regarding North Bay  Drive.  There will be a meeting at the home of Phil & Pat Larson, Monday, Oct. 18, 2004 at 10:00 a.m.  The board has been invited.  The clerk will post this information.

CORRESPONDENCE 

The Board reviewed the correspondence received this past month.  
ADJOURNMENT -MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Move for adjournment.  The meeting adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
