 August 8, 2006

Present:  Vice Chair Patrick Butler, Supervisor Ralph Schmidt, Treasurer Carole Houghton and Clerk Barbara Anderson

CALL TO ORDER:  Vice Chair Butler called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES – The supervisors had received a written copy of the minutes of July 11th prior to the meeting for review.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the minutes of the July 11, 2006 meeting as written.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Treasurer Houghton reported that the ending balance in all funds for the period July 1 – July 31st was $87,727.91 and the balance in the investments for the same time period was $44,722.90.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Accept the Cash Control Statement report as 

presented.  

VACATION OF COOPER LAKE ROAD – Anderson explained that Cass County had contacted her because they had received a request to vacate their interest in Cooper Lake Road.  They asked the township’s opinion.  Shaun & Susan Palmer made the request and were present at the meeting.  They explained that they didn’t like people driving down the road through their property.  They would put a turn around area at the end of the new road.  Paul & Diane Hipshir are neighbors to the Palmers.  Hipshir was not sure how they stood.  Both Butler and Schmidt are against the vacation of the road.  The supervisors' concern is the accessibility to all the land in case of an emergency.  The clerk was directed to send a letter to Robert Yochum of Cass County stating the supervisors’ concern.
RESIDENTS CONCERNS 
Update on the power lines – Craig Anderson reported that Rick Heuring of Great River Energy (GRE) attended the Planning Commission meeting on Aug 3rd.   Heuring stated at the meeting that GRE is considering alternative routes for the power lines as well as Highway 54.  GRE is in the process of talking to Cass County about county lands, the FAA about lands by the airport in Longville, and the State about state lands.  Anderson reported that no decision has been made at this time. 

NORM MOODY – Butler explained that Norm Moody of the Land Department of Cass County was asked to speak about the power line.  Moody said he would deal in facts not opinions.  There are three things the power company looks at: the length, right-of-way that is cleared and double circuit.  Double circuit is where the high voltage lines are at the top of the poles and the lower voltage for community use is on the lower lines on the same pole.  All three of these affect the cost of the path for the voltage line.  
A lengthy discussion followed.   The residents discussed all the route options and the pros and cons of each.

The clerk was reminded to bill Kego Township for the chloriding and the crushed gravel used on Glenmar.
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Schmidt said there were some questions about the Lott bill.  He will research this.  

OLD BUSINESS

Short Courses – Anderson was the only one able to attend the short course this summer.  She reported that the class she attended ran all day. The class was for clerks on election law changes and how they effect the upcoming elections.  
Ambulance update - Butler reported that he attended an ambulance meeting on August 8th for Bliss.  He recommended that people attend the City Council meeting on Wednesday, August 9th to hear Bob Yochum, Cass County Administrator, discuss the next steps regarding the ambulance service.  One thing Yochum will be asking the City of Longville to do is gift the ambulances and all equipment to Cass County. 

Butler explained that he received the July bill for the ambulance service at the meeting; therefore, the bill cannot be paid tonight.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Authorize the payment of the Joint Powers Ambulance bill for $5,049.20 for July service.  The clerk will prepare the check for signatures.  

NEW BUSINESS

Approve the claims – The clerk and treasurer presented the claims totaling $33,316.39 plus payroll for approval.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the claims for payment as presented.   The checks were then signed.

Mark Johnson - Johnson presented the site evaluation and design for the Lazy Boy Trail SSD.  Johnson explained he designed the project with the best interest of the people in mind.  The design is for year around usage.  Johnson has been in contact with Bob Wright of Cass County for his input.  Johnson explained the design. A copy of the Site Evaluation is attached to the original minutes of this meeting.  Johnson presented a work quote (install tanks, lines lift station w/duplex pumping, 10X130 dual feed pressure bed system) with septic permit of $21,774.00.
Bridget Chard, consultant to the Township, stated the township needs two quotes because the work is under $50,000.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Authorize Bridget Chard to get the second design quote for the Lazy Boy Trail SSD.  
Chard said she will contact Brian Finch of Crow Wing Power about the proposed SSD.   Chard then discussed the possible purchase of land from Troy and Nancy Loren of Little Boy Resort, for this project.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Authorize Chard to negotiate the purchase of land from Troy and Nancy Loren for the Lazy Boy Trail SSD.    

Chard said it is time to contact a lawyer about a few matters.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Authorize Chard to contact a lawyer as needed for the Lazy Boy Trail SSD.

Chard then discussed the two types of easements that will be needed. -  temporary construction easements and a permanent easements.  Chard will talk to the property owners about these easements.  

Chard said she is working on the Ordinance and will have a draft for next month’s meeting.  Chard also mentioned that Mr. Rogers may want to connect to this new SSD.  She will talk to him about this. 
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The residents asked if the work could possibly be done this fall.  Johnson said yes.
Follow up to the change of hours for the election - Anderson reported that at the annual meeting the residents asked the board to consider changing the polling hours to 7:00 am – 8:00 pm.  She explained that this is a board decision.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Set the polling hours for all primary and general elections 7:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m.  

Election judges - Anderson explained that due to all the new election laws and the new equipment all election judges need to be trained this year.  She suggested that the board approve more judges than needed in case someone does not attend the necessary training. She explained that due to the length of polling hours she will need at least 6 election judges.   MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Appoint the following people as election judges for the Primary Elections to be held on Tuesday, September 12, 2006 from 7:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m.:  Carol Neuenfeldt, Judy Jorgenson, Gladys Berger, Jan Stokesbary, Laura Mayer, Sue Gehrman, Doris Schmidt, Carole Houghton, and Sue Motyl.  
Change September meeting date – Anderson explained that the second Tuesday in September is primary election day and no public meetings can be held on that day.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Change the September date for the Board of Supervisors meeting to Wednesday, September 13, 2006 at 7:00 p.m. at the Town Hall.    The clerk will publish and post this.
State of Minnesota survey – The Board decided not to answer the survey.  They asked the clerk to answer it on their behalf.

Local Board of Review – Anderson asked if this item could be tabled for one month.  

PLANNING COMMISSION - Craig Anderson, Chair

Bear Tracts West - Cass County approved this plat.  The problem was that Landecker did not come before the township planning commission with this plat.  Anderson said that in the future Landecker must come to the planning commission with new plats before the township board can hear it or the county can hear it.  
Marilyn Davis – C. Anderson reported that Marilyn Davis is interested in being reappointed to her position on the planning commission.  MOTION:  Butler/passed:  Re-appoint Marilyn Davis to the Wabedo Township planning commission for three years. 

Herung -   Little Boy Lake - The variance is for adding on to a present house.  Marilyn Davis and Ron Anderson did the site visit.  The planning commission recommends approval.  MOTION:  Schmidt/passed:  Approve the Herung variance on Little Boy Lake.

CORRESPONDENCE
The Board reviewed the correspondence as listed on the agenda.  No action was taken.

ADJOURNMENT – MOTON:  Schmidt/passed:  Adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 9:15 p.m.
