Call to order – Chair Stokesbary called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. The pledge of allegiance was recited.

Approve the Agenda – There were no changes to the agenda.  MOTION:  Chacey/passed:  Approve the agenda as written.

Approval of minutes- The Board received copies of the minutes for review prior to the meeting.  MOTION:  Adelmann/passed:  Approve the minutes of the September board meeting as written.   

Treasurer’s report – Houghton
· The Treasurer read the Cash Control Statement for the month of September.  The balance in all funds as of 9/30/13 is $314,536.79 and the balance in the investments is $23,840.32.  There was a question on the balance.  The totals did not agree.  Houghton will check this and bring a corrected copy next month.  No action was taken due to this addition error. 
· Houghton reported that a Certificate of Deposit is coming due on the Oct.  15th. The board authorized Houghton to renew the CD at the best interest rate for 12 – 14 months.
· Claims – The board had received a copy of the Claims List for Approval prior to the meeting.  MOTION:  Adelmann/passed unanimously:  Approve payment electronic claims 10131 – 10133; claims 9588 – 9598 totaling $15,108.91 and payroll of $865.64.  

Resident concerns – There were none. 

Road & Bridge – Chacey
· Gravel pit – the gate is fixed yet.  Waldera and Chacey will repair it this fall.  
·  Pine Crest Trail – Chacey to meet with Lott Excavating about the slaw of the road next to Johnson driveway.  
· Fall road inspection date – The board set Oct. 15th at 9:00 a.m. for the fall road inspection date.  They will meet at the town hall. 
· Replacing road culverts – Stokesbary questioned the information about needed a permit from Cass County to replace a road culvert.  Chacey will contact someone at Cass County about this rule.  How do we handle an emergency?  

Waldera’s report 
· Brushing at the end of the month.
· Blowing leaves when all the leaves are down.
· SSD – two properties still need to have tree roots removed, will do this fall. 

  
 Cooper lake Road trees - Stokesbary reported that the lumber has been removed along Cooper Lake    Road. 
Sioux Camp Road Bridge Stokesbary reported, the following is information from a phone call with Dave Enblom of Cass County Highway Department on 10/4/2013 regarding Wabedo Township's Sioux Camp bridge.
The Sioux Camp Bridge was recently given a rating of 63, lowered from a 75 rating previously.  Bridges are rated on a list from 1 to 100 for bridge replacement priority.  Bridges with a rating of 80 or lower are placed on a county “priority list” for replacement.
Cass County receives about $19K per year for the “Township Bridge Fund” (which is depleted at this time).  The state has a “Special Township Bridge Fund” which is funded from excess amounts in other counties that have a lot of bridges but the counties do not need to replace them at this time.  Other counties, like Cass, can apply to use these Special Funds.

The township needs to hire an engineering firm to start the process of bridge replacement.  The engineering firm would work with Cass County and state on the process.  The firm would apply for the Special Bridge Funds at the state and would prepare needed information up to the point of bidding the project.  Cass County would then do the bid process and handle the work to replace the bridge.

Wabedo would be responsible for a $10K participation cost and the engineering costs which could be around 15-20% of the project or $20-25K.  Hopefully the rest of the costs would come from the state's Special Township Bridge Funds.

The board decided to start gathering information.   Chacey will contact some engineer firms.

Old Business
SSD
· SSD report – Adelmann reported that Mainline Electric marked all the boxes.  There was a discussion about a key boxes at the SSD stations.  The supervisors will look at this when they are doing the fall road inspection.  A pump was replaced at Sioux Camp SSD.  Cavanaugh requested if their septic system would handle an addition of two bedrooms and a bathroom.  Adelmann will go out with Northland Septic for their fall inspection.  This will be considered at that time.  
· South Little Boy SSD – Flow is too high.  There was heavy rains over the weekend, so it could be ground water.  Adelmann called all the people on South Little Boy SSD to see if they turned off their water when they leave.  He could not reach them.  A letter will have to be sent out. 
· Isackson bill of $300.00, is this a township charge or is it a property owner charge?  Adelmann will look into this.  
· Flow meters – Adelmann talked to Northland Septic about flow meters at each house.  The cost is about $100 for each flow meter.  When the SSDs were put in there was only seasonal homes, now Sioux Camp has two year round homes on it.  Now is the time to look at if the SSD can handle year round homes and how many.  
· SSD Contract – Stokesbary reported that the contract is soon up with Northland Septic to monitor and repair the three SSDs.  He recommends that no service calls be included in the  contract, at the present time we have five service calls in the present contract.  Stokesbary will start working with Northland Septic on a new contract. 



Garage & town hall update – Stokesbary reported that trusses have not arrived at this time. He will follow up on this.  When everything has been delivered and up the township will need to pay $32,150. The power is in.  The big question is can we get the concrete work done yet this fall?  We may need to put a heater on the garage floor for the first few days for curing.  Chacey reported that 10 yards of sand is needed in one corner, this can be done before or after the building is up.  MOTION:  Chacey/passed unanimously:  Hire Northway from Sartell, MN tor the concrete work, Lott Excavating for the sand and Waldera to spread the sand. .  Chacey will call Lott Excavating to order the sand.  Stokesbary will send a work order to Northway. 

CCATS meeting – All board members attended this meeting in Hackensack.  Stokesbary discussed the joint powers tax exempt.  State fact sheet 176 regarding sales tax.   The part of the gas tax formula required the Road & Bridge fund amount based on a percentage of property value has been removed.  Anderson will find out when this takes effect.  

New Business – none.
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Planning Commission – Craig Anderson

· Vacation rental properties – Anderson handed out some written information.  Attached to the original minutes.  There are about 1200 vacation rental properties in Minnesota.  This is a big business.  The board asked the commissioners to look up the state or county definition and see how this effects vacation rental properties.
