Call to order- Chair Stokesbary called the meeting to order at 7:00 and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Approve the agenda - Motion:  Chacey/approved:  Approve the agenda as written.

Approve the minutes – Motion:  Adelmann/passed:  Approve the minutes of the October 8, 2013 meeting as written.  

Treasurer’s Report
· Financial Report – Houghton read the Cash Control Statement for the month of October 2013.  Motion:  Adelmann/passed unanimously:  Accept the Cash Control Statement with the ending balance in all funds of $268,689.46 and investments of $23,963.10.    Motion:  Adelmann/passed unanimously:  Accept the Cash Control Statement for the month of September 2013 with ending balance in all funds of $314,536.79 and investments of $23,840.32.
· Payment of Claims – Motion:  Adelmann/passed unanimously:  Approve the payment electronic claims 11131-11133, claims 9611 through 9622 and payroll totaling $21,828.73.

Road & Bridge
· Supervisor’s report – Chacey
· Rewrote the snowplowing contracts for Lott Excavating and Felton Brothers.  This is to reflect the roads that Lott Excavating is now plowing and the roads that Felton Brothers are not plowing.   This was done at the request of Felton Brothers.  
· Spoke to a road engineer at Erickson.  A representative will be coming out to look at bridge on Sioux Camp Road.   The representative will then put a packet together for the township. The township will need to add $35,000 to the 2015 budget to cover their portion of the replacement costs.  
· Waldera – still working on road signs.  
· Fall road inspections – the board reviewed the notes from the road inspections. Chacey will make a list of the work to be done and will coordinate with Waldera to get the work done.  

Old Business
· SSD report – Adelmann reported that Northland Septic did the fall inspections.  Sioux Camp and Lazy Boy are fine.  South Little Boy has a problem.  Water is getting into the tank.  They need to dig around the tank to look at the check valve and it needs a quick disconnect.  This will require an electrician and the cost will be about $1200.  The tank is in a swamp and too much water is coming back.  Adelmann will tell Northland Septic to do the repair work.   Adelmann is sending out a letter to all ssd property owners, asking for contact information.  
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The Board discussed the Omni Site System.  This is the alarm monitoring system used on all three SSDs.  They may need upgrading, however, they are still under warranty and that may cover the costs.

· Contract with Northland Septic – Stokesbary is working on the new contract with Northland Septic.

· Garage & town hall update - Stokesbary reported that the garage is up.  Ameribuilt has a few things left to do.  He will check to see if the trusses need any type of bracing.  The concrete work will be done in the spring.  Chacey and Waldera will put the insulation around the base of the building on the interior.  .  Chacey will install the interior doors after the cement work is done 

New Business
· Renewal of 3.2 malt liquor license for Mule Lake Store – Motion:  Adelmann/passed unanimously:  Approve the 3.2 malt liquor license for Big Thunder Enterprises LLC for the Mule Lake Store.  

Planning Commission – Craig Anderson
· Anderson handed out information about vacation rental property.  The Cass County Board of Adjustments has it on their agenda for December.  The county is now starting to look at  rental vacation properties.  Anderson will keep the board informed.
